Regulation No 315

Adopted 15 April 2004

Procedures by which Transactions with Milk Quotas are Carried out, the Procedures for Administration and Control of these Quotas, as well as the Procedures for Calculation and Collection of a Levy
Issued pursuant to

Section 7, Paragraph two

of the Law On Agriculture and Rural Development

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which transactions with milk quotas are carried out (purchase, lease, donation, inheritance, conversion and waiver), the procedures for administration and control of these quotas, as well as the procedures for calculation and collection of a levy related to the administration of milk quotas.

2. Milk quota is a specified sales volume of raw milk (hereinafter – milk) in a quota year (2004-2005 quota year is from 1 May 2004 until 31 March 2005).

3. The total national milk quotas for the national reserve (hereinafter – national reserve) intend for not less than 1 per cent of milk quotas from the volume of the delivery quota and not less than 1 per cent of the volume of the direct sales quota.

4. A milk quota shall not be determined for milk, which a milk producer utilises for home consumption (for human foodstuffs or animal feedingstuff).

5. A commission consisting of seven persons shall deal with matters related to the administration of milk quotas. The Minister for Agriculture shall approve the commission personnel. Representatives from the milk producer associations, milk processing organisations, the Co-operation Council of the Farmer Organisations, the State limited liability company the Latvian State Pedigree Information and Data Processing Centre (hereinafter – the Data Centre) and the Rural Support Service shall be in the commission.
6. Commission meetings shall take place not less than once a month (if necessary, an extraordinary meeting shall be called).

7. A commission shall have the following functions:

7.1. to evaluate the submissions of milk producers regarding milk quotas;

7.2. to evaluate the conformity of milk purchasers to the specified requirements and to grant them an approval (the right to purchase milk);

7.3. to examine submissions regarding the granting or an increase of a milk quota from the national reserve;

7.4. to examine and evaluate documents submitted by the State Pedigree Inspection (hereinafter – the Inspection) regarding:

7.4.1. updating milk quota volume for a milk producer; and

7.4.2. suspension of the approval referred to in Sub-paragraph 7.2 of these Regulations for a milk purchaser.

8. A chairperson of the commission shall be a representative of the Data Centre. The chairperson of the commission shall:

8.1. organise and manage the work of the commission;

8.2. approve a commission meeting agenda and sign the meeting minutes; and

8.3. determine the duties of the commission members.

9. A commission shall have a quorum if at least half of the commission members participate in the meeting. Decisions shall be taken by a simple majority vote. In the event of a tied vote, the vote of the chairperson of the commission shall be the casting vote.
10. Minutes shall be taken at commission meetings. Secretariat functions of commission shall perform a Data Centre.

11. In order to obtain an approval, a milk purchaser shall submit to the commission an application for the approval of a purchaser (Annex 1). The following shall be appended to the submission:

11.1. A statement of the Food and Veterinary Service regarding registration; and

11.2. a copy of the merchant registration certificate.

12. A commission shall evaluate the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations within a month after the receipt thereof and shall take a decision regarding the approval of a milk purchaser. The commission shall notify in writing the milk purchaser regarding the decision of the commission.

13. The Ministry of Agriculture shall publish a list of the approved milk purchasers in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia].

14. A milk producer, in accordance with the granted milk quota, may:

14.1. enter into contracts with one or more purchasers;

14.2. enter into a contract regarding all delivery quota or a part thereof; and

14.3. change a milk purchaser if the mutual contract does not stipulate other obligations.

15. A milk producer shall complete the following documents for each type of milk quota granted:

15.1. milk inventory journal of the delivery quota (Annex 2); and

15.2. milk inventory journal of the direct sales quota (Annex 3).

16. By the 15th day of the following month owners of a direct sales quota shall submit to the Data Centre a quarterly report regarding the fulfilment of the direct sales quota (Annex 4) .

II. Milk Quota Transactions 
17. All submissions regarding transactions with milk quota (purchase, lease, donation, inheritance, conversion and waiver) shall be registered at the Data Centre.

18. A transaction shall come into effect after the registration thereof at the Data Centre.

19. A milk quota shall be inherited and donated in accordance with the conditions of the Civil Law regarding inheritance and donation. If the owner of a milk quota has died, the person who will handle the herd and the milk quota until the approval of inheritance rights shall submit an application to the Data Centre to receive the status of a milk quota manager, promising in the application not to perform any transactions with the milk quota and to fulfil all obligations with regard to the milk quota.

[7 September 2004]
20. A milk producer may perform transactions with the milk quota or a part thereof if his or her dairy cows have been registered in the animal and herd register of the Data Centre.

21. The condition referred to in Paragraph 20 of these Regulations shall not be valid if a milk producer terminates his or her operation in dairy farming and sells all the milk quota owned by him or her, or inherits a milk quota.

