Regulations regarding Procedures and Time Periods for the Examination of Notifications of Aid Programmes and Individual Aid Projects and Sample Notification Forms

Issued pursuant to

Section 13, Paragraph four and

Section 15, Paragraph one of

the Law On Control of Aid for Commercial Activity

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the examination of notifications of aid programmes and individual aid projects (hereinafter — notification) and time periods within which a decision shall be taken regarding the conformity of the submitted notification to the Law On Control of Aid for Commercial Activity, the provisions of the Europe Agreement and the obligations arising from international agreements binding on Latvia (hereinafter — requirements of regulatory enactments), as well as specify the following sample notification forms:

1.1. notification of aid for the promotion of regional development (Annex 1);

1.2. notification of aid for large investment projects of regional development (Annex 2);

1.3. notification of aid for research (Annex 3);

1.4. notification of aid for training (Annex 4);

1.5. notification of aid for the promotion of employment (Annex 5);

1.6. notification of aid for environmental protection and energy conservation (Annex 6);

1.7. notification of aid to a commercial company in difficulty (Annex 7); and

1.8. general notification of aid (Annex 8). This notification form shall be used if an aid programme or individual aid project does not comply with the objectives specified in Sub-paragraphs 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.5, 1.6 and 1.7 of these Regulations, but meets the requirements specified in the Law On Control of Aid for Commercial Activity.

2. In order to evaluate the conformity or non-conformity of submitted notifications with the requirements of regulatory enactments, the planned aid programme or individual aid project, as well as any planned amendment to effective aid programmes or individual aid projects shall be notified to the State Aid Surveillance Commission (hereinafter — Commission). The notification shall contain information in conformity with the relevant sample notification form referred to in Paragraph 1 of these Regulations.

3. The submitter of the notification shall append to the notification documents or copies thereof that certify the veracity of information provided in the notification. If an individual aid project is notified, the annual accounts of the aid recipient for the previous three accounting periods and the business plan of the commercial company shall be submitted together with the notification.

4. The secretariat of the Commission shall register the submitted notification.

5. Subsequent to the receipt of a notification, the secretariat of the Commission shall verify whether all the necessary information is represented therein in conformity with the relevant sample notification form referred to in Paragraph 1 of these Regulations.

6. If the secretariat of the Commission considers that some information in the submitted notification is missing, the chairperson of the Commission shall request that the submitter of the notification submit the necessary additional information. The submitter of the notification shall provide the requested information not later than within 20 calendar days of the day the request was received.

7. Subsequent to the receipt of all the necessary information, the secretariat of the Commission shall prepare the submitted notification for examination at a Commission meeting. One week before the Commission meeting the secretariat of the Commission shall send information regarding the Commission meeting and its agenda to the members of the Commission, as well as materials to be examined during the meeting.

8. The Commission shall take a decision regarding the conformity or non-conformity of the submitted notification with the requirements of regulatory enactments within 30 calendar days of the day when the secretariat of the Commission has received all the necessary information.

9. If a request to provide additional information has been sent to the submitter of the notification, the time period for taking a Commission decision referred to in Paragraph 8 of these Regulations shall begin on the date when the submitter of the notification has submitted to the secretariat of the Commission the requested additional information and it is sufficient for taking a decision regarding the conformity or non-conformity of the submitted notification with the requirements of regulatory enactments.

10. If the Commission during examination of the notification has well-founded doubts regarding the conformity of the submitted notification with the requirements of regulatory enactments and it is not possible to take a decision, the Commission shall publish an announcement in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia] regarding the course of the examination of the notification, the objections expressed and the additional information necessary to complete its examination. The submitter of the notification shall be informed regarding the publication of the announcement.

11. Within 15 calendar days after the publication of the announcement referred to in Paragraph 10 of these Regulations in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis, any interested person has the right to submit to the Commission information at the disposal of the relevant person.

12. If the Commission, in accordance with Paragraph 10 of these Regulations, has published an announcement in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis, it shall send to the submitter of the notification a request to provide information regarding the objections expressed or information provided by interested persons. The submitter of the notification shall provide the requested information not later than within 20 calendar days from the day of receipt of the request.

13. If the submitter of the notification fails to provide the requested information within the time period referred to in Paragraph 12 of these Regulations, the Commission shall take a decision on the basis of the information at its disposal.

14. If the Commission, in accordance with Paragraph 10 of these Regulations, has published an announcement in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis, it shall take the final decision regarding the submitted notification within 30 calendar days from the day when the submitter of the notification submitted the requested information to the Commission regarding objections expressed during examination of the notification or information provided by the interested persons, and this information is sufficient to take a decision regarding the conformity of the submitted notification with the requirements of regulatory enactments.

15. If within 30 days after receipt of all the necessary information the Commission has not taken a decision regarding the conformity of the submitted notification with the requirements of regulatory enactments or has not notified regarding the circumstances which hinder the taking of the decision within the time period specified in Paragraph 8 of these Regulations, the submitter of the notification shall again inform the Commission regarding the readiness to grant aid.

16. If the Commission within 10 days after the repeated receipt of information from the submitter of the notification has not taken a decision regarding the conformity of the submitted notification with the requirements of regulatory enactments or has not published an announcement in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis in accordance with Paragraph 10 of these Regulations, the submitted notification shall be deemed to conform with the requirements of regulatory enactments.
