Procedures for the Receipt and Examination of Applications for Naturalisation

Issued pursuant to

Section 17, Paragraph two of the

Citizenship Law

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which applications for naturalisation are received and examined, the rights and obligations of the persons who want to acquire Latvian citizenship through naturalisation, as well as the rights and obligations of State institutions in the naturalisation process.

2. Applications for naturalisation (hereinafter – naturalisation) shall be received and examined, as well as the control and supervision in the field of naturalisation shall be performed by the Naturalisation Board.

II. Receipt of Applications

3. A person who wants to become naturalised (hereinafter – person) shall submit an application to a regional office of the Naturalisation Board (hereinafter – office).

4. A person shall present a personal identification document at the office, fill in an application form N-1 (Annex 1) and submit it together with the documents, which confirm the rights of the person to become naturalised in accordance with the provisions of the Citizenship Law.

5. If a person who becomes naturalised concurrently requests to admit to citizenship his or her minor child who is up to 15 years of age, he or she shall also fill in the form N-2 (Annex 1).

5.1 If a person who has acquired Latvian citizenship through naturalisation requests to admit to citizenship his or her minor child who is up to 15 years of age, this person shall also fill in the form N-2.1 (Annex 1).

6. A person who submits an application shall be warned regarding the revocation of Latvian citizenship if false information is intentionally provided during naturalisation.

7. If a person changes his or her place of residence during examination of an application, he or she shall notify the office, to which the application has been submitted, in writing.

8. An official of the office (hereinafter – official) shall examine the application of a person and the appended documents and ascertain that:

8.1. all the necessary documents have been submitted; and

8.2. information in the application and appended documents confirm the rights of the respective person to become naturalised.

9. If the necessary documents have been submitted in accordance with Chapter III of these Regulations (except the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 11.8) and the information provided conforms to the requirements specified in the Citizenship Law, a person shall sign a pledge of loyalty to the Republic of Latvia (hereinafter – pledge). After signing of the pledge an official shall register the application in the register and establish a personal naturalisation file.

10. If the necessary documents in accordance with Chapter III of these Regulations (except the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 11.8) have not been submitted or if the information in the application or appended documents does not conform to the requirements specified in the Citizenship Law, or if a person refuses to sign the pledge, an official shall not accept the documents and shall issue a written justified refusal to the person.  The person may contest the refusal, and the head of the Naturalisation Board shall take a decision regarding the contested refusal of the person.

III. Documents to be Appended to the Application

11. In accordance with Section 14, Paragraph one of the Citizenship Law a person who becomes naturalised shall submit the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board:

11.1. [3 February 2004];

11.2. [3 February 2004];

11.3. regarding the legal source of income of the person or his or her provider – one of the following documents:

11.3.1. a statement from the place of employment;

11.3.2. a statement from a local government regarding the performance of individual work;

11.3.3. a certification (a pension certificate or a statement) issued by a branch of the State Social Insurance Agency regarding the receipt of pension or benefit;

11.3.4. a statement from a credit institution regarding a deposit;

11.3.5. a statement from an educational institution regarding the receipt of a scholarship; or

11.3.6. a statement from the State Revenue Service regarding the payment of taxes;

11.4. a receipt regarding payment of the State fee or a document releasing the person from payment of the State fee;

11.5. a birth certificate of the child if a child becomes naturalised concurrently with the person;

11.6. a document issued by the General Registry Office, in which information regarding the child is provided if a child on whose birth certificate an entry regarding the father has been made upon the indication of the mother becomes naturalised concurrently with the person;

11.7. a certification that the person is not and has not been a citizen (a national) of another state if the person is a Latvian non-citizen, or a certification that the person is not a citizen (a national) of another state if the person is a stateless person (Annex 2); and

11.8. regarding passing of the knowledge test provided for in the Citizenship Law – the following documents:

