Amount of Expenditure for Food of Asylum Seekers and Procedures for Covering Such Expenditure

Issued pursuant to Section 20, Paragraph four of the Asylum Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the amount of expenditure for the food of asylum seekers (hereinafter – expenditure for food) and the procedures for covering such expenditure to asylum seekers who in the course of the granting of asylum reside in an accommodation centre for asylum seekers or are accommodated at a territorial unit of the State Border Guard or at a border control point in premises intended for this purpose.
2. The amount of expenditure for food shall be 1.50 lati per twenty-four hours.

3. Food in the amount specified in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations shall be provided to asylum seekers who:

3.1. are accommodated at a territorial unit of the State Border Guard or at a border control point in premises intended for this purpose;

3.2. arrive at an accommodation centre for asylum seekers during the time period between the payments of expenditure for food; or

3.3. have not reached 16 years of age and have arrived in the Republic of Latvia not accompanied by parents.

4. Expenditure for food shall be paid in cash to asylum seekers who reside in an accommodation centre for asylum seekers in the form of a prepayment once a week for seven days. In order to receive money, asylum seekers shall present a valid personal identity document of an asylum seeker issued by the Department for Refugee Affairs of the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs.

5. If an asylum seeker has not reached 16 years of age and resides in an accommodation centre for asylum seekers together with the members of his or her family, his or her expenditure for food in cash shall be received by a family member who has reached legal age.

6. If an asylum seeker has left the accommodation centre for asylum seekers without the permission of the administration of the centre and has been absent for more than 48 hours, the head of the accommodation centre for asylum seekers has the right to take a decision not to pay expenditure for food to him or her for the time period of his or her absence.

7. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 September 2002.
