Regulations for the Registration of Construction Merchants

Issued pursuant to Section 10, Paragraph five of

the Construction Law

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which a construction merchant shall be registered in the Construction Merchant Register (hereinafter – Register), re-registered and excluded from the Register, as well as the content and procedures for the utilisation of the Register data.

2. A merchant who employs at least one person that has the right to independent practice in accordance with Section 8 of the Construction Law (hereinafter – specialist) shall be registered in the Register.

3. A merchant shall perform commercial activities in the fields of construction in which such merchant has the appropriate specialists with the right to independent practice if the merchant is registered in the Register and has provided information regarding the relevant specialists in accordance with the procedures specified in these Regulations.

4. The registration, re-registration, repeated registration, exclusion of construction merchants from the Register and updating of the information included in the Register shall be performed by the State Agency “Construction, Energy and Housing State Agency” (hereinafter – Register authority). Concurrently the Register authority shall be the manager of the Register.

II. Information and Documents to be Provided for the Registration of a Merchant
5. In order to register a merchant in the Register, the merchant shall present to the Register authority:


5.1. a submission signed by the merchant or his or her authorised representative;
 
5.2. a copy of the certificate received by the specialist in accordance with Section 8 of the Construction Law, which is attested by the signature of the specialist; and

5.3. a copy of the contract of employment entered into by and between the merchant and the specialist (upon presentation of the original) or a certified copy thereof.

5.1 If a repeated registration is performed, the merchant shall, in addition to the documents referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations, submit the previous registration certificate of the construction merchant.

6. The following shall be indicated in a submission:

6.1. general information regarding the merchant:

6.1.1. the name of the merchant (firm name);

6.1.2. the type of the merchant;

6.1.3. the merchant registration number and registration date (for merchants registered in the Commercial Register and branches of foreign merchants);

6.1.4. the location of the foreign merchant;

6.1.5. the register in which the foreign merchant has been entered and the registration number, if the law of the state where the merchant is located prescribes the entry of the merchant in a register;

6.1.6. the legal address and contact details of the merchant (telephone, fax, electronic mail address, homepage, actual or correspondence address of the merchant);

6.1.7. the term of operation of the merchant, if the merchant has been established pro tempore; and

6.1.8. the given name and surname of the submitter;

6.2. information regarding the number of employees (the average number for the previous calendar year):

6.2.1. the total number of employees ; and
6.2.2. the number of persons employed in construction;

6.3. information regarding the persons responsible for construction and who have the right to independent practice in the fields of construction referred to in Section 8, Paragraph one of the Construction Law, as well as information regarding the contract that the referred to persons have entered into with the merchant:

6.3.1. the given name, surname and personal identity number of the person;

6.3.2. the date and number of the contract (an individual merchant (natural person), who is a specialist, may indicate information regarding himself or herself; a partnership, at least one member of which is registered in the Register, may indicate the firm name of the member registered in the Register and the registration number of construction merchants; and

6.3.3. the time period of operation of the contract, if the contract has been entered into pro tempore;

6.4. information regarding persons who are responsible for occupational protection, and documents that certify the competence of the relevant persons;

6.4.1. the given name, surname and personal identity number of the person;

6.4.2. the date and number of the contract;

6.4.3. the time period of operation of the contract, if the contract has been entered into pro tempore;

6.4.4. knowledge in occupational protection (basic level, highest level), the type of the document that certifies training (certificate, diploma), the issuer thereof, the place and date of issue, number, period of validity (if any); and

6.4.5. the issuer and the place of issue of the occupational protection certificate;

6.5. information that describes the commercial activities in construction during the previous three calendar years:

6.5.1. the amount of construction works completed by the merchant (a sum of the amounts indicated in Sub-paragraphs 6.5.3 and 6.5.4 of these Regulations);

6.5.2. construction performed together with subcontractors in accordance with contracts (excluding investments in fixed assets);

6.5.3. construction performed without subcontractors in accordance with contracts (excluding investments in fixed assets);

6.5.4. the amount of construction works completed for the needs of the merchant – investment in fixed assets; and

6.5.5. the calculated mandatory payments of State social insurance for the previous calendar year;

7. In a submission, a merchant may additionally indicate information regarding accreditation certificates, certificates, awards granted to the merchant, participation in organisations, as well as other information that is related to commercial activities in construction, indicating the name, issuer, place and date of issue, the period of validity and description of the relevant document.

