Procedures for issuing of Special Permits (Licences) for the Placing on the Market of Plant Protection Products
Issued pursuant to

Section 5, Clause 12

of the Plant Protection Law

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which special permits (licences) for the placing on the market of plant protection products are to be issued.

2. A special permit (licence) (Annex 1) shall be issued:

2.1. for placing on the market of plant protection products of registration Class One, Two or Three (for each storage or point of sale); and

2.2. for placing on the market of plant protection products of registration Class Three (for each storage or point of sale).

3. If an undertaking (company) or economic operator has several points of sale at which plant protection products are distributed, a special permit (licence) is required for each sales point.

4. A special permit (licence) shall be issued, if:

4.1. the undertaking (company) or merchant does not have any tax debts or other debts of mandatory payment set by the State in Latvia or in an other state where it is registered;

4.2. the place where plant protection products will be sold and stored conforms to the requirements of regulatory enactments regulating the circulation of plant protection products;

4.3. at least one employee working for the undertaking (company) or merchant which will be importing, storing or marketing plant protection products of registration Class One has a certificate issued by the State Plant Protection Service regarding the acquisition of basic knowledge about plant protection for the use of plant protection products of registration Class One; and

4.4. at least one employee is working for the undertaking (company) that has a certificate, which gives the right to consult purchasers of plant protection products. 

5. The Licensing Commission shall be composed of five members, and  composition and by-laws thereof shall be approved by the Minister for Agriculture.

6. A special permit (licence) shall be signed by the State Secretary of the Ministry of Agriculture or his or her deputy.

7. A special permit (licence) shall be issued by the State Plant Protection Service (hereinafter – Service), based on a decision of the Licensing Commission for the Placing on the Market of Plant Protection Products (hereinafter – Commission).

8. Functions of the Secretariat for the Commission shall be carried out by the Service, which shall:

8.1. accept submissions for the receipt of a special permit (licence) or the duplicate thereof, as well as for the re-registration or cancellation of a special permit;

8.2. take down the minutes of the meeting of the Commission; and

8.3. maintain record-keeping and official files.

II. Procedures for Issuing Special Permits (Licences)

9. In order to receive a special permit (licence), a person shall hand in to the Service a submission (Annex 2) attaching the following documents thereto:

9.1. a copy of the registration certificate issued by the Enterprise Register (upon handing in a submission, the original thereof shall be present);

9.2. the attestation of the undertaking (company) or economic operator that it has concluded a contract of employment with an employee to whom the plant protection consultant’s certificate has been issued, granting the right to consult purchasers of plant protection products; and

9.3. if plant protection products of registration Class One are to be placed on the market – the attestation of the undertaking (company) or economic operator that it has concluded a contract of employment with an employee who has a certificate regarding the acquisition of basic knowledge about plant protection issued by the Service for use of plant protection products of registration Class One.

10. The Service shall verify the places where plant protection products are to be sold or stored, and shall evaluate the conformity thereof with the requirements of regulatory enactments regulating the circulation of plant protection products. The Service shall submit to the Commission an assessment in which the following information shall be specified:

10.1. the conformity of the information referred to in the documents with the actual situation; and 

10.2. the conformity of points of sale or storage with the requirements of regulatory enactments regulating the circulation of plant protection products.

11. If the information referred to in the submitted documents is incomplete or inaccurate, the Commission is entitled to request additional information, postponing further consideration of the issue and notifying the submitter thereof. The issue shall be examined after the necessary information or documents have been received.

12. Within 30 days after having received a submission, the Commission shall evaluate the documents and shall take a decision regarding:

12.1. issuance of a special permit (licence);

12.2. re-registration of a special permit (licence);

12.3. issuance of a duplicate of a special permit (licence); and

12.4. refusal to issue a special permit (licence), if the Commission determines that:

12.4.1. an undertaking (company) or merchant has not submitted the documents referred to in Paragraph 9 of these Regulations;

12.4.2. false information has been given in the submitted documents or that the submitted documents are invalid; and

12.4.3. the place where the plant protection products will be sold or stored does not conform to the requirements of regulatory enactments regulating the circulation of plant protection products;

13. The Service shall issue a special permit (licence) within 10 working days after the taking of a decision, if the person has paid the state fee.

14. A special permit (licence) shall be issued for five years.

15. In order to receive a duplicate of a special permit (licence), the holder thereof shall hand in a submission (Annex 2) to the Service.

16. The Commission shall take a decision regarding issuance of a duplicate in accordance with Paragraphs 12 and 13 of these Regulations.

III. Re-registration of a Special Permit (Licence)

17. The Commission shall re-register a special permit (licence):

17.1. extending the term of validity thereof for a time period not longer than five years. Documents for the re-registration thereof shall be submitted a month before the end of the term of validity indicated in the special permit (licence); and

17.2. issuing the permit with the previous registration number and not changing term of validity thereof, if any of the following has been changed:

17.2.1. the legal address;

17.2.2. the firm;

17.2.3. the type of activity;

17.2.4. the name of the point of sale; and

17.2.5. the address of the point of sale.

18. In order to re-register a special permit (licence), the holder thereof shall hand in a submission (Annex 2) to the Service.

19. The Commission, after having received the document referred to in Paragraph 18 of these Regulations, shall evaluate the submitted documents, take a decision regarding the re-registration of the special permit (licence) and shall issue a new special permit (licence) in accordance with Paragraphs 12 and 13 of these Regulations.

20. The holder of a special permit (licence), having received new special permit (licence), shall transfer the original of the previous permit (licence) to the Service.

IV. Cancellation of a Special Permit (Licence)

21. The Commission is entitled to cancel a special permit (licence) in the following cases:

21.1. if it is determined that the holder thereof in his or her activity once in a calendar year’s time has substantially infringed any regulatory enactments regulating the field of plant protection;

21.2. if the holder thereof hands in a submission regarding termination of the distribution of plant protection products;

21.3. the State fee for obtaining the special permit (licence) has not been paid; and

21.4. false statements have been submitted for the obtaining of a special permit (licence).

22. If several special permits (licences) have been issued to an undertaking (company) or merchant, the cancellation of one special permit (licence) shall not apply to any other special permits (licences) issued to the relevant undertaking (company) or merchant.

23. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 May 2004.
