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Procedures Regarding Processing and Destruction of Waste Products of Animal Origin
Issued pursuant to Section 25, Clause 2 of the Veterinary Medicine Law

I. General Provisions
1. These Regulations prescribe the requirements for processing and destruction of waste products of animal origin. 

2. Waste products of animal origin shall be processed by undertakings (companies) approved by the Food and Veterinary Service and included in the list of undertakings (companies) under supervision. 

3. The owner of waste products of animal origin shall ensure the processing and destruction of the waste products, as well as cover the costs thereof. 

II. Processing and Destruction of High Risk Waste Products of Animal Origin
4. High-risk waste products of animal origin are products that may cause infection or poisoning of animals or people: 

4.1. dead or slaughtered farming animals unfit for human consumption, stillborn and unborn animals; 

4.2. animals slaughtered in infectious disease control programmes or measures for combating infectious diseases; 

4.3. slaughter products of animals, including blood, obtained from animals in which symptoms of diseases are found during post-mortem veterinary expert-examination; 

4.4. parts of slaughtered animals for which post-mortem veterinary expert-examination has not been performed, except skin, claws, feathers, fur, horns, blood; 

4.5. feed of animal origin, meat and meat products, game meat, aquaculture and fishery products, and food products of animal origin which have been damaged during the time period of storage, transportation and distribution, or the expiry date of which has elapsed; 

4.6. imported animals, products of animal origin and game meat that do not conform to the requirements of veterinary control, except cases when they are re-exported; 

4.7. animals which are slaughtered in performing the requirements of animal welfare, or which have died during transportation; 

4.8. products of animal origin in which the quantity of residue substances exceeds the quantity specified in regulatory enactments; 

4.9. fish in which signs of diseases dangerous to people or animals have been determined; and 

4.10. food residue of passengers and crew of international flights and international cruises. 

5. In order to destroy the pathogenic microorganisms, high-risk waste products of animal origin shall be processed in the undertakings (companies) for the processing of high-risk waste products of animal origin. 

6. A food and veterinary inspector, after harmonisation with the relevant regional environmental board and territorial environment health centre, may permit the incineration of high risk waste products of animal origin in a waste incineration undertaking (company), or burial of such products in a place intended for that purpose if: 

6.1. an epizootic has been determined and the transportation of infected or possibly infected animals to the nearest undertaking for processing high risk waste products of animal origin may cause the spread of disease agents into the environment; 

6.2. the capacity of the undertaking (company) for processing high risk waste products of animal origin is insufficient to process the animals which have died from the epizootic and the waste products of animal origin therefrom; 

6.3. it is not possible to transport the high-risk waste products due to objective reasons; 

6.4. collection of the high-risk waste products of animal origin is not effective because of the quantity and/or the distance of transportation. 

7. High-risk waste products of animal origin shall be sprayed with a disinfectant before their burial. 

8. Dead animals or waste products of animal origin shall be buried at animal burial sites in cases specified in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations, which animal burial sites shall be arranged in accordance with procedures specified in regulatory enactments. 

9. If it is provided in international agreements, the Food and Veterinary Service shall issue a permit for processing of high risk waste products of animal origin in an undertaking (company) for processing high risk waste products of animal origin in another country. 

10. If veterinary supervision has been provided, the Food and Veterinary Service shall permit the utilisation of: 

10.1. waste products of animal origin for scientific purposes; 

10.2. waste products of animal origin referred to in Sub-paragraphs 4.1 and 4.4 of these Regulations if the particular animals have not been slaughtered in implementing infectious disease control programmes or measures for the combating of infectious diseases, as well as to permit the utilisation of low risk waste products of animal origin for feeding of animals in a zoo, circus or fur farm and feeding registered hunting dogs, or for raising of worms for fish food. 

III. Processing and Destruction of Low Risk Waste Products of Animal Origin
11. Low risk waste products are products that do not cause a risk of infection for people or animals: 

11.1. animal slaughter products intended for the production of animal feed; 

11.2. fish intended for processing as fish meal; and 

11.3. internal organs of fresh fish obtained in the production of fish products usable for human consumption. 

