Regulations Regarding the State Fee for the Receipt of a Permit and the Procedures for Issuance of a Permit for Vehicle Groups, for which a Permit is Required for the Transport of Food
Issued pursuant to

Section 10, Paragraphs four and five of the

 Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food

 

I. General Provisions
 

1. These Regulations prescribe:

1.1. the vehicle groups registered in Latvia (hereinafter – vehicles), that shall require a permit to transport food issued by the Food and Veterinary Service (hereinafter Service); 

1.2. the procedures by which a permit to transport food shall be issued to a vehicle (hereinafter – permit);

1.3. the amount of the State fee and the payment procedures regarding the issuance of a permit for a vehicle involved in the transport of food.

 

2. In order to ensure the hygiene requirements that are specified in European Parliament and Council Regulation (EC) No.852/2004 of 29 April 2004 on the hygiene of foods (hereinafter – Regulation No. 852/2004) and European Parliament and Council Regulation (EC) No. 853/2004 laying down specific hygiene rules for food of animal origin (hereinafter – Regulation No. 853/2004), a vehicle that is involved in the transportation of food shall be required to have a permit issued by the Service. A permit shall be issued:

2.1. to a vehicle, if a specific temperature regime is necessary for transporting food in accordance with the requirements specified in Annex III and Article 1(5)(b) of Regulation No. 853/2004;

2.2. to a vehicle in accordance with the requirements specified in Article 1(1)(b)(c) and Chapter 4, Paragraph 7 of Annex II to Regulation No. 852/2004, if during transportation the harmlessness of the food must be ensured or must be kept at a required temperature;

2.3. to a vehicle that has a place for retail installed (mobile shop), in accordance with the requirements specified in Annex II, Chapter 3 to Regulation No. 852/2004.

 

3. A permit shall not be necessary for:

3.1. a vehicle that shall be used to transport primary food products of plant or animal origin in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the direct supply of primary products in small quantities to the final consumer over short distances or to a local retail merchant, who directly supplies them to the final consumer;

3.2. a vehicle that shall be used to transport primary products – honey and plant products prescribed in Paragraph 1(a) and (c) of Annex I to Regulation No. 852/2400, if the producer (farmer) shall transport them to the final consumer or to a local retail merchant, who directly supplies them to the final consumer;

3.3. a platform, if it shall be used to transport a container with automatic temperature control equipment.

 

4. The service shall establish and maintain a data base for issued permits.

 

II. Procedures for Issuance of a Permit
 

5. The permit (Annex 1) shall be issued by the Service for an indefinite period of time.

 

6. In order to obtain a permit the merchant or natural person, the vehicle of which is involved in the transport of food, shall submit an application (Annex 2) to the Service. The application may be sent by post, fax or electronically. The merchant or natural person shall present the original of the vehicle registration certificate to the official of the Service before the inspection of the vehicle.

 

7. The merchant or natural person in accordance with Paragraph 6 of these Regulations shall submit an application to the Service:

7.1. if the previously issued permit has been lost, stolen or damaged and it is necessary to receive a duplicate of the permit from the Service;

7.2. if the information indicated on the permit has changed – within one month of occurrence of changes in information indicated on the permit.

 

8. The Service shall inspect the vehicle at the location thereof or at a place indicated by an official of the Service and shall take a decision regarding the conformity of the vehicle to the regulatory enactments regarding the prescribed requirements for food handling and hygiene. If the vehicle is declared to conform with the specified requirements, the permit shall be issued within five working days.

 

9. Should an official of the Service inspect the vehicle at the location thereof, this service (travel to the location of the vehicle) shall be paid for by the merchant or natural person in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding payment for services by the Service.

 

10. The Service shall perform a yearly repeated inspection of the vehicle.

 

11. If violation of requirements specified in regulatory enactments governing the handling of food and hygiene or in directly applicable legislative acts of the European Union has occurred, the Service shall take a decision regarding the suspension of the permit for a period of time.

 

12. The permit shall be cancelled if:

12.1. the Service determines that forged documents were utilised to obtain the permit;  

12.2. false information was given in the submission;

12.3. the requirements specified in the regulatory enactments governing the handling of food and hygiene have been repeatedly violated;

12.4. the merchant or natural person relinquishes utilising the permit;

12.5. the permit has not been collected within 14 working days;

12.6. the merchant or natural person has not ensured the yearly inspection of the vehicle by the Service in accordance with Paragraph 10 of these Regulations.

 

13. A merchant may contest the decision of the Service by submitting the relevant application to the Director-General of the Service. Decisions taken by the Director-General may be appealed according to the procedures prescribed by the Administrative Procedure Law.

 
III. Rates and Procedures for Payment of a State Fee
 

14. The following State fees (in lats) have been prescribed for a permit for the transportation of food in a vehicle: 

14.1. for issuance of a permit – LVL 9.50;

14.2. for issuance of a duplicate of a permit – LVL 5.00.

 

15. A State fee shall not be paid for re-registration of a permit if it is due to changes in the data of a merchant or natural person or a change of the registration number of the vehicle. 

 

16. The merchant or natural person shall pay the State fee before receiving the service using a non-cash payment (via transfer), paying the money into a credit institution or other institution which has the right to carry out money transactions. Prior to receiving a permit the merchant or natural person shall present a document certifying payment to the Service.
