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I. General Provisions

1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures for entering into and supervision of an agreement regarding energy efficiency improvement.

2. Terms used in this Regulation:

2.1. participant to the agreement – a sectoral association, merchant or local government, which undertakes to achieve the envisaged energy savings target, implementing specific energy efficiency improvement measures in compliance with the conditions of the agreement entered into;

2.2. energy efficiency action plan – a planning document for the implementation of energy efficiency improvement measures so that a participant to the agreement might achieve the envisaged energy savings target in compliance with the conditions of the agreement entered into;

2.3. Register of Agreements – a list of the participants to the agreement created by the ministry and published on the Internet home page of the ministry. The following shall be indicated in the Register of Agreements:

2.3.1. the name of the participant to the agreement; and

2.3.2. the part of the agreement information to be published.

II. Entering into an Agreement

3. The objective of the agreement is to achieve energy savings in the amount of at least 10% in a sector, undertaking or local government. The achievement of the energy savings target shall be justified by the energy efficiency action plan.

4. The ministry shall publish an invitation in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia] and on its Internet homepage for sectoral associations, merchants or local governments to enter into a bilateral agreement with the ministry. The applicant which has submitted the necessary information to the ministry within the time period for submission referred to in the notice shall be considered an applicant for entering into an agreement (hereinafter – applicant).

5. Preparation of an agreement shall include negotiations between the ministry and each applicant regarding the objective, content and supervision of the implementation of the agreement.

6. An agreement shall be entered into for a time period of up to five years.

III. Content of the Agreement

7. In entering into an agreement between the ministry and a sectoral association, the following shall be included:

7.1. the energy efficiency action plan of the sectoral association;

7.2. the duties of the sectoral association to inform their members regarding issues of energy efficiency improvement;

7.3. the duties of the sectoral association to provide information to the ministry; and

7.4. other information necessary for the implementation of a concluded agreement.

8. In entering into an agreement between the ministry and a merchant, the following shall be included:

8.1. the energy efficiency action plan of the merchant;

8.2. the duties of the merchant to perform energy efficiency improvement measures in the field of activity thereof, if the merchant offers energy services;

8.3. the duties of the merchant to provide information to the ministry; and

8.4. other information necessary for the implementation of a concluded agreement.

9. In entering into an agreement between the ministry and a local government, the following shall be included:

9.1. the energy efficiency action plan of the local government, which is a separate document or a component of the local government development plan;

9.2. the duties of the local government to inform the inhabitants of the administrative territory thereof regarding issues related to the field of energy efficiency;

9.3. the duties of the local government to provide information to the ministry regarding issues related to the field of energy efficiency; and

9.4. other information necessary for the implementation of a concluded agreement.

IV. Energy Efficiency Action Plan

10. An energy efficiency action plan shall include:

10.1. a general description of the objective of the agreement;

10.2. the main energy efficiency improvement measures and the quantitative assessment thereof for achieving the objective of the agreement;

10.3. the conditions for the establishment of an energy management system; and

10.4. a summary of other information which characterises and explains the type and mechanism by which the agreement will be fulfilled.

V. Supervision of the Implementation of an Agreement

11. Each year by 1 March a participant to the agreement shall send a report to the ministry on the results of the implementation of the agreement in the previous calendar year (hereinafter – annual report).

12. The annual report shall consist of a short description of energy efficiency improvement measures implemented in the previous calendar year and the report form completed in compliance with Annex 2, 3, 4 or 5 to Cabinet Regulation No. 923 of 30 September 2010, Procedures by which the State Energy End-Use Savings shall be Recorded and the Operation of the Energy Efficiency Monitoring System shall be Ensured, according to the energy end-user sector.

13. If a participant to the agreement does not ensure the supervision of energy efficiency improvement measures and does not fulfil the duty referred to in Paragraph 11 of this Regulation, the agreement shall be terminated according to the following procedures:

13.1. the ministry shall send a reminder to the participant to the agreement and invite the participant to the agreement to submit the report referred to in Paragraph 11 of this Regulation within three months;

13.2. if the participant to the agreement does not submit the report referred to in Paragraph 11 of this Regulation, the ministry shall terminate the agreement, excluding the participant to the agreement from the Register of Agreements.

14. A participant to the agreement, which has been excluded from the Register of Agreements in accordance with the procedures specified in Paragraph 13 of this Regulation, may apply for entering into a new agreement not earlier than three years after the day when an agreement was terminated.
