Procedures by Which the State Participates in the Financing of Allowances for Vacating Residential Premises
Issued pursuant to

Section 26.1, Paragraph three 
of the Law On Assistance in Solving 

Apartment Matters

I. General Provisions
1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which the State shall participate in the financing of a one-time allowance for vacating residential premises (hereinafter — an allowance for vacating).

2. A local government may receive co-financing from the State budget, if such local government has:

2.1. made provisions for the financing of an allowance for vacating to the persons specified in Section 261, Paragraph one of the Law On Assistance in Solving Apartment Matters;

2.2. adopted the binding regulations regarding the granting of an allowance for vacating to persons who vacate residential premises in a denationalised house or in a house returned to a lawful owner and who were using it until the restoration of the property rights, or who are being evicted from the residential premises in the cases specified in Sections 28.2, 28.4 and 28.5 of the Law On Residential Tenancy; and

2.3. adopted a decision regarding the granting of an allowance of a specified amount to the persons referred to in Section 26.1, Paragraph one of the Law On Assistance in Solving Apartment Matters.

II. Procedures for Submission of Information and Requesting of Co-financing
3. The local government that during the next budgetary year plans to pay allowances for vacating shall in accordance with the Annex of these Regulations submit by 1 May of the current year to the Ministry of Regional Development and Local Government Matters (hereinafter — the Ministry) the following:

3.1. information regarding the number of persons who are registered in the register for granting allowances for vacating established in accordance with the procedures specified in the Law On Assistance in Solving Apartment Matters (hereinafter — the register of allowances for vacating); and

3.2. the planned local government budget financing that is necessary for the payment of allowances for vacating.

4. The Ministry shall examine and summarise the information provided by a local government and referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations, prepare a request for the co-financing of allowances for vacating from the State budget and submit such request to the Ministry of Finance.

III. Procedures for Granting and Payment of State Budget Financing
5. The State shall participate in the financing of allowances for vacating in conformity with the resources provided for this purpose in the State budget for the current year in the amount specified in Section 26.1, Paragraph three of the Law on Assistance in Solving Apartment Matters.

6. After the amount of the State co-financing of allowances for vacating has been approved by the law on the State budget for the current year, the Ministry shall calculate the amount of the State co-financing for each local government that has submitted the information referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations in proportion to the number of persons registered in the register of allowances for vacating.

7. Within a period of 10 working days after the calculation referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations is performed the Ministry shall notify the local government that has submitted the information referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations regarding the amount of State co-financing of allowances for vacating calculated for the relevant local government.

8. If a local government is unable to invest the planned financing of the local government for the payment of allowances for vacating in the current year, it shall within a period of 3 months after the receipt of the notification referred to in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations inform the Ministry thereof. The Ministry shall re-calculate the amount of the State co-financing provided for local governments and within a period of 10 working days shall inform the local governments that have submitted the information referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations.

9. In order to receive the State co-financing for the payment of allowances for vacating, the local government after the receipt of the notification referred to in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations shall submit the following to the Ministry:

9.1. a decision of the local government city council (parish or district council) regarding the granting of an allowance for vacating; and

9.2. payment documents (approved copies thereof) that confirm the allowances for vacating actually paid by the local government.

10. If all the documents referred to in Paragraph 9 of these Regulations have been submitted and the amount of the State co-financing calculated for the relevant local government has not been exceeded, the Minister for Regional Development and Local Government Matters within a period of 10 working days shall issue an order regarding the granting of the State co-financing to the relevant local government for the provision of allowances for vacating.

11. The order referred to in Paragraph 10 of these Regulations within a period of 5 working days shall be sent to the relevant local government and the Treasury. The Ministry by the 15th date of the following month shall transfer the co-financing of the State budget into the account specified by the local government in the Treasury.

12. If the local government has not submitted all the documents referred to in Paragraph 9 of these Regulations, the Ministry within a time period of 10 working days shall prepare and send to the relevant local government a substantiated refusal.

IV. Closing Provisions
13. If a local government had planned to pay an allowance for vacating in 2005, it within a period of 1 month after coming into force of these Regulations shall submit to the Ministry information regarding the amount of the financing for the payment of allowances for vacating planned in the local government budget in 2005.

14. In order to ensure the fulfilment of these Regulations in 2006, local governments within a period of 1 month after coming into force of these Regulations shall submit the information to the Ministry in accordance with the Annex of these Regulations.
