Procedures by which the Administration of the Maintenance Guarantee Fund shall Review an Application regarding Disbursement of Maintenance and Documents Attached thereto, as well as shall Disburse Maintenance
Issued pursuant to

Section 8, Paragraph seven 

of the Maintenance Guarantee Fund Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which the administration of the Maintenance Guarantee Fund (hereinafter – administration of the Fund) shall review an application regarding the disbursement of maintenance and the documents attached thereto, as well as shall disburse maintenance.

2. The administration of the Fund shall take a decision regarding the disbursement of maintenance or refusal to disburse maintenance within 10 days of the receipt of an application regarding the disbursement of maintenance and the documents attached thereto. 

3. If an applicant has not submitted all the documents, which have been specified by the Cabinet in accordance with Section 8, Paragraph six of the Maintenance Guarantee Fund Law, the administration of the Fund may request the submission thereof within 10 days. In such case a decision regarding the disbursement of means of support or refusal to disburse means of support shall be taken within 10 days of the submission of all necessary documents, but not later than within a month of the submission of the application. If the applicant has not submitted all the necessary documents to the administration of the fund within the specified time limit, the administration of the Fund shall take a decision to refuse the disbursement of maintenance.
4. A decision regarding the disbursement of maintenance or refusal to disburse the maintenance shall be notified in writing to the applicant, as well as the procedures for dispute of the decision shall be indicated.

5. The disbursement of maintenance shall be commenced not later than on the next calendar month after the day of the taking of a decision regarding the disbursement of maintenance.

6. Maintenance shall be disbursed each month performing a money transfer to an account in the credit institution specified by the applicant or to the postal settlement system account specified by the applicant.

7. If maintenance has not been disbursed to the applicant due to the fault of the administration of the Fund, the relevant amount shall be disbursed without time limitation.

8. The disbursement of maintenance shall be terminated on the first date of the month following the month when the circumstances occurred due to which the disbursement of maintenance must be terminated (except for the case where at the moment of the granting of maintenance the time period of the termination of the disbursement of maintenance was already known).

9. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 August 2004.
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
