Procedures for Issuing, Extending, Reviewing and 
Cancelling of a Waste Management Permit 

Issued pursuant to 

Section 11, Paragraph three of the 

Waste Management Law

I. General Provisions

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for issuing, extending, reviewing and cancelling a waste management permit (hereinafter – permit), as well as approve the permit forms for the collection, transportation, reloading, sorting and storage of waste.

 

2. A person shall not need a permit for waste collection, reloading, sorting and storage if he or she has a Category A or B polluting activity permit, in which the conditions for the collection, reloading, sorting or storage of waste have been prescribed.

II. Application for Receipt of a Permit

 

3. The permit applicant (a person who is performing or wishes to perform the collection, reloading, sorting, storage or transportation of waste) shall, prior to commencing the relevant activity or before the end of the validity period of a permit, submit to the relevant regional environmental boards of the State Environmental Service one of the following applications:

3.1. an application to receive a waste reloading, sorting or storage permit (Annex 1);

3.2. an application to receive a waste collection permit (Annex 2); or

3.3. an application to receive a waste transportation permit (Annex 3).

 

4. The veracity of the submitted information shall be certified by the person who pursuant to the right specified in the documents of establishment or in accordance with a corresponding power of attorney is authorised to represent the merchant.

 

5. In order to receive the waste collection permit (Annex 4), reloading, sorting or storage permit (Annex 5), the permit applicant shall append the following information to the application:

5.1. information regarding waste collecting:

5.1.1 the planned waste collection system method and description;

5.1.2. a list of the specialised means of transport that shall be utilised to collect waste;

5.2. information regarding waste reloading:

5.2.1. the addresses of the waste reloading sites;

5.2.2. the machinery that shall be utilised for reloading the waste (specifying for each reloading site);

5.2.3. the planned waste reloading methods and amount (cubic metres or tonnes) per year (specify for each reloading site):

5.3. information regarding waste sorting:

5.3.1. the addresses of the waste sorting sites;

5.3.2. the description of the technical methods and equipment that shall be used to sort the waste;

5.3.3. the planned waste sorting methods and amount (cubic metres or tonnes) per year (specify for each sorting site):

5.4. information regarding waste storage:

5.4.1. the addresses of the waste storage sites;

5.4.2. the characterisation of the equipment that shall be utilised to store the waste (specify for each storage site);

5.4.3. the planned waste storage methods and amount (cubic metres or tonnes) per year (specify for each storage site);

5.5. information regarding the planned health and safety protection measures for the employees;

5.6. a copy of the State agency “Civil Aviation Agency” permit, if the activity shall be performed within a 15 km radius of an aerodrome control tower and could encourage the mass congregation of birds (permanent food source and nesting sites). 

 

6. In order to receive the waste transportation permit (Annex 6), the permit applicant shall append the following documents:

6.1. if hazardous waste shall be transported: 

6.1.1. a list of the means of transport that shall be used to transport the hazardous waste;

6.1.2. a certificate certifying the suitability of the means of transport for transporting hazardous goods, as well as additionally indicate information regarding the certificate number, date and place of issue, the institution issuing the certificate (if in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the transportation of hazardous goods such certificates are required);

6.1.3. a statement regarding the appointment of a safety consultant (if a statement is necessary in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the appointment and qualifications of a safety consultant and activity in the area of transportation of hazardous goods);

6.1.4. copies of the contracts entered into with the waste receivers. The contract originals shall be presented at the request of officers of the State Environmental Service; 

6.1.5. a list of drivers who have the required drivers licence for transportation of hazardous goods and who shall be transporting hazardous goods for the permit applicant (if such a licence is required in accordance with the regulatory enactments regarding the transportation of hazardous goods);

6.2. if municipal waste shall be transported: 

6.2.1. a list of the specialised means of transport that shall be utilised;

6.2.2. copies of the contract entered into with those to whom the waste shall be transported (if such exist). The contract originals shall be presented at the request of officers of the State Environmental Service. 

 

7. The application for receipt of a waste collection and transportation permit shall be submitted to the relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service in accordance with the legal address of the permit applicant, but the application for receipt of the reloading, sorting or storage permit shall be submitted to the relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service in accordance with the location of the planned activity. 

 

8. If the documents referred to in Annexes 1, 2 and 3 of these Regulations shall be submitted electronically, they shall be certified with a secure electronic signature.

