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Regulations for the Registration of a Cadastre Object and Updating of Cadastre Data

 

Issued pursuant to

Section 60

of the Immovable Property State Cadastre Law

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the registration of a cadastre object and updating of cadastre data in the information system of National Real Estate Cadastre Information System (NRECIS) (hereinafter – the Cadastre information system), which shall include:

1.1. the principles for creating of the identifier for a cadastre object, procedures of granting and classification;

1.2. the procedures for granting or changing of the identifier of the person, for which a formation of cadastre object is initiated and to which it is not intended to grant the identifier of the person in accordance with regulatory enactments; 

1.3. the content of cadastre data and the procedures for correction and maintaining thereof;

1.4. the procedures for creating of a cadastre map, content of data to be displayed, the determination of scale, procedures for displaying and maintaining and permissible non-binding limits, aligning the border data of the object of immovable property or a part of a unit of land

1.5. the procedures for registration and updating of the encumbrances of the object of immovable property;

1.6. the procedures by which the object of immovable property tax is registered in the Cadastre information system and the data to be entered;

1.7. the procedures by which the entry regarding the cadastre object is deleted; and

1.8. the criteria, procedures and documents to be submitted for registration of a cadastre object and updating of cadastre data.

2. In dividing  a cadastral object, several new cadastre objects shall be registered in the Cadastre information system, to which new cadastre identifiers (cadastral designation or cadastre number) shall be granted. At the same time the registered (remaining) cadastre object shall be updated, keeping its cadastre number or designation.

 

3. If two or more immovable property objects of one type are joined, one of the present cadastral designations shall be kept by the choice of the owner or a new cadastral designation shall be granted.

 

4. If several immovable properties owned by one person are joined, one of the present cadastre numbers shall be kept.

 

5. The owner, legal possessor or user (depending on the status of property rights) may be registered as the cadastre subject in the Cadastre information system. Several cadastre subjects may be registered for one immovable property with different statuses of property rights. The following information shall be entered in the Cadastre information system regarding the immovable property of the cadastre subject:

5.1. the owner who has entered the property rights in the Land Register in accordance with regulatory enactments or has acquired the property rights in the cases specified in Section 1477 of the Civil Law;

5.2. the legal possessor who has obtained the immovable property legally and the property rights of which are not entered in the Land Register; or

5.3. a user to which the right of use to immovable property has been granted in the cases specified in regulatory enactments.

 

6. Upon commencing the cadastral survey, the performer thereof shall request and the State Land Service shall prepare the information from the Cadastre information system for the cadastral survey in the unit of land.

 

7. A submission of a cadastre subject regarding the registration of a cadastre object or updating of cadastre data in the Cadastre information system shall be submitted at the same time as the request referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations. A decision of local government or an extract of the decision regarding the approval of the detailed plan or draft land survey and acceptance of the binding regulation shall be appended to a submission.

 

8. A cadastre subject shall submit a submission for registration of the cadastre object or updating of cadastre data. Documents specified in regulatory enactments shall be appended to a submission.

 

9. The State Land Service shall evaluate the compliance of the documents submitted for registration of a cadastre object or updating of cadastre data with the requirements of regulatory enactments within 10 working days after the receipt of the documents, as well as whether the documents submitted contain the data required for registration or updating and whether they are not contradictory.

 

10. The data indicated in the documents submitted for registration of a cadastre object or updating of cadastre data shall comply with the following data of the State information systems:

10.1. the address of the immovable property object – with the data of the State Address Register;

10.2. the given name, surname, personal identity number of a natural person  - with the Population Register data;

10.3. the name, registration number of a legal person – with the data of the Commercial Register or the State Revenue Service;

10.4. appurtenances of the immovable property – with the data of the State Unified Computerised Land Register;

10.5. forest (as the type of use of land) borders – with the data of the Forest State Register; and

10.6. borders of the ameliorated utilised agriculture areas – with the data of the Land Amelioration Cadastre.

 

11. The State Land Service, in evaluating the documents of the land cadastral survey, shall ascertain whether the land border plan of the unit of land and a part of the unit of land is co-ordinated with the authorities specified in regulatory enactments and with the local government, as well as shall ascertain, whether:

11.1. the borders of the unit of land and encumbrances of the immovable property comply with the territorial planning, detailed planning or the draft land survey of the local government – if the unit of land is divided;

11.2. encumbrances of the object of immovable property comply with the documents of previous cadastral survey documents or territorial planning of the local government – if the unit of land is surveyed repeatedly; 

11.3. data of the cadastral survey are compatible with the data of the Cadastre information system and the cadastre information issued by the State Land Service used for the cadastral survey, including the cadastre number, units of land, cadastral designation of the structure of the immovable property;

11.4. deviations of the co-ordinates of the border points of the unit of land and the co-ordinates of the border points of the units of land surveyed previously do not exceed the permissible amount for a cadastral survey;

11.5. the difference of areas of the unit of land entered in the plan of land borders and the areas indicated in the documents do not exceed that permissible for a cadastral survey; and

11.6. the unit of land and a part of the unit of land is surveyed in the Latvian Geodesic Coordinate System LKS-92.

 

12. The cadastral surveyor shall be responsible for the compliance of the cadastral survey documents submitted to the Cadastre information system for registration with the regulatory enactments.

 

13. After the assessment of the compliance of the documents submitted with the conditions specified in Paragraphs 9, 10 and 11 of these Regulations, the territorial unit of the State Land Service shall take a decision regarding the registration of the cadastre object or updating of the cadastre data.  If non-compliance is determined, the registration of the cadastre object or updating of cadastre data shall be postponed in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments or a decision shall be taken regarding refusal for registration.

 

14. The territorial unit of the Sate Land Service shall perform registration of the cadastre object or updating of the cadastre data within ten working days after the receipt of documents submitted or notify a submitter regarding the suspension of registration of the cadastre object or updating of the cadastre data or refusal of registration.

2. Registration of Cadastre Object

2.1. Registration of a Unit of Land

15. A new unit of land shall be registered in the Cadastre information system, if the cadastre subject initiates the specification of the unit of land in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments, dividing the unit of land registered in the Cadastre information system. A new unit of land shall be registered in the composition of that immovable property, in which the divided unit of land is located.