22. If the representative fat content of a producer’s quota changes after a transaction, the Data Centre shall recalculate it using the one-percent milk method and shall notify the producer regarding the changed fat content.

III. Milk Quota Purchase

23. A milk producer who owns a dairy cow herd registered in the Data Centre animal and herd register may purchase a milk quota.

24. If a milk quota is sold to a person who does not have dairy cows, the transaction shall not be registered.

25. Purchasing a milk quota, the parties to the transaction shall:

25.1. mutually agree on the volume of the milk quota to be purchased:

25.2. inform a milk purchaser (if a delivery quota is purchased) regarding changes in provisions of the milk delivery contract; and

25.3. shall complete and submit to the Data Centre a submission for purchasing a milk quota (Annex 5). 

26. The Data Centre shall register the transaction and inform the milk purchaser thereof.

27. A milk quota purchaser shall be liable for the fulfilment of all the purchased quota volume. By 1 January of each year milk quota purchase transactions may be performed: 

27.1. with all the quota owned by a milk producer, including the quota volume already utilised; and

27.2. with the unutilised part of the quota.

IV. Leasing a Milk Quota
28. The minimum amount of a milk quota lease transaction shall be 1000 kg (if a delivery quota is leased) or 500 kg (if a direct sales milk quota is leased).

29. In order to register a milk quota lease transaction, the involved parties shall complete and submit to the Data Centre a submission for registration of milk quota lease (Annex 6).

30. The Data Centre shall notify the milk producer and milk purchaser within five working days regarding the registration of the transaction.

31. Milk quota lease transactions shall be concluded by 1 January of a quota year. A transaction shall be valid in the relevant quota year. A milk producer may not execute any further transactions with the leased quota.

32. At the end of a quota year, the Data Centre shall re-register the volume of the leased quota back to the leaseholder.

33. A lessee shall be liable for overrunning the leased milk quota in accordance with the procedures specified in these Regulations. A lessor shall be liable for failure to fulfil the leased milk quota in accordance with the procedures specified in these Regulations.

34. A milk producer may lease a milk quota for not longer than two quota years in succession.

35. After the end of the maximum lease term the Data Centre shall send a notification to the quota owner. Options for further operation with the leased milk quota shall be indicated therein:

35.1. to resume milk production;

35.2. to sell the milk quota; or

35.3. to waive the milk quota for the benefit of the State by returning it to the national reserves and receive a reimbursement for that in accordance with Paragraph 39 of these Regulations.

36. If a milk quota is leased together with land, cows or a farm, the conditions referred to in Paragraphs 28, 31, 32, 34 and 35 regarding limitations on quota lease shall not apply to such transaction.

V. Milk Quota Conversion 
37. A producer may convert a delivery quota into a direct sales quota or a direct sales quota into a delivery quota once in a quota year but not later than 31 December. In order to convert a milk quota, a producer shall complete and submit to the Data Centre a submission for conversion of a milk quota (Annex 7).

VI. Waiving a Milk Quota
38. A milk producer may waive a milk quota he or she owns by 1 January. In order to waive a milk quota, the milk producer shall submit to the Data Centre a submission regarding the waiver of a milk quota (Annex 8). The relevant milk quota shall be returned to the national reserve.

39. If a milk producer waives a milk quota he or she owns and it is returned to the national reserve, a reimbursement shall be granted to the producer from the State budget subsidy provided for this purpose from general revenue.

VII. Milk Quota Administration 
40. A milk purchaser and the Data Centre shall administer a milk quota.

41. By the 10th day of each month a milk purchaser shall send electronically to the Data Centre the following information for the previous month regarding each milk producer with whom he or she has entered into a contract regarding milk delivery:

41.1. milk quota registration number (comes into effect at the beginning of a quota year);

41.2. herd registration number;

41.3. quantity of the purchased milk (kg); and

41.4. the fat content (in per cent) of the purchased milk, which is determined in an accredited milk laboratory.

41.1 By the 10th day of each month an accredited milk laboratory shall send to the Data Centre a report on milk analyses performed during the previous month, indicating milk producers, who have supplied milk samples for the analyses, and the number of analyses performed.

[7 September 2004]
42. By the 10th day of each month a milk purchaser shall send electronically to the Data Centre the following information regarding the previous month:

42.1. the total purchased quantity of milk (kg);

42.2. the quantity of milk processed (kg);

42.3. the quantity of milk (kg) sold to milk processing companies;

42.4. the quantity of milk (kg) purchased from milk processing companies;

42.5. the quantity of imported milk (kg); and

42.6. the processing companies to which milk is sold and from which milk is purchased.