11.8.1. a test sheet issued by the Naturalisation Board with a note regarding passing of the Latvian language proficiency examination or a certificate issued by the Ministry of Education and Science, which confirms the passing of the centralised Latvian language and literature examination according to the level A, B or C and which has been issued not earlier than two years prior to the submission of the application for naturalisation if the person has taken the Latvian language proficiency examination in accordance with Chapter VI 1 of Cabinet Regulation No. 33 of 2 February 1999, Regulations regarding Testing of the Latvian Language Proficiency, the Knowledge of Basic Conditions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, the Text of the National Anthem and the History of Latvia in Relation to Persons who Want to Acquire Latvian Citizenship through Naturalisation; and

11.8.2. a test sheet issued by the Naturalisation Board with a note regarding the passing of the test of the knowledge of basic provisions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, the text of the national anthem and the history of Latvia.

11.1 A person who has acquired Latvian citizenship through naturalisation and requests to admit to citizenship his or her minor child of up to 15 years of age shall submit the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 11.5 or 11.6 of these Regulations or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board.

12. A person who in accordance with Section 14, Paragraph two, Clause 1 of the Citizenship Law has the right to examination of an application outside of the general order of examination shall append the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations:

12.1. a birth certificate or a passport, or a court adjudication in which the nationality of the person is indicated; and

12.2. a document issued by the Repatriation Division of the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs confirming the status of repatriate.

[8 August 2006]
13. A person who in accordance with Section 14, Paragraph two, Clause 2 of the Citizenship Law has the right to examination of an application outside of the general order of examination, shall append the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations:

13.1. one of the following documents confirming Lithuanian citizenship:

13.1.1. a statement from the archives or General Registry Office;

13.1.2. a statement from the Embassy of Lithuania in Latvia;

13.1.3. a birth certificate;

13.1.4. a death certificate of the parents;

13.1.5. a statement regarding service in the army of Lithuania or a property in Lithuania up to 17 June 1940;

13.1.6. a court adjudication regarding determination of the fact of Lithuanian citizenship or other documents confirming Lithuanian citizenship;

13.2. one of the following documents confirming Estonian citizenship:

13.2.1. a statement from the archives or General Registry Office;

13.2.2. a passport; and

13.2.3. a court adjudication regarding determination of the fact of Estonian citizenship.

14. If the descendant referred to in Section 14, Paragraph two, Clause 2 of the Citizenship Law uses the right to examination of an application outside of the general order of examination, he or she shall submit the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 13.1 or 13.2 of these Regulations regarding his or her parents and shall prove his or her kinship by submitting a birth certificate or a copy thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board, or a court adjudication regarding determination of the fact of kinship. 

 

15. A person who in accordance with Section 14, Paragraph two, Clause 3 of the Citizenship Law has the right to examination of an application outside of the general order of examination shall append one of the following documents confirming citizenship of the Republic of Poland or a copy thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations:

15.1. a statement from the archives or General Registry Office;

15.2. a statement regarding service in the army of Poland or a property in Poland up to 1 September 1939;

15.3. a court adjudication regarding determination of the fact of citizenship of the Republic of Poland;

15.4. a passport; and

15.5. a statement from the Embassy of Poland in Latvia.

16. If the descendant referred to in Section 14, Paragraph two, Clause 3 of the Citizenship Law uses the right to examination of an application outside of the general order of examination, he or she shall submit the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 15 of these Regulations regarding his or her parents and shall prove his or her kinship by submitting a birth certificate or a copy thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board, or a court adjudication regarding determination of the fact of kinship.

17. A person who in accordance with Section 14, Paragraph two, Clause 4 of the Citizenship Law has the right to examination of an application outside of the general order of examination, shall append the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation Board in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations:

17.1. a passport of the spouse, but if the spouse is deceased – his or her death certificate;

17.2. a marriage certificate; and

17.3. where appropriate – a statement issued by the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs or other documents regarding the citizenship of the spouse.

18. A person who is exempted from individual tests of knowledge in accordance with Section 21 of the Citizenship Law shall submit the following documents or copies thereof certified notarially or by the Naturalisation in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations – an attestation, a certificate, a diploma or a statement regarding basic education, secondary education or higher education, as well as a statement regarding acquisition of the respective education in Latvian as the study language.