III. Register Information
8. The information indicated in a submission of a merchant shall be entered in the Register.

9. In registering a merchant, the Register authority shall assign a registration number to such merchant and specify the date for the annual update of the Register information.

10. In addition to the information referred to in Paragraphs 6 and 9 of these Regulations, the following information shall be included in the Register:

10.1. the registration date and date of the last information update;

10.2. information regarding violations in construction;

10.3. other information, if such information pertains to the activities of a merchant in construction and if the Register authority has taken a decision regarding the inclusion of such information in the Register; and

10.4. information regarding violations of these Regulations.

IV. Taking of a Decision and Making of an Entry in the Register

11. An entry in the Register shall be made on the basis of a decision by an official of the Register authority.

12. Within seven working days after the receipt of a submission, an official of the Register authority shall take a decision regarding the making of an entry in the Register, a refusal to make an entry or the deferment of the making of an entry.

13. An official of the Register authority shall take a decision regarding the deferment of the making of an entry, if the requirements in the field of public administration specified in these Regulations or other regulatory enactments have not been complied with.

14. The deficiencies determined and a time period for the elimination thereof shall be indicated in a decision regarding the deferment of the making of an entry.

15. An official of the Register authority shall take a decision regarding a refusal to make an entry, if the deficiencies referred to in a decision regarding the deferment of the making of an entry have not been eliminated within the time period specified therein.

16. The submitter of a submission has the right to appeal a decision of an official of the Register authority in accordance with the procedures specified in the Administrative Procedure Law.

V. Registration Certificate

17. After the making of an entry in the Register, a registration certificate shall be issued to a merchant.

18. A registration certificate shall be signed by and certified with a stamp by an official of the Register authority.

19. The information referred to in Paragraph 9, Sub-paragraphs 6.1 and 10.1 of these Regulations, for foreign merchants – also the information referred to in Sub-paragraphs 6.1.4 and 6.1.5 of these Regulations, shall be indicated in a registration certificate.

19.1 If a repeated registration is performed, the date of the previous registration and number of the decision and the date of exclusion and number of the decision shall be indicated in addition to the information referred to in Paragraph 19 of these Regulations.

20. The Register authority shall approve the sample of a registration certificate.

VI. Re-registration, Repeated Registration and Update of the Register Information

21. A merchant shall be re-registered if the firm name or type of the merchant has been changed.

21.1 A merchant shall be registered repeatedly in the Register, if after exclusion from the Register the merchant applies to the Register authority with a new submission in accordance with the requirements of these Regulations.

22. On a specified date once a year (in accordance with Paragraph 9 of these Regulations), a merchant shall submit the information referred to in Sub-paragraphs 6.2 and 6.5 of these Regulations to the Register regarding the previous year.

23. A merchant shall submit information regarding the changes in the information referred to in Sub-paragraphs 6.1, 6.3 and 6.4 of these Regulations to the Register authority within 14 days after the making of the relevant changes.

24. If information has become available to the Register authority that does not correspond to the information indicated in the Register, the Register authority shall verify the relevant information and, if necessary, request a merchant to provide updated information within 14 days.

VII. Exclusion of a Merchant from the Register

25. A merchant shall be excluded form the Register:

25.1. if the liquidation proceedings of the merchant have been commenced or a judgement of the court regarding the prohibition to perform commercial activities in the field of construction has come into force;

25.2. if the merchant has been excluded from the Commercial Register;

25.3. if the merchant has not provided information to the Register authority within the specified time period in accordance with Paragraph 22 or 23 of these Regulations; or

25.4. if a submission of the merchant regarding exclusion from the Register has been received.

26. The Register authority shall take a decision regarding the exclusion of the merchant from the Register within 14 working days from the time, when the occurrence of the cases referred to in Paragraph 25 of these Regulations has become known to the Register authority.

27. A merchant shall be excluded from the Register on the basis of a decision of an official of the Register authority.

VIII. Procedures for the Utilisation of the Register Information and Control of the Information Entered in the Register

28. The Register authority shall ensure accessibility of the Register to the public, complying with the requirements of regulatory enactments regulating the freedom of information and data protection.

29. State and local government institutions shall:

29.1. utilise the Register data in order to ensure construction control; and

29.2. provide information that is necessary for the control of the Register data at the request of the Register authority.

IX. Closing Provisions
30. Cabinet Regulation No. 97 of 1 February 2005, Provisional Arrangement by which Licences for Entrepreneurship (Commercial Activities) in Construction are to be Issued (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2005, No. 21), is repealed.

31. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 July 2005.