12. Low risk waste products of animal origin shall be processed in: 

12.1. undertakings (companies) for processing high or low risk waste products of animal origin; 

12.2. domestic animal (pet) food production undertakings (companies); or 

12.3. undertakings where pharmacological or technical products are produced. 

13. Low risk waste products of animal origin may be buried observing the requirements specified in Paragraph 8 of these Regulations. 

14. If low risk waste products of animal origin come into direct or indirect contact with high risk waste products of animal origin or are placed in the same container, all the referred to waste shall be considered high risk waste products of animal origin. 

15. Low risk waste products of animal origin may be used for the production of feed of domestic animals, as well as technical or pharmacological raw materials by undertakings (companies) approved by the Food and Veterinary Service and included into the list of supervision undertakings (companies). The undertakings referred to shall: 

15.1. utilise equipment for storage and processing of waste products of animal origin, which equipment ensures conformity with the requirements specified in Paragraphs 35 and 36 of these Regulations; and 

15.2. utilise equipment which can destroy waste products of animal origin not utilised in the production process, or enter into an agreement on forwarding waste products to an undertaking (company) for processing low or high risk waste products of animal origin, or to a waste incineration undertaking (company). 

IV. Processing and Destruction of Specific Risk Waste Products of Animal Origin
16. Specific risk waste products of animal origin are tissues and organs of animals that may contain the agents of bovine spongiform encephalopathy: 

16.1. small and large intestines of bovines of all ages;

16.2. older than 12 months bovine: 

16.2.1. heads, including brain, eyes, tonsils, but excepting the tongue and external digestive muscles; 

16.2.2. spinal cord; 

16.3. spleen of sheep and goats of all ages; 

16.4. sheep and goats older than 12 months, as well as such sheep and goats that have grown permanent front teeth and their: 

16.4.1. heads, including brain, eyes, tonsils, but excepting the tongue and external digestive muscles; and

16.4.2. spinal cord.

17. If cases of the contraction of bovine spongiform encephalopathy have been registered in the State, the specific risk waste products shall be separated from the animal in slaughterhouses, meat cutting undertakings and the undertakings for processing high risk waste products of animal origin under the supervision of a food and veterinary inspector. 

18. After such separation, the specific risk waste products of animal origin shall be immediately dyed with a colouring agent unfit for human consumption, and the waste products shall be placed in disposable or re-usable non-corrodible containers that are impermeable to water and fat.

19. If specific risk waste products of animal origin are not separated, such parts of the body shall be separated and incinerated as contain the specific risk waste products of animal origin, or the entire body shall be incinerated. 

20. After co-ordination with the relevant regional environmental board, specific risk group waste products of animal origin shall be incinerated in a waste incineration undertaking (company) approved by the Food and Veterinary Service and included in the list of undertakings (companies) under supervision. 

21. The Food and Veterinary Service may permit the burial of specific risk waste products of animal origin observing the requirements specified in Paragraph 8 of these Regulations. 

22. If it is provided in international agreements, the Food and Veterinary Service shall issue a permit for incineration of specific risk waste products of animal origin in a waste incineration undertaking (company) of another country. 

V. Requirements for Undertakings (Companies) that Process Waste Products of Animal Origin, and the Territory Thereof
23. An undertaking (company) that processes waste products of animal origin shall: 

23.1. not be situated in the immediate proximity of highways; 

23.2. be separated from other undertakings (companies); and 

23.3. be enclosed to prevent entry of unauthorised persons and animals into the territory. 

24. Before leaving the territory of the undertaking (company), the rolling stock and containers of the means of transport shall be disinfected. 

25. An undertaking (company) that processes waste products of animal origin shall have:

25.1. a treatment system for external and internal wastewater that ensures the treatment of wastewater in accordance with procedures specified in regulatory enactments; 

25.2. a site for prophylactic disinfection or a pit for prophylactic disinfection; 

25.3. a facility for first stage processing (unclean zone) of waste products where the following shall be provided: 

25.3.1. a covered place for the reception of waste products of animal origin; 

25.3.2. if skinning is intended in the technological process (skins obtained shall be treated with common salt), equipment appropriate for this process and a room for the storage of skins; 

25.4. a facility for waste processing and storage of finished products (clean zone) which shall be separated from the first stage processing facility (unclean zone); 

25.5. equipment which can be washed and disinfected, as well as smooth walls and floors which can be washed and disinfected and the sloping of which ensures drainage of liquids into the drainage system; 

25.6. a safety system in order to prevent insufficient heat treatment of waste products of animal origin; and 

25.7. a changing room, shower room and sanitary facilities (a toilet and facilities for the washing and disinfecting of hands) for staff. 