 

III. Permit Requirements to be Set for the 
Issue and Extension of a Permit

 

9. In order to verify the conformity of the submitted information in the application, an official of the relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall visit the waste sorting, reloading or storage site referred to in the application prior to issuing a permit.

 

10. If the information indicated in the application is incomplete, the State Environmental Service shall inform the applicant in writing within seven working days after receipt of the application and specify the necessary additional information. The day of receipt of a submission shall be considered the day when all the necessary information is received.

 

11. Within a month after receipt of the application, the relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall issue a permit or take a decision regarding refusal to issue a permit and shall inform the applicant about it in writing.

 

12. The regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall specify the following in the waste collection, reloading, sorting or storage, as well as the waste transportation Annex:

12.1. requirements for the reduction of environmental pollution resulting from collecting, reloading, sorting, storing or transporting waste;

12.2. requirements for the shared collection, reloading, sorting, storage and transportation of municipal waste;

12.3. requirements for waste management control measures;

12.4. the obligation to submit information to the environmental and other State institutions and the public regarding the waste management activities referred to in the relevant permit. 

 

13. The permit shall be issued for 10 years or a shorter time period, if that has been specified in the application by the applicant.  

 

14. The waste transportation permit shall be issued if the waste receiver has received a Category A or B polluting activity permit for waste treatment or storage or other permits necessary for waste management.

 

15. The permit shall be prepared in two copies. One copy shall be issued to the permit applicant, the other copy shall be stored for 10 years at the relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service. The relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall, within five days from the issuance of the permit, send a copy of the permit to the local government, in the administrative territory of which it is planned to sort, reload or store waste or in the administrative territory of which the final destination of the waste transportation is located. 

 

16. A permit, duly substantiated, shall not be issued in the following cases:

16.1. if the permitted waste management poses the threat of an epidemic or significant threats to public health, may deteriorate the quality of the environment or flight safety within a 15 km radius of the aerodrome control tower; 

16.2. if a permit applicant has submitted false or misleading information; or

16.3. if the procedures for waste management referred to in the application do not conform to the requirements of the regulatory enactments in the field of waste management.

 

17. In order to extend the validity term of the permit, the permit applicant shall, not later than one month prior to the end of the validity term of the permit, submit to the relevant regional board of the State Environmental Service the application referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations and the information referred to in Paragraphs 5 and 6 of these Regulations, that have changed since the submission of the previous application.

 

IV. Reviewing and Cancelling a Permit

 

18. The relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall review the permit requirements in the following cases:

18.1. if the permitted waste management poses the threat of an epidemic or significant threat to public health, deteriorates the quality of the environment or if flight safety is threatened within a 15 km radius of the aerodrome control tower;  

18.2. amendments have been made to the regulatory enactments that determine different requirements for waste management;

18.3. prior to changes being made to the process or amount of waste collection, sorting, reloading, storage or transportation. 

 

19. The regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall revoke a permit in the following cases:

19.1. the permit recipient has not complied with the requirements specified in the regulatory enactments regulating waste management or permit;

19.2. the permit recipient has submitted false or misleading information; 

19.3. the permit recipient has submitted information regarding termination of the commercial activity;

19.4. the permitted waste management poses the threat of an epidemic or significant threat to public health or deteriorates the quality of the environment;

19.5. flight safety is threatened within a 15 km radius of the aerodrome control tower.

 

20. The waste transportation permit shall also be revoked if the waste receiver has had a Category A or B polluting activity permit for waste treatment or storage or a permit necessary for waste management revoked. The waste collection, reloading, sorting or storage permit shall also be revoked in the event that a Category A or B pollution activity permit has been received in which requirements for implementation of the relevant waste management activity have been included.

 

21. In order to review the requirements of the permit, the permit applicant shall submit to the relevant regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service a submission regarding the review of the permit. The regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall, within 30 days from receipt of the submission, review it and take the relevant decision. 

 

22. The regional environmental board of the State Environmental Service shall inform in writing the permit recipient and the local government in the administrative territory of which the relevant activities are performed regarding the decision taken – to cancel or review the waste reloading, sorting or storage permit. The decision regarding the cancellation of the permit shall also include provisions to be complied with in performing waste collection, transportation, reloading or storage until the day the local government has entered into an agreement with another municipal waste manager, that has been selected in conformity with the procurement procedure, as well as the provisions regarding the restoration of waste storage sites in accordance with the environmental quality requirements.  Information regarding the revoked waste management permits shall be placed on the Internet homepage of the State Environmental Service and sent to the Latvian Association of Local and Regional Governments.