 

16. The following documents shall be submitted to the Cadastre information system for the registration of the unit of land:

16.1. a submission of the cadastre subject;

16.2. a decision of the local government or an extract of the decision regarding the approval of a detailed plan or draft land survey and acceptance of binding regulations;

16.3. a file of the land cadastral survey;

16.4. a decision of the local government regarding the granting of an address to the unit of land; and

16.5 a decision of the local government or the State authority regarding the specification of the purpose of use of the immovable property.

 

17. The registration of the unit of land in the Cadastre information system shall include:

17.1 initiation of the registration of the unit of land;

17.2. pre-registration;

17.3 registration of the data of the cadastral survey documents of the unit of land;

17.4. entering of the spatial vector data file of the cadastral survey of the unit of land in the Cadastre information system; and

17.5. representation of the land unit in the cadastre map;

17.6. entering of information regarding the local government and the State authorities; and 

17.7. preparation of a declaration regarding registration of the immovable property object – the unit of land – in the Cadastre information system.

 

18. The territorial unit of the State Land Service shall perform the pre-registration of the unit of land within five working days after the receipt of the request referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations.

 

19. In performing pre-registration of the unit of land in the Cadastre information system:

19.1. the cadastral designation shall be assigned to the planned unit of land;

19.2.the planned border of the unit of land shall be displayed on the cadastre map in accordance with the detailed plan or draft land survey;

19.3. the planned area of the unit of land shall be entered;

19.4. a decision of local government by which a detailed plan or draft land survey is approved shall be registered; and

19.5 the information from the Cadastre information system shall be prepared for the cadastral survey in the unit of land.

 

20. The following shall be registered in the Cadastre information system from the documents files of the cadastral survey of the unit of land 

20.1. the area of a unit of land and division of the area into types of land use;

20.2. data regarding encumbrance of the object of immovable property referred to in Paragraph 111 of these Regulations; and

20.3. the given name, surname, certificate number of the cadastral surveyor.

 

21. The cadastral survey data of the spatial land unit specified in Sub-paragraphs 131.1., 131.2., 131.3. and 131.7. of these Regulations shall be displayed on the cadastre map from the cadastral survey documents and files of the land unit.

 

22. Registration of the cadastral survey data shall be approved in the cadastre information system with a seal on the land border plan and on the file of the land cadastral survey.

 

23. The following information provided by the local government and the State authorities shall be entered in the Cadastre information system:

23.1. the address of the land unit, if it has been registered in the State Address Register;

23.2. the purpose of use of the immovable property and the area in the unit of land under jurisdiction thereof; and

23.3. a notation regarding jurisdiction of the land unit to the State or local government.

 

24. The initiator is entitled to submit to the State Land Service the document containing the data referred to in Sub-paragraph 23.1. and 23.2. of these Regulations prior to the receipt of the data from the local government or the State authority. 

 

25. If the data regarding the purpose of use of the immovable property and area under jurisdiction thereof within the unit of land are not submitted together with the cadastral survey documents, the purpose of use of the immovable property specified previously for the unit of land to be divided shall be registered in the Cadastre information system.

 

26. The cadastral value of the unit of land calculated in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments shall be registered after entering the data of cadastral survey documents of the land unit and data of the local government and the State authorities in the Cadastre information system. Registration of the unit of land in the Cadastre information system is completed after the registration of the cadastral value.

 

27. After the registration of the unit of land in the Cadastre information system a territorial unit of the State Land Service shall prepare a declaration regarding the registration of the object of immovable property in the Cadastre information system and shall issue it to a cadastre subject upon request.

 

28. The following shall be indicated in a declaration regarding registration of immovable property object – the unit of land – in the Cadastre information system:

28.1. the cadastre number of the immovable property in the composition of which is a unit of land;

28.2. the cadastral designation of the land unit;

28.2. the address of the unit of land;

28.4. the area of the unit of land;

28.5. the cadastral designation of the structure, which is located on the unit of land;

28.6. the layout of the borders of unit of land; and

28.7 the registration date of the unit of land.

 

29. A submission of a cadastre subject, documents submitted for registration of the unit of land, except cadastral survey documents, and declaration regarding registration of the immovable property object in the Cadastre information system shall be put into the cadastre file of the immovable property.

 

2.2. Registration of Part of the Unit of Land

30. A part of the unit of land shall be registered in the Cadastre information system, if the cadastre subject or in the cases specified in Section 24, Paragraph two, Clause 2 of the Immovable Property State Cadastre Law (hereinafter – Cadastre Law) – the local government shall separate a part from the unit of land not creating a new immovable property object.

 

31. A part of the unit of land shall be registered in the Cadastre information system on the basis of a submission from the initiator regarding the registration of a part of the unit of land and its graphical Annex – a copy of the land border plan where a planned part of the unit of land is displayed.

 

32. The registration of a part of the unit of land in the Cadastre information system shall include:

32.1 initiation of the registration of a part of the unit of land;

32.2. granting of a cadastral designation to the part of the unit of land;

32.3. entering of the data from initiator’s submission and graphical Annex; 

32.4. displaying of a part of the land unit on the cadastre map; and

32.5. entering of information regarding the local government and the State authorities. 

 

33. In accordance with an initiator’s submission and graphical Annex attached thereto an area of a part of the unit of land and division thereof by types of use shall be registered in the Cadastre information system. The data specified in Sub-paragraph 131.5. of these Regulations shall be displayed on the map in accordance with the graphical Annex.

 

34. The corresponding purpose of use of the immovable property of the unit or land and area under jurisdiction thereof in the unit of land and division of area under jurisdiction of the purpose of use of the immovable property by types of use of land in the part of the unit of land shall be registered for the part of the unit of land in accordance with the data provided by the local government and the State authorities. 

 

35. A cadastral value of a part of the unit of land calculated in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments shall be registered in the Cadastre information system after entering the data of documents for specification of a part of the unit of land in the Cadastre information system.

 

36. A submission of a cadastre subject and documents submitted for registration of a part of the unit of land shall be put into the cadastre file of the immovable property in the composition of which is a unit of land.

 

2.3. Registration of a Structure and Group of Premises

37. Registration of a structure in the Cadastre information system for a non – registered structure shall be initiated by:

37.1. the owner of the immovable property (land);

37.2. a person, who has the right to register the structures present on the unit of land as permanent immovable property in the cases specified in Section 14 of the Law On the Time and Procedures of Coming into Force of Renewed Introduction, Inheritance Law and Property Law of the Civil Law of the Republic of Latvia Adopted in 1937; and

37.3. a local government in the cases specified in Section 24, Paragraph one, Clause 2 of the Cadastre Law.