43. A milk purchaser shall:

43.1. submit to the Data Centre each year by 1 April a list of milk purchase contracts concluded (Annex 9);

43.2. supervise the fulfilment of the delivery quota granted to a producer during a quota year in accordance with the concluded contract;

43.3. perform delivery quota equalisation each month, using the formula referred to in Paragraph 44.8 of these Regulations, and shall notify in writing a milk producer regarding the fulfilment of the delivery quota;

43.4. divide the unutilised delivery quota at the end of a quota year in proportion among milk producers in the relevant company, taking into account the milk quota volume granted and the fulfilment thereof;

43.5. collect a levy from a milk producer for the overrun quota volume, withholding not more than 50 per cent of the payment for milk, which is due to the producer;

43.6. send to the Data Centre an annual delivery quota declaration for each producer annually by 10 May, after proportional distribution of the unutilised milk quota volume (Annex 10); and  

43.7. notify a producer regarding the suspension of the approval referred to in Sub-paragraph 7.2 of these Regulations.

44. The Data Centre shall:

44.1. keep a register of milk producers;

44.2. aggregate data on milk delivery and direct sales;

44.3. calculate delivery quotas and direct sales quotas from the national reserve;

44.4. send a statement to a milk producer regarding the milk quota granted from the national reserve;

44.5. register milk quota transaction submissions and the transactions;

44.6. notify a milk purchaser regarding the fulfilment of the total milk quota;

44.7. supervise the fulfilment of milk quotas in the state;

44.8. perform delivery quota equalisation at the end of a quota year by using the following formula:

IPD = (FTP – RTP) x PPD x 0.18, where

IPD – quantity of milk to be equalised;

FTP – the actual per cent of fat with which milk is sold;

RTP – representative fat per cent;

PPD - quantity of delivered milk (kg);

0.18 – coefficient;

44.9. update the delivery quota volumes at the beginning of a quota year and shall notify producers thereof; and

44.10. calculate a levy for the quota volume overrun and shall prepare a report to the European Commission.

45. If a milk producer fulfils 70 per cent or less of the granted milk quota, the milk quota volume for the next quota year shall be reduced by 50 per cent of the unfulfilled quota volume. The reduction shall be returned to the national reserve, without providing reimbursement to the milk producer. If in the following year the milk producer fulfils 70 per cent or less of the granted milk quota volume, all the unfulfilled volume of quota shall be returned to the national reserve.
46. If in any quota year a milk producer has not sold milk at all, all quota shall be returned to the national reserve.

47. The conditions referred to in Paragraphs 45 and 46 of these Regulations shall not be applied to a producer and a milk quota shall not be reduced if the producer submits to the Data Centre the following documents by the end of a quota year:

47.1. a statement of the Food and Veterinary Service:

47.1.1. regarding animals destroyed by compulsion; and

47.1.2. regarding animals perished due to fire, flood or other natural disaster; and

47.2. a statement issued by relevant authorities regarding extraordinary cases caused by force majeure.

48. A decision of a commission regarding the approval of a milk purchaser, allocation of the national reserve and dispute adjudication may be appealed to a court.

VIII. National Reserve

49. A producer shall be granted a milk quota or the volume thereof shall be increased from the national reserve if a herd held by the milk producer has been registered in a register of animals and herds, and the milk producer has fulfilled one of the following conditions:

49.1. has enlarged his or her herd with once-bred heifers as of the beginning of a quota year;

49.2. has increased the milk-yield of a herd under animal recording in comparison to the previous recording period; or

49.3. has fulfilled at least 70 per cent of a quota granted to him or her.

[16 November 2004]
50. A milk quota to be granted from national reserve to a milk producer in accordance with Paragraph 49 of these Regulations shall be calculated by using the following method:

50.1. if a milk quota is granted on the basis of Sub-paragraph 49.1 of these Regulations:

50.1.1. if cows are under animal recording – the annual average recording milk-yield of a farm and the number of cows under animal recording by which the herd has been enlarged shall be multiplied; or

50.1.2. if cows are not under animal recording – the national average statistical milk-yield shall be used for calculation;

50.2. if a milk quota is granted on the basis of Sub-paragraph 49.2 of these Regulations – the difference between milk-yield indicators shall be multiplied by the number of cows under animal recording; or

50.3. if a milk quota is granted on the basis of Sub-paragraph 49.3 of these Regulations – the average quantity of milk sold by a producer in a month of a quota year (as of the day of submission of the application) shall be multiplied by the number of months remaining until the end of the quota year.

[7 September 2004]
51. In order to obtain a milk quota or to increase the milk quota volume from national reserve, a milk producer shall submit to the Data Centre an application and documents, which confirm that the conditions referred to in Paragraph 49 have been fulfilled.

52. Submissions by milk producers regarding the granting of a milk quota or increasing the volume thereof from the national reserve shall be accepted until the following terms: until 1 June, until 1 September, until 1 December.