19. A person to whom specific procedures for testing of knowledge have been specified in accordance with Section 21, Paragraph two of the Citizenship Law shall submit a certificate of disability (where appropriate a statement and an opinion of the State Medical Commission for Expert-Examination of Health and Working Ability, on the basis of which the respective person has the right to be granted relief in taking examinations of knowledge or exemption from examination) in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations.

20. A person shall append three photographs (3 x 4 cm) to the application. If a child who has reached 14 years of age becomes naturalised together with the person, one photograph (3 x 4 cm) of the child shall be appended to the application.

IV. Examination of Applications

21. If an application and all the necessary documents, except the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 11.8 of these Regulations, have been received and a person has signed the pledge, the person shall be issued a written statement (Annex 3), as well as an appointment to the Latvian language proficiency examination (Annex 4) and an appointment to testing of the knowledge of the basic conditions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, text of the national anthem and the history of Latvia (Annex 5) if the person has to take the referred to tests in accordance with the Citizenship Law.

22. In order to verify the information provided by a person and the conformity thereof to the requirements of Section 11 of the Citizenship Law, the Naturalisation Board shall request information from the following institutions:

22.1. the Information Centre of the Ministry of the Interior;

22.2. the Centre for Documentation of the Consequences of Totalitarianism;

22.3. State security institutions; and

22.4. the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs.

24. The Naturalisation Board has the right to also request the necessary information from other State and local government institutions.

25. The institutions referred to in Paragraph 22 of these Regulations have a duty to provide an answer to the request of the Naturalisation Board within one month, but if an additional examination is necessary – within three months.

28. If a person is not entitled to acquire Latvian citizenship through naturalisation due to the condition referred to in Section 12, Paragraph one, Clause 7 of the Citizenship Law, the respective person shall be invited to submit an expatriation permit if it is provided for by the laws of the respective state, or a document confirming the loss of the citizenship (nationality).

29. Examination of an application for naturalisation shall be suspended in the following cases:

29.1. a person is held criminally liable;

29.2. an investigation case regarding co-operation of a person with the State Security Committee of the former U.S.S.R. (L.S.S.R.) (hereinafter – Security Committee) has been initiated;

29.3. an answer has been received from the Centre for Documentation of the Consequences of Totalitarianism that information regarding the fact that a person has been an employee, an informant, an agent of the Security Committee or any other foreign security service, intelligence service or other special services or a safe-house keeper is at the disposal of the Centre;

29.4. [8 August 2006]; and

29.5. a person does not submit a document confirming the loss of citizenship (nationality) or a notification regarding refusal from his or her previous citizenship (nationality) and an expatriation permit within a time period of six months after receipt of the invitation referred to in Paragraph 28 of these Regulations if it is provided for by the laws of the respective state.

30. Examination of an application in the case referred to in Sub-paragraphs 29.1 and 29.2 of these Regulations shall be suspended until the coming into effect of a court adjudication or until termination of the case.

31. Examination of an application shall be terminated in the following cases:

31.1. upon the request of a person;

31.2. due to death of a person;

31.3. if a person has acquired Latvian citizenship through a registration procedure or for meritorious service for the benefit of Latvia during examination of an application;

31.4. if a year has passed since the suspension of the examination of an application in the case referred to in Sub-paragraph 29.3 of these Regulations and a person has not turned to the Prosecutor’s Office with an application, in which he or she requests to examine the fact regarding co-operation with the Security Committee;

31.5. if a year has passed since the suspension of the examination of an application due to the reason referred to in Sub-paragraph 29.5 of these Regulations;

31.6. if a person does not arrive to the Latvian language proficiency examination or the test of the knowledge of the basic conditions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, text of the national anthem and the history of Latvia and does not submit documents regarding non-attendance of the testing due to justifying reasons within a time period of two months; or

31.7. if a person does not pass the Latvian language proficiency examination or the test of the knowledge of the basic conditions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, text of the national anthem and the history of Latvia provided for in the Citizenship Law three times or refuses to take it.