26. Equipment for closed type waste product processing shall be fitted with thermographs and manometers at its critical control points. Measurements therefrom shall be recorded continuously and the processing of waste products shall be displayed in time-temperature and time-pressure diagrams. The measuring instruments shall be calibrated not less than once a year.

27. The premises of an undertaking (company) shall be cleaned, washed and disinfected in accordance with a schedule for cleaning and disinfecting approved by the manager of the undertaking. 

28. Waste products of animal origin shall be stored for not more than 24 hours after their delivery until the beginning of processing in the facility of first stage processing of the undertaking (company) in a place specifically intended for that purpose.

29. The containers and means of transport shall be cleaned, washed and disinfected after unloading waste products of animal origin. 

30. Employees working in the facility of first stage processing of the undertaking (company) may enter the facility of waste product processing only after changing working clothes and footwear, or after their disinfection.

31. Transfer of equipment and instruments from the facility of first stage processing to the facility of processing in the course of the work process is prohibited. 

32. Wastewater from the first stage processing part shall be treated with disinfectant in order to destroy pathogenic microorganisms. 

33. Waste products of animal origin shall be fragmented (the size of fragmented parts shall not exceed 50 millimetres) before processing. 

34. In processing waste products of animal origin, a pressure of three atmospheres and an inner temperature of the waste product mass of at least 133º C for 20 minutes without interruption shall be ensured.

35. For finished products obtained from high risk waste products of animal origin, the presence of thermophilic pathogenic bacterial spores (Clostridium perfringens) is not permissible in laboratory samples taken immediately after production (0 – per gram of finished product). 

36. For finished products obtained from high risk or low risk waste products of animal origin, in laboratory samples taken during the storage period: 

36.1. the presence of salmonella is not permissible (0 – in 25 grams of finished product); and  

36.2. the number of enterobacteriaceae per one gram of finished product shall not exceed 3 x 102. 

37. In order to control the conformity of the finished product to the conditions specified in Paragraphs 35 and 36 of these Regulations, a microbiological laboratory shall be installed in the undertaking (company) or an agreement with another accredited laboratory shall be entered into for the performance of laboratory examinations. 

38. During storage and transportation of the finished product, contamination and contact with non-treated waste products of animal origin may not be permitted. 

VI. Duties of the Owner of an Undertaking (Company) that Process Waste Products of Animal Origin
39. The owner of an undertaking (company) that processes waste products of animal origin shall ensure: 

39.1. conformity of the finished product to the conditions specified in Paragraphs 35 and 36 of these Regulations;

39.2. the necessary conditions for work of food and veterinary inspectors and free access to the work premises of the undertaking (company) at any time; 

39.3.  analysis of the causes of risk of contamination of finished products; 

39.4. development, implementation, supervision and control of the self-control system of the undertaking (company); 

39.5. supervision of critical control points, as well as registration and keeping of the results of controls for at least two years; 

39.6. registration and keeping for at least two years of the results of controls of waste products of animal origin taken into the undertaking, and the finished products taken out of the undertaking; 

39.7. disinfection, disinsectization and deratization of the territory, the premises and equipment; and 

39.8. an entry regarding the production date of each consignment taken out.

40. Upon determination of non-compliance of the finished product to the conditions specified in Paragraphs 35 and 36 of these Regulations, the owner of the undertaking (company) shall: 

40.1. immediately notify the Food and Veterinary Service; 

40.2. analyse the causes of contamination, and inform the Food and Veterinary Service of the results of the analysis; 

40.3. ensure a repeat processing of the contaminated finished product under the direct supervision of a food and veterinary inspector, and a repeat examination of the processed finished product; 

40.4. on the basis of instructions of the food and veterinary inspector, increase the frequency of sample taking and examination of the finished product; and

40.5. ensure the cleaning and disinfecting of facilities. 

VII. Closing Provision
41. These Regulations come into force on 1 July 2002. 
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