 

38. A structure and groups of premises therein shall be registered in the Cadastre information system at the same time.

 

39. A group of premises shall be considered as a separate object of an immovable property, if a residential house, where the group of premises is located, is divided into immovable properties with the undivided shares of joint property owned by it.

 

40. The persons referred to in Paragraph 37 of these Regulations, in ordering the cadastral survey of the structure, shall submit the following documents for registration of the structure in the Cadastre information system:

40.1. a submission;

40.2. a document attesting legal obtaining of the structure;

40.3. a building design, a deed regarding the acceptance of a structure into service or other document specified in regulatory enactments regarding the lawful construction of a structure, if it is provided by the regulatory enactments; and

40.4. a decision of the local government regarding the granting of an address.

 

41. The registration of the structure in the Cadastre information system shall include:

41.1. initiation of the structure registration;

41.2. pre-registration of the structure;

41.3. registration of the cadastral survey data;

41.4. entering of the spatial vector data file of the cadastral survey of the structure in the Cadastre information system;

41.5. entering of information regarding the local government and the State authorities; and 

41.6. displaying of the structure on the cadastre map;

41.7. entering of the document data submitted by the owner or legal possessor of the structure; and

41.8. preparation of a declaration regarding registration of the immovable property object – the structure – in the Cadastre information system.

 

42. In performing pre-registration of the structure;

42.1. a cadastral designation shall be granted to the structure;

42.2. the location in the unit of land shall be displayed on the map; and

42.3. shall enter the building area, number of storeys and shall indicated whether it is a residential or non-residential structure in accordance with the cadastral survey documents or building design attached to the submission of the cadastre subject.

 

43. Pre-registration of the structure shall be performed in the Cadastre information system for a structure detected during the cadastral survey of a unit of land in accordance with the information submitted by a cadastral surveyor.

 

44. If a person initiates specification of a structure non-registered in the Cadastre information system as an object of immovable property, the territorial office of the State Land Service shall perform pre-registration of the structure in accordance with the building design attached to a submission and shall prepare the information from the Cadastre information system for a cadastral survey in the unit of land. 

 

45. A cadastral designation shall be granted to a group of premises upon registration of the data specified in Paragraph 46 of these Regulations regarding a structure, if there is a group of premises, or if a new group of premises is surveyed in the structure registered in the Cadastre information system.

 

46. The following shall be registered in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the cadastral survey documents and files of a structure: 

46.1. area of a structure and division thereof by types of use of groups of premises;

46.2. the cadastral survey data of a structure and group of premises;

46.3. a notation regarding the features of the unauthorised construction; and

46.4. the given name, surname, personal identity number of the cadastral surveyor.

 

47. The spatial data of the cadastral survey referred to in Sub-paragraphs 131.3 and 131.4 of these Regulations shall be displayed on the cadastral map in accordance with the cadastral survey documents and files of a structure. 

 

48. The land area required functionally for a structure, if a structure is a separate object of property or a multi-apartment house, which is divided into apartment properties, shall be entered in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the cadastral survey documents.

 

49. The registration of cadastral survey data of a structure in the Cadastre information system shall be attested with a seal on the cadastral survey file of the structure.

 

50. If a structure is not included in the composition of immovable property registered in the Cadastre information system, the following shall be entered in accordance with the documents attesting the possession of the structure, which are submitted by the owner or legal possessor:

50.1. the given name, surname, personal identity number of the owner or legal possessor of the structure – for a natural person, or the name, registration number – for a legal person; and

50.2. the undivided shares of a structure owned by the owner or legal possessor of the structure.

 

51. The owner of the structure shall be entered in the Cadastre information system as a cadastre subject, which:

51.1. has entered the property rights to immovable property, in the composition of which is a unit of land and on which a structure is located, in the Land Register; or 

51.2. has obtained the property rights to a structure in accordance with Section 7, Paragraph two, Clause 3 of the Cadastre Law.

 

52. The address of a group of premises assigned by a local government shall be entered in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the data of the State Address Register.

 

53. The cadastral value of the structure calculated in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments shall be registered after the entering of the data of the cadastral survey documents of the structure, documents submitted by the owner or legal possessor, as well as data of the local government and State authorities in the Cadastre information system. The structure is registered in the Cadastre information system, if its cadastral value is calculated and registered.

 

54. The State Land Service shall prepare a declaration regarding the registration of the object of immovable property in the Cadastre information system and put it into a cadastral file of the immovable property after the registration of the structure. Another copy of the declaration shall be prepared and issued upon the request of a cadastre subject.

 

55. The following shall be indicated in a declaration regarding registration of an immovable property object – the structure –  in the Cadastre information system:

55.1. the cadastre number of the immovable property in the composition of which is a structure;

55.2. the cadastral designation of that unit of land on which a structure is located;

55.3. the cadastral designation of the structure;

55.4. the address of the structure;

55.5. the outline of the structure and layout on the unit of land; and

55.6. the registration date of the structure.

 

56. A declaration for a group of premises regarding the registration of the object of immovable property shall be prepared by the State Land Service, if a group of premises is a separate  property object of the immovable property. A declaration shall be issued to a cadastre subject upon a request.

 

57. The following shall be indicated in a declaration regarding registration of an immovable property object – the group of premises – in the Cadastre information system:

57.1. the cadastral number of the immovable property in the composition of which is a group of premises;

57.2. the cadastral designation of a structure;

57.3. the cadastral designation of that unit of land on which a structure is located;

57.4. the cadastral designation of the group of premises;

57.5. the address of the group of premises; and

57.6. the date of registration of group of premises.

 

58. A submission of an initiator for specification of the structure and group of premises, documents submitted and declaration regarding registration of the immovable property object in the Cadastre information system (except cadastral survey documents) shall be put into the cadastre file of the immovable property.

 

59. If a structure is not included in the composition of the immovable property registered in the Cadastre information system, documents submitted for registration shall be put into the cadastre file of that immovable property in the composition of which is the unit of land, on which the structure is located.

 

2.4. Registration of Immovable Property

60. New immovable property shall be registered in the Cadastre information system, if:

60.1. one or several objects of immovable property are separated on the basis of documents submitted;

60.2. an immovable property is formed from the objects of immovable property, which are not included in the composition of the immovable property registered in the Cadastre information system; and

60.3. the owner of apartment properties joins all the apartment properties present within one multi-apartment house in one immovable property.