53. If the volume of a milk quota, which producers wish to receive from national reserve, is not larger than the national reserve, the producers shall be granted all the requested milk quota volume. If the volume of the milk quota requested by the producers is larger than the national reserve, the volume to be granted shall be scaled down for all applicants.

54. A commission shall review applications and take decisions regarding the granting of a milk quota or regarding the increase of a milk quota volume from the national reserve within the period of a month after each of the terms referred to in Paragraph 52 of these Regulations. The Data Centre shall send information regarding the decision of the commission to the relevant producer.

55. If a producer has commenced milk production after 1 May 2004 and all his or her quota is granted in full from the national reserve, the representative fat content attached to the quota shall be the same as the representative fat content of the national milk quota.

56. If in the next quota year, while performing milk analyses, a milk producer, to whom a milk quota is granted in accordance with Paragraph 55 of these Regulations, proves that the actual milk fat content is different, the actual milk fat content proved by the producer shall be considered as the representative fat content.

IX. Control of Milk Quotas
57. An inspection shall control milk quotas.

58. The following shall be subject to inspection control with regard to the fulfilment of milk quotas:

58.1. milk producers;

58.2. milk purchasers;

58.3. milk laboratories; and

58.4.  the Data Centre.

59. An inspection shall check the following with regard to a milk producer:

59.1. the correctness (of justifications) of the granted milk quota;

59.2. the contracts entered into regarding milk purchase;

59.3. the payment documents for the milk and milk products sold;

59.4. milk production inventory journal (milk utilisation: sales and consumption in one’s own farm);

59.5. the correctness of a direct sales declaration (correctness of the milk recalculation coefficient use) and observance of the submission time periods – with regard to the owners of a direct sales quota.

60. An inspection shall check the following with regard to a milk purchaser:

60.1. the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations;

60.2. the contracts entered into with producers regarding milk purchase;

60.3. accounting documents in order to obtain the information regarding:

60.3.1. the purchased and processed milk and milk products;

60.3.2. losses of milk and milk products;

60.3.3. surpluses of milk and milk products at the beginning and the end of control;

60.4. transport and routes of milk collection:

60.4.1. accounting records;

60.4.2. the compliance of milk sample-taking with the requirements of regulatory enactments and sending to milk laboratories;

60.5. the observance of time periods for submission of a delivery quota annual declaration; and

60.6. the equalisation of producer quotas, calculation, collection and reimbursement of a levy.

61. At the Data Centre an inspection shall check the following:

61.1. the submitted annual declarations regarding a milk quota;

61.2. the information submitted by a purchaser;

61.3. a register of milk producers;

61.4. a register of milk purchasers;

61.5. registration of transactions; and

61.6. equalisation of the total milk quota and the calculation of a levy.

62. At a milk laboratory an inspection shall check the accounting records.

63. An inspection shall provide a report to a commission in order to take a decision regarding the reduction of a milk quota or the cancellation of a quota for a milk producer, or the suspension of an approval referred to in Sub-paragraph 7.2 of these Regulations for a milk purchaser. 

64. A milk purchaser may request renewal of the approval referred to in Sub-paragraph 7.2 of these Regulations, if he or she has eliminated the deficiencies indicated in an inspection report and has submitted the following documents to a commission:

64.1. a submission regarding renewal of the approval;

64.2. description of measures carried out to eliminate deficiencies; and

64.3.  copy of a report of repeated inspection performed by an inspection agency.

X. Calculation, Collection and Reimbursement of Levy after Milk Quota Equalisation 
65. The Data Centre shall calculate a levy for a producer for the overrun quota and shall notify in writing the producer, purchaser and the Rural Support Service regarding the amount to be collected.

66. If the total national milk quota has not been overrun after equalisation, a purchaser shall repay a producer the levy collected from him or her by 1 July each year.

67. If after equalisation the total national milk quota is overrun, the Rural Support Service shall collect the levy referred to in Paragraph 65 of these Regulations from milk purchasers (if a delivery quota is overrun) and from producers (if a direct sales quota is overrun) and shall transfer it to the European Agricultural Guidance and Guarantee Fund. 

XI. Closing Provisions

68. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 May 2004.

69. Until the coming into force of these Regulations the approval of the approved milk purchasers shall be valid also after the coming into force of these Regulations, except in cases when it is cancelled in accordance with the procedures prescribed in these Regulations.

70. The reduction referred to in Paragraph 45 of these Regulations shall be applied beginning with quota year 2005-2006.

71. The Data Centre shall manufacture and issue the forms and journals specified in the Annexes of these Regulations.

72. Cabinet Regulation No. 539 of 30 September 2003, "Procedures for Allocation and Granting of Milk Production Quotas, as well as the Procedures for Compilation and Administration of Information" (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2003, No. 137;  2004, No. 27) is repealed.