32. The head of the Naturalisation Board shall take a decision regarding refusal of naturalisation if:

32.1. the fact of provision of false information is detected in the activities of a person according to a court adjudication that has come into effect;

32.2. it is detected after examination of an application that there is no lawful basis for naturalisation or it has ceased to exist;

32.3. a minor who becomes naturalised in accordance with Section 15 of the Citizenship Law has reached 15 years of age before the Cabinet has issued an order regarding admittance to citizenship through naturalisation;

32.4. until receipt of an order regarding admittance of the respective applicant to Latvian citizenship it becomes known that another person has taken or tried to take the testing of knowledge specified in the Citizenship Law, not the applicant to whom an appointment to taking of testing was issued; and

32.5. until receipt of an order regarding admittance of the respective applicant to Latvian citizenship, it becomes known that the applicant has violated the provisions of testing while taking the testing of knowledge specified in the Citizenship Law.

33. If a person can become naturalised, an official of the Naturalisation Board shall prepare a draft Cabinet order regarding admittance of the person to Latvian citizenship through naturalisation on the basis of the documents, which are in the personal naturalisation file thereof.

34. An extract of a Cabinet order regarding admittance to Latvian citizenship through naturalisation shall be issued to a person in the office.

35. Upon receipt of an extract of a Cabinet order regarding admittance to Latvian citizenship through naturalisation a person shall present a personal identification document and shall confirm by his or her signature that he or she has received an extract of the respective order.

V. Closing Provisions

36. The following regulations are repealed:

36.1. Cabinet Regulation No. 105 of 25 March 1997, Procedures for the Receipt and Examination of Applications for Naturalisation (Latvijas Vēstnesis [Official Gazette of the Government of Latvia], 1997, No. 85, 280);

36.2. Cabinet Regulation No. 355 of 21 October 1997, Amendments to the Cabinet Regulations No. 105 of 25 March 1997, Procedures for the Receipt and Examination of Applications for Naturalisation, (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 1997, No. 280).

37. [8 August 2006]
 

38. If a person has taken the centralised Latvian language and literature examination until 15 August 2006, he or she in the case referred to in Sub-paragraph 11.8.1 of these Regulations shall submit a certificate issued by the Ministry of Education and Science, which confirms the passing of the centralised Latvian language and literature examination according to the level A, B, C or D and has been issued not earlier than two years before the submission of the application for naturalisation.

39. If prior to 15 August 2006 examination of an application for naturalisation has been suspended due to non-attendance of a person of the Latvian language proficiency examination or the test of the knowledge of the basic conditions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, text of the national anthem and the history of Latvia provided for in the Citizenship Law without a justifiable reason, examination of the application for naturalisation shall be terminated if a year has passed since the suspension of examination of the application and the person has not arrived to the Latvian language proficiency examination or the test of the knowledge of the basic conditions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, text of the national anthem and the history of Latvia provided for in the Citizenship Law.

40. If a person has not arrived to the Latvian language proficiency examination or the test of the knowledge of the basic conditions of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia, text of the national anthem and the history of Latvia provided for in the Citizenship Law in the specified time until 15 August 2006 and does not submit documents regarding non-attendance of the testing due to a justifiable reason until 1 October 2006, examination of his or her application for naturalisation shall be terminated.

(Russia) after 17 June 1940 (does not apply to persons who, on the day of their conscription into service or enlistment, permanently resided in Latvia);

- I have not been punished in Latvia or any other state for committing an offence which is also a crime in Latvia at the moment the Citizenship Law comes into force in Latvia;

- I have been warned that provision of intentional false information results in criminal liability;

- I have not been revoked of Latvian citizenship during the preceding five years.

 

VIII. I am aware that the Latvia citizenship will be withdrawn if:
- I acquire the citizenship (nationality) of another state without submitting an application regarding the renunciation of Latvian citizenship;

- I serve in the armed forces, internal military forces, security service, police (militia) or am employed in a judicial institution of a foreign state, without permission from the Cabinet;