 

61. Upon registration of immovable property in the Cadastre information system:

61.1. a cadastre number shall be granted to the immovable property;

61.2. a cadastre subject of the immovable property shall be indicated;

61.3. objects of immovable properties indicated in the submission of a cadastre subject shall be attached to the immovable property;

61.4. data from documents shall be entered; 

61.5. a declaration regarding registration of the immovable property object in the Cadastre information system shall be prepared; and

61.6. a cadastre file of the immovable property shall be formed.

 

62. A registration of immovable property in the Cadastre information system shall be initiated by:

62.1. the owner of the immovable property from the objects of immovable properties of which a new immovable property is formed;

62.2. a person who has legally obtained the object of immovable property; or

62.3. the State authority or local government prior to entering of the land under jurisdiction of the State or local government in the Land Register on the name of the State or local government.

 

63. The following documents shall be submitted to the Cadastre information system for the registration of the immovable property:

63.1. a submission of the initiator; and

63.2. a decision of a local government regarding the name of a property (in rural area).

 

64. Registration of a new immovable property shall be initiated in a submission regarding registration of a new immovable property or shall submit a submission to a territorial unit of the State Land Service after the registration of the object of immovable property in the Cadastre information system.

 

65. If a new immovable property is formed from immovable property which is not included in the composition of the immovable property, the following information of the object of immovable property shall be indicated in a submission regarding the registration of the immovable property in the Cadastre information system:

65.1. the cadastral designation; and

65.2. the given name, surname, personal identity number of the owner or legal possessor of the structure – for natural persons, or the name and registration number – for legal persons.

 

66. If immovable property is created by dividing the immovable property entered in the Land Register, the following information shall be indicated in the submission regarding registration of the immovable property in the Cadastre information system:

66.1. the cadastre number of the immovable property registered in the Cadastre information system, a number of the part of the Land Register and the given name, surname, personal identity number of the owner – for natural persons or the name and registration number – for legal persons; and

66.2. the cadastral designation(-s) of the object(-s) of immovable property.

 

67. In registering a new immovable property in the Cadastre information system, the owner of the property to be divided shall be entered as a cadastre subject, the undivided share of the immovable property owned by him or her shall be entered and a number of the part of the Land Register of the property.

 

68. In registering a new immovable property in the Cadastre information system, a legal possessor, who has acquired the property rights, shall be entered as the cadastre subject of the new immovable property and the undivided share of the immovable property owned by him or her.

 

69. The cadastral value and assessment in the cadastre shall be calculated and registered in accordance with regulatory enactments after formation of the immovable property in the Cadastre information system. Registration of the immovable property in the Cadastre information system is completed after the registration of the cadastral value.

 

70. After the registration of the immovable property in the Cadastre information system a territorial unit of the State Land Service shall prepare a declaration regarding the registration of the immovable property in the Cadastre information system and shall issue it to the cadastre subject.

 

71. The following shall be indicated in a declaration regarding registration of immovable property in the Cadastre information system:

71.1. the cadastre number of the immovable property;

71.2. the name of the immovable property (in rural area);

71.3. the composition of the immovable property;

71.4. the cadastral designation of the immovable property object; and

71.5. the date of the registration.

 

72. A cadastre file of the immovable property shall be formed after the registration of the new immovable property in the Cadastre information system. Documents (except cadastral survey documents of immovable property objects) submitted for the registration of the immovable property objects present in the immovable property and in the composition thereof  and declarations regarding the registration of immovable property and objects thereof in the Cadastre information system shall be maintained in the cadastre file of the immovable property.

 

2.5. Registration of Apartment Property

73. Apartment properties shall be formed dividing the property of multi-apartment house or an apartment property.

 

74. The territorial unit of the State Land Service shall divide a multi-apartment house into apartment properties, shall calculate the undivided share of a joint property and register the new apartment properties in the Cadastre information system.

 

75. A new apartment property shall be registered, if the group of premises – a separate object of an apartment property – has undergone a cadastral survey (a cadastral survey file of the group of premises has been prepared) and has been registered in the Cadastre information system.

 

76. Upon registration of an apartment property in the Cadastre information system:

76.1. a cadastre number shall be granted to an apartment property;

76.2. a cadastre subject of an apartment property shall be indicated;

76.3. a separate object of an apartment property – group of premises – shall be attached;

76.4. objects of a joint property of an apartment property shall be attached;

76.5. an undivided share of a joint property of an apartment property shall be calculated;

76.6. the data indicated in documents shall be entered;

76.7. a declaration regarding registration of the apartment property in the Cadastre information system shall be prepared; and

76.8. a cadastre file of the immovable property shall be formed.

 

77. A registration of an apartment property in the Cadastre information system shall be initiated by:

77.1. the owner of the immovable property who divides the multi-apartment house into apartment properties; and

77.2. the owner of an apartment property, who divides one apartment property into several apartment properties.

 

78. In order to register an apartment property in the Cadastre information system, the following documents shall be submitted:

78.1. a submission of the cadastre subject; and

78.2. the border plan of the unit of land, where the land border required functionally for the maintaining of the multi-apartment house is displayed, if a multi-apartment house is divided into apartment properties.

 

79. The owner of the immovable property shall indicate the following information in the submission regarding the division of a multi-apartment house and registration of an apartment property:

79.1. the cadastre number of that immovable property and the number of the part of the Land Register, in the composition of which is a multi-apartment house; 

79.2. a cadastral designation of the multi-apartment house to be divided into apartment properties;

79.3. a cadastral designation of the building functionally connected with the apartment properties; and

79.4. a cadastral designation of the part of the unit of land functionally required for maintenance of the multi-apartment house.

 

80. An owner of an apartment property, who wishes to separate one apartment property into several properties, shall indicated the following information in a submission:

80.1. the cadastre number of the apartment property, the number of the part of the Land Register;

80.2. the cadastral designation of the group of premises of the apartment property to be divided; and

80.3. the cadastral designation of the group of premises of the new apartment property.

 

81. In registering a new apartment property in the Cadastre information system, the owner of the property to be divided shall be entered as the cadastre subject, the undivided share of the immovable property owned by him or her shall be entered and a number of the part of the Land Register of the property.

 

82. In registering  a new apartment property in the Cadastre information system, the legal possessor, who has acquired the property rights, shall be entered as the cadastre subject of the new apartment property and the undivided share of the apartment property owned by him or her.

 

3. Procedures for Updating of Cadastre Data

3.1. General Issues of Updating of Cadastre Data

83. The updating of cadastre data in the Cadastre information system shall include:

83.1. the initiation of updating of cadastre data;

83.2. the registration of the data of documents submitted;

83.3. entering of data of the State information systems;

83.4. inserting of the vector data file of the spatial survey and updating of the cadastre map, if the documents of a cadastral survey have been submitted; and

83.5. supplementing of the immovable property cadastre file.

 

84. A cadastre subject shall initiate the updating of cadastre data submitting a submission to the territorial unit of the State Land Service and documents attesting the changes.

 

85. The cadastre data in the Cadastre information system shall be updated on the basis of the following documents:

85.1. a submission of the cadastre subject;

85.2. a file of the land cadastral survey;

85.3. a decision of the local government regarding the granting or change of address; 

85.4. a decision of the local government or the State authority regarding the specification or change of the purpose of use of the immovable property; and

85.5. a decision of the local government regarding the granting or change of the name of the immovable property (in rural areas).

 

86. The State Land Service shall update the cadastre data in the Cadastre information system, if the data has been received from a local government or the State authority, without notification of a cadastre subject.

 

87. The cadastral value of the cadastre object shall be updated in the Cadastre information system after the updating of cadastre data.

 

88. A submission of a cadastre subject and documents submitted for the updating of the cadastre object data, except cadastral survey documents, shall be put into a cadastre file of the immovable property.

 

89. In registering a new apartment property in a multi-apartment house, which is divided into apartment properties, an undivided share of a joint property of a new apartment property shall be calculated in the Cadastre information system. An undivided share of a joint property of all apartment properties registered in a multi-apartment house shall be re-calculated at the same time, if the area of objects present in a joint property has changed. The sum of the undivided shares of a joint property shall form a unit.

 

3.2. Updating of Data of the Unit of Land

90. Criteria for updating of data of the unit of land:

90.1. changes have been made in the borders and area of the unit of land;

90.2. changes have been made in the land use and area of the unit of land;

90.3. the purpose of use of the immovable property has been changed;

90.4. new or changed encumbrance of the immovable property has been specified;

90.5. a new forest inventory has been performed; and

90.6. changes in the amelioration system have been performed.

 

91. In accordance with the documents of a cadastral survey the following information shall be updated in the Cadastre information system:

91.1. the borders and area of the unit of land; 

91.2. types of use of land and area thereof;

91.3. encumbrance of the immovable property object; and

91.4. the layout of the building in the unit of land.

 

92. The cadastre data of two adjacent units of land shall be updated at the same time, if a part has been separated from the unit of land and it is added to the adjacent unit of land, and the cadastral survey documents regarding both units of land have been submitted.

 

93. The data of units of land shall be updated in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the following State information systems:

93.1. in accordance with the State Forest Register:

93.1.1. the value of forest stand (in lats);

93.1.2. the forest area of the unit of land;

93.1.3. the amount of hectare points of the wooded land of the unit of land;

93.1.4. area of the young stand and afforestation at the age of the young stand;

93.1.5. the amount of hectare points of the area of young stand and afforestation at the age of the young stand;

93.1.6. the deduction of the amount of hectare points of the area of young stand and afforestation at the age of the young stand;

93.1.7. the area of the wooded land subject to the immovable property tax;

93.1.8. deduction of the amount of hectare points of the area of the wooded land subject to tax;

93.2. in accordance with the Land Amelioration Cadastre – the area of the ameliorated utilised agricultural area in the unit of land;

93.3. in accordance with the State Address Register – the address of the unit of land; and

93.4. in accordance with the State information systems which maintain information regarding protection zones, special areas of conservation and other objects, which cause encumbrances to the immovable property object – the borders of the territory encumbered and classification code of the encumbrance of the immovable property object.

 

94. The following data shall be updated in accordance with local government documents:

94.1. the address of the unit of land, if a new address is specified;

94.2. the purpose of use of the immovable property and the area in the unit of land under jurisdiction thereof; and

94.3. a feature regarding non-imposing the immovable property tax on the unit of land in accordance with the Law On Immovable Property Tax.

 

95. The data regarding the purpose of use of the immovable property of the unit of land and area under jurisdiction thereof shall be updated in accordance with the documents submitted by the authorities referred to in Section 9, Paragraph one, Clause 2 of the Cadastre Law.

 

3.3. Updating of Data of the Part of the Unit of Land

96. The data of the unit of land shall be updated, if the part of the unit of land has undergone cadastral survey or the purpose of use of the immovable property has been changed for the unit of land, where the part of the unit of land has been specified.

 

97. in accordance with the cadastral survey documents

97.1. the area of the part of the unit of land and division of the area into types of land use;

97.2. on the cadastre map – the vector data of the part of the unit of land specified in Sub-paragraph 131.5 of these Regulations; and

97.3. the given name, surname, certificate number of the cadastral surveyor.

 

98. A vector data file of the cadastral survey of the part of the unit of land shall be put into the Cadastre information system.

 

99. The purpose of use of immovable property of the part of the unit of land and the area under jurisdiction thereof in the part of the unit of land shall be updated in accordance with the documents of local government or authorities referred to in Section 9, Paragraph one, Clause 2 of the Cadastre Law.

 

3.4. Updating of Data of a Structure and Group of Premises

100. Criteria for updating of data of a structure:

100.1. rebuilding, reconstruction, renovation of a structure, group of premises has occurred;

100.2. the type of use of a structure or group of premises has been changed;

100.3. forfeiture prohibition has been imposed or removed for a structure as a separate immovable property object;

100.4. changes have occurred in the encumbrance of the immovable property object of the structure;

100.5. the address of the structure or group of premises has been specified or changed;

100.6. a notation regarding the features of unauthorised construction has been changed; and

100.7. a feature regarding non-imposing the immovable property tax on the structure or group of premises in accordance with the Law On Immovable Property Tax has been changed.

 

101. The following data regarding the structure or group of premises shall be updated in accordance with local government documents:

101.1. address, if a new address is specified;

101.2. the type of use of a structure or group of premises;

101.3. a notation regarding the features of unauthorised construction; and

101.4. a feature regarding non-imposing the immovable property tax on the structure or group of premises in accordance with the Law On Immovable Property Tax.

 

102. The following data regarding the structure or group of premises shall be updated in the State information system:

102.1. in accordance with the State Address Register – the address, if the present address has been changed; and

102.2. in accordance with the State Inspection for Heritage Protection – the encumbrance of the immovable property, if the status of the State protected cultural monument. 

 

3.5. Updating of Data of Immovable Property and Apartment Property

103. Criteria for updating of data of immovable property and apartment property

103.1. the cadastre subject or the undivided share of the immovable property owned by the cadastre subject has been changed after a transaction;

103.2. changes have been made in the personal data of the cadastre subject;

103.3. the name of the immovable property (in a rural area) has been changed;

103.4. the immovable property has been put into service;

103.5. the immovable property or a part thereof has been leased; or

103.6. the immovable property has been entered into the Land Register and a part of the Land Register has been granted thereto. 

 

104. The following data of the immovable property and apartment property shall be updated in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the submission of the cadastre subject and a deed of the transaction:

104.1. the cadastre subject and undivided share of the immovable property or apartment property owned by him or her; and

104.2. the composition of the immovable property or apartment property.

 

105. The following data of the immovable property and apartment property shall be updated in accordance with the State information systems:

105.1. in accordance with the State Unified Computerised Land Register – the part number of the immovable property and owner;

105.2. in accordance with the Population Register – a cadastre subject’s – natural person’s – the given name, surname, address; and

105.3. in accordance with the Commercial Register or taxpayer register of the State Revenue Service – the cadastre subject’s - legal person’s – name, registration number and address.

 

106. The following data of the immovable property and apartment property shall be updated in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the documents of the local government:

106.1. the name of the immovable property (in a rural area);

106.2. the payer of immovable property tax;

106.3. the immovable property of local government or part thereof leased and lessee. 

 

107. The data regarding the immovable property (possession) of the State authority or the part thereof leased and lessee shall be updated in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the documents of the State authorities.

 

108. An undivided share of a joint property of all apartment properties registered in a multi-apartment house shall be re-calculated, if the area of objects present in a joint property has changed. The sum of the undivided shares of a joint property shall form a unit.

4. Registration and Updating of the Encumbrances of an Object of Immovable Property

109. The encumbrance of an object of immovable property shall be registered in the Cadastre information system – the territory or structure of the unit of land, where in accordance with regulatory enactment, contract or adjudication of the court the restriction for rights of use or restriction of economic activity has been specified.

 

110. The encumbrance of an immovable property object shall be registered in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the cadastral survey documents, documents regarding establishment of servitude of right of way and encumbrance of the immovable property object and in accordance with the State information systems, which maintain protection zones and special areas of conservation and other objects, which cause encumbrances for the immovable property object.

 

111. The following data shall be registered in the Cadastre information system regarding the encumbrance surveyed in the area in accordance with the documents of land cadastral survey: 

111.1. sequence number in the unit of land;

111.2. the classification code and description of the encumbrance of the immovable property object;

111.3. a description of the encumbrance of the particular immovable property object and the name of the object causing encumbrance;

111.5. the area of the territory of encumbrance of the particular immovable property object and the unit of measurement thereof; and

111.5. the spatial data – border (outline) of the encumbrance of the immovable property object.

 

112. The encumbrance of the immovable property object shall be entered in the Cadastre information system without cadastral survey, if:

112.1. a cadastre subject submits for registration a document regarding establishment of a servitude of a right of way and graphic annex thereof – land border plan, in which the location of the servitude of right of way is marked;

112.2. the State Inspection for Heritage Protection shall provide information regarding the status of the cultural monument for a structure; and

112.3. the relevant regional environmental board of the State Environment Service provides the information regarding the location of the unit of land in the polluted area.

 

113. The encumbrance of the immovable property object from the State information systems which maintain protection zones, special areas of conservation and other objects which cause encumbrances for the immovable property object, the State Land Service shall determine digitally linking the border map of encumbered territories with the data of the Cadastre information system. The following information shall be registered in the Cadastre information system:

113.1. the classification code and description of the encumbrance of the immovable property object;

113.2. the area of the territory of encumbrance of the immovable property object of the unit of land and the unit of measurement thereof; and

113.3. the border (outline) of the encumbrance of the immovable property object.

 

114. The encumbrances of the immovable property object specified digitally shall be used for the cadastral assessment and preparation of the information for the cadastral survey in the unit of land.

 

115. A cadastre statement shall be prepared for the encumbrances referred to in Paragraph 111 and 112 of these Regulations for entering of the encumbrance of the immovable property object in the Land Register.

 

116. The encumbrances of the immovable property object shall be updated, if the following documents are submitted:

116.1. cadastral survey documents or documents regarding establishment of servitude of the right of way; and

116.2. data from the State information systems which maintain protection zones, special areas of conservation and other objects, which cause encumbrances for immovable property object.

 

117. An entry regarding encumbrance of the immovable property object shall be deleted from the Cadastre information system, if:

117.1. the cadastral survey document does not contain the data regarding the encumbrance of the immovable property object, which is registered in the Cadastre information system;

117.2. data from the State information systems, which maintain protection zones, special areas of conservation and other objects, which cause encumbrances for the immovable property object, do not contain information regarding encumbrance of the immovable property object, which has been previously entered in the Cadastre information system; and

117.3. a document regarding the termination of servitude of the right of way has been submitted.

5. Principles for Creating of the Identifier for a Cadastre Object

118. The State Land Service shall determine the cadastral territories, which are divided in cadastre groups, for ensuring the identifier for a cadastre object:

118.1. a cadastral territory is a relative territory registered in the Cadastre information system and displayed on the cadastre map in accordance with the administratively territorial allotment of the Republic of Latvia as of 1 May 1996; and

118.2. a cadastre group is a part of cadastral territory.

 

119. Cadastral designations shall be created in accordance with the hierarchy principle, which has been specified in accordance with Paragraphs 120, 121, 122 and 123 of these Regulations.

 

120. The cadastral designation for a unit of land shall be created from 11 figures:

120.1. the four figure code of the cadastral territory;

120.2. the three figure code of the cadastre group; and

120.3. the serial number of the unit of land in the cadastre group (four figure code).

 

121. The cadastral designation for a structure shall be created from 14 figures:

121.1. the cadastral designation of that unit of land on which a structure is located at the time of registration; and

121.1. the serial number of the structure in the unit of land (three figure code).

 

122. The cadastral designation for a group of premises shall be created from 17 figures:

122.1. the cadastral designation of that structure, in which a group of premises is located; and

122.2. the serial number of the group of premises in the structure (three figure code).

 

123. The cadastral designation of a part of the unit of land shall be created from 15 figures:

123.1. the cadastral designation of that unit of land on which a part of the unit of land is formed;

123.2. indications to a part of the unit of land (figure 8); and

123.3. the serial number of the part of the unit of land in the unit of land (three figure code).

6. Procedures for Granting of the Identifier of the Person

124. Persons who initiate formation of the cadastre object and for whom an identifier of the person is not be granted in accordance with regulatory enactments, shall be granted it in the Cadastre information system.

 

125. The identifier of the person, which is granted in the cadastre information system, shall be changed after the receipt of the information from the Population Register.

7.  Content of the Cadastre Data and Cadastre Map

126. The content of the data to be maintained in the Cadastre information system is indicated in Annex 1 to these Regulations.

 

127. The cadastre map shall be made as a digital overview map regarding the mutual location the unit of land, structures, encumbrances of the immovable property object and parts of the units of land in the territory and location of the groups of premises in the structure. The digital cadastral survey data of the immovable property objects in the form of vector data shall be used for the creation thereof.

 

128. The network of right angle co-ordinates of the map shall comply with the Latvian Geodesic Coordinate System LKS-92.

 

129. The cadastre objects on the cadastre map shall be displayed in accordance with cadastral survey accuracy.

 

130. Certainty of the cadastre map scale in cities and villages shall be 1:2 000 and in rural areas – 1:10 000.

 

131. Cadastral designation of the cadastre object shall be indicated in cadastre map and the following spatial data shall be indicated:

131.1. the borders of the unit of land;

131.2. the border points of the unit of land;

131.3. the outline of the structure and the layout on the unit of land; 

131.4. the outline of the group of premises and the layout in the structure;

131.5. the borders of the part of the unit of land;

131.6. the border points of the part of the unit of land; and

131.7. the border of the territory covered by the encumbrance of the immovable property objects and identifier thereof.

 

132. The cadastral territory and borders, names, codes and numbers of the cadastre groups shall be displayed on the cadastre map in accordance with Annex 2 to these Regulations.

8. Procedures for Correction of Cadastre Data

133. The Sate Land Service shall correct the cadastre data in the Cadastre information system, if a person determines non-compliance with the cadastre data or cadastre documents with the information of documents submitted to the State Land Service.

 

134. If the non-compliance referred to in Paragraph 133 of these Regulations is determined by the local government or the State authority, it shall notify the State Land Service or the territorial unit of the State Land Service.

 

135. If the non-compliance referred to in Paragraph 133 of these Regulations is determined by a cadastre subject, he or she shall submit a submission to the territorial unit of the State Land Service to which the original of the cadastre documents is attached.

 

136. The cadastre subject shall indicate the following information:

136.1. the addressee (the name of the relevant territorial unit of the State Land Service);

136.2. a natural person – the given name, surname, personal identity number or a legal person – the name, address, registration number; 

136.3. non-compliance of the cadastre data determined in the cadastre document; and

136.4. a document, which contains the relevant data on the basis of which the data shall be changed in the Cadastre information system.

 

137. If the State Land Service has determined, that the cadastre data are incorrect, they shall be immediately corrected and, if necessary, new cadastre documents shall be prepared, at the same time cancelling the previously issued cadastre document.

 

138. If after the check of the document submitted by a person and documents present in the immovable property file it is determined, that the data of the Cadastre information system complies with the documents at the disposal of the State Land Service, the person shall be informed in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments and the document submitted shall be returned.

9. Procedures for Updating of Cadastre Data

139. The State Land Service shall ensure the operation of the Cadastre information system and security of the cadastre data in accordance with the requirements specified in regulatory enactments.

 

140. The Cadastre information system shall maintain the data in the centralised data base.

 

141. The cadastral value base shall be maintained in the Cadastre information system.

 

142. A copy of the full data of the Cadastre information system shall be prepared as of 1 January each year and transferred to the archive of the State Land Service up to 15 January.

 

143. The State Land Service shall grant the right for work with cadastre data in accordance with the contract for each user of the Cadastre information system. 

 

144. Data regarding the entering of the State information system data in the Cadastre information system shall be kept in the Cadastre information system.

10. Procedures by which the Object of Immovable Property Tax is Registered and the Data to be Entered

145. The object of immovable property tax in the Cadastre information system is a cadastre object or a part thereof in accordance with the Law On Immovable Property Tax , unless the data regarding a feature “not subject to tax” is received from the local government.

 

146. The feature “not subject to tax” shall be entered or removed in accordance with the data provided by the local government for the unit of land, structure, group of premises and a part of the unit of land.

 

147. The data of the immovable property tax prognosis in the form of a feature shall be entered in the Cadastre information system in accordance with regulatory enactments:

147.1. a politically repressed person;

147.2. an insolvent undertaking (company);

147.3. an undertaking (company) to be privatised;

147.4. a Special Economic Zone or free port; and 

147.5. not subject to tax.

11. Procedures for Deleting of the Entry Regarding the Cadastre Object

148. The entry regarding an object of immovable property in the Cadastre information system shall be deleted, if it is initiated by a cadastre subject, joining several objects of immovable property of one type into one. An entry regarding a structure in the Cadastre information system shall be also deleted, if the non-existence of the structure has been determined in a cadastral survey.

 

149. An entry regarding a cadastre object shall be deleted by performing the following actions:

149.1. initiate deleting the entry regarding the object of immovable property or a part of the unit of land;

149.2. prepare a deed regarding deleting of the cadastre object and cancellation of the cadastral designation or number in the Cadastre information system;

149.3. delete the entry regarding the cadastre object; 

149.4. cancel the cadastral survey file of the object of immovable property or a part of the unit of land; and

149.5. supplement the cadastre file of the immovable property.

 

150. A deed regarding the deleting of the cadastre object and cancellation of the cadastral designation in the Cadastre information system shall be attached to the cadastre file of the immovable property, in the composition of which is the object deleted.

 

151. In order to delete the entry regarding the unit of land, a file of a cadastral survey shall be submitted, if two or more units of land registered in the Cadastre information system have been registered.

 

152. Substantiation regarding the deletion of the entry of the part of the unit of land is a submission regarding the deletion of the part of the unit of land, which shall be submitted by the owner (if there is none – the legal possessor) of that immovable property, in the composition of which is a part of the unit of land.

 

153. Substantiation regarding the deletion of an entry regarding a structure is a deed prepared by the cadastral surveyor of the structure regarding non-existence of a structure, which is signed by the owner (if there is none – the legal possessor) of the structure.

 

154. If the owner (if there is none – the legal possessor) of the structure has not signed the deed regarding the non-existence of a structure, the feature “The structure has not been determined on site during cadastral survey” shall be registered for a structure in the Cadastre information system.

 

155. A deed regarding deletion of the cadastre object for a group of premises and cancellation of the cadastral designation in the Cadastre information system shall be prepared, if the group of premises is a separate object of an apartment property.

 

156. Entry regarding the group of premises in the Cadastre information system shall be deleted, if two or more groups of premises are joined into one group of premises or the entry regarding a structure is deleted, in the composition of which is a group of premises.

 

157. Entry regarding the immovable property or apartment property in the Cadastre information system shall be deleted, if the notification of the State Unified Computerised Land Register or a true copy of division issued by the Land Registry Office regarding joining of immovable properties or closing of immovable property division.

 

158. A deed regarding the deletion of cadastre object and cancellation of cadastre number in the Cadastre information system shall be attached to a cadastre file of immovable property, making a note, that the entry regarding immovable property is deleted from the Cadastre information system.

12. Closing Provisions

159. During a land reform the land under the jurisdiction of the State or local government and the land not granted for use shall be registered in the Cadastre information system as immovable property in accordance with the Law On State and Local Government Land Property Rights and Entry Thereof in the Land Registry”.

 

160. The local government in the administrative territory of which the unit of land is located shall be entered in the Cadastre information system as the cadastre subject of the land under jurisdiction of the local government.   

 

161. The State authority, on the name of which the immovable property is to be entered in the Land Registry in accordance with the Cabinet order submitted, shall be entered in the Cadastre information system as a cadastre object of the land under jurisdiction of the State. If documents are not submitted, the cadastre subject shall not be entered in the Cadastre information system.

 

162. During the land reform, on the basis of the decision of the local government regarding the granting of the land for use, the immovable property shall be registered in the Cadastre information system and a cadastre subject (user) shall be entered. The land units designed shall be registered in the Cadastre information system and displayed on the cadastre map in accordance with the referred to decision and a graphical annex thereof.

 

163. Up to the cadastral survey of all units of land, in displaying them on a cadastre map, the borders of units of land shall be updated, taking into account the high precision data of the cadastral survey and observing the following priorities:

163.1. the unit of land is surveyed;

163.2. the unit of land is determined; and

163.3. the unit of land is designed.

 

164. A person’s data shall be entered in the Cadastre information system during the land reform in accordance with the documents submitted. If a personal identity number is not granted to a person on the day of preparation or submission of a document, the person shall be entered with the identifier granted by the Cadastre information system.

 

165. Up to the completion of the privatisation process, in order to prepare the total amount of cadastral values foreseen for the objects subject to immovable property tax, the feature “Undertaking (company) to be privatised” shall be entered in the Cadastre information system.

 

166. Up to the registration of all groups of premises present in the building in the Cadastre information system or, if such information is not at the disposal of local government, the data regarding the area subject to immovable property tax shall be maintained in the Cadastre information system for the preparation of the lists of the immovable property taxpayers and taxable objects.

 

167. During the land reform structures shall be registered in the Cadastre information system on the basis of cadastral survey documents or mass survey documents of buildings.  If a cadastre subject has not submitted the documents attesting the possession of a structure, the user shall be entered in the cadastre information system in accordance with the data provided by the local government and State authorities or a notation shall be entered, that the possession of a structure is not ascertained.

 

168. If a structure has been registered in the Cadastre information system during the land reform on the basis of mass survey documents of buildings and the possession thereof is not ascertained, and, in performing the cadastral survey, a structure has not been determined on site, the entry regarding a structure shall be deleted from the Cadastre information system, on the basis of the document prepared by the performer of the cadastral survey.

 

169. The purpose of use of the immovable property and area corresponding thereto regarding the land under jurisdiction of the State shall be entered in the Land Registry in accordance with a document, which is submitted by the State authority, on behalf of which the land is to be entered on the name of the State up to the completion of the land reform.

 

170. Apartment properties obtained during a privatisation process shall be registered in the Cadastre information system on the basis of documents submitted by a person or data submitted by the authority, which performs the privatisation.

 

171. Up to the registration of the immovable property in the Land Registry the entry regarding immovable property in the Cadastre information system shall be deleted, if all entries regarding the objects of immovable property have been deleted or objects of immovable property have been added to other immovable property and if the following is submitted:

171.1. a decision of the local government or the State authority regarding the termination of the rights of use of land in accordance with Section 33 of the Law On Use of Land and Land Survey; 

171.2. a decision of the local government or the State authority regarding adding of all objects of the immovable property to other immovable property;

171.3. a deed regarding the non-existence of a structure, if a structure, regarding which the deed has been drawn up, is the only object of building (structure) property and a deed regarding the non-existence of a structure has been signed by the owner of the structure;

171.4. a deed regarding joining of two or more apartment properties into one apartment property; and

171.5. a decision which revokes a decision taken previously regarding division of a multi-purpose residential house into apartment properties.

 

172. Registration and updating of the encumbrances of an immovable property object in the Cadastre information system specified in Paragraph 113 of these Regulations in accordance with the State information systems shall be commenced starting from 1 January 2009.

 

173. The area of ameliorated utilised agricultural area shall be registered in the Cadastre information system in accordance with the cadastral survey documents up to 1 November 2007.

 

174. A declaration regarding the registration of the immovable property and the object of immovable property in the Cadastre information system shall be prepared starting from 1 March 2007.

 

175. Up to the entry of the apartment property in the Land Registry, a feature regarding the prohibition of alienation shall be imposed or removed in the Cadastre information system for the apartment, artist’s workshop, non-residential premises, which have been transferred in the ownership up to the privatisation of the house, on the basis of an adjudication of the court.

 

176. Up to the entry of the immovable property in the Land Registry, a feature regarding prohibition of alienation shall be imposed or removed for a structure on the basis of an adjudication of the court.

 

177. If the prohibition of alienation is registered in the Cadastre information system for the structure or apartment, artist’s workshop, non-residential premises, which has been transferred in the ownership up to the privatisation of the house, the prohibition of alienation shall be deleted from the Cadastre information system after the receipt of information from the State Unified Computerised Land Register regarding the entry of the immovable property or apartment property in the land Registry. 

 

178. Groups of premises shall be displayed in the cadastre map from 1 July 2008.
