Regulations regarding Growing and Marketing of Beet Seed
Issued pursuant to

Section 2, Clause 1, Sub-paragraph “a” of the Seed Circulation Law

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the growing and marketing of beet seed.

2. These Regulations shall apply to sugar beet and fodder beet (Beta vulgaris L.) (hereinafter – beet).

II. Seed Categories

3. Seed shall be categorised as follows:

3.1. breeder seed (BS);

3.2. pre-basic seed (PB);

3.3. basic seed (B); and

3.4. certified seed (C).

4. Breeder seed (BS) is a limited quantity of seed that ensures the maintenance of the varietal characteristics through several generations. Such seed shall be obtained and the propagation scheme thereof determined by the breeder or the successor in interest thereof (hereinafter – breeder).

5. Pre-basic seed (PB) is seed that:

5.1. is obtained directly from breeder seed (BS) under the supervision of the breeder, observing the generally accepted practices for maintenance of the variety;

5.2. is intended for the production of seed of the basic seed (B) and certified seed (C) categories;

5.3. conforms to the requirements of basic seed (B) as prescribed in these Regulations; and

5.4. is under the control of the State Plant Protection Service throughout the entire period of growing and processing of the seed.

6. Basic seed (B) is seed that:

6.1. is obtained from pre-basic seed (PB) or directly from breeder seed (BS);

6.2. is grown under the supervision of the breeder, observing the generally accepted practices for maintenance of the variety;

6.3. is intended for the production of seed of the certified seed (C) category;

6.4. conforms to the requirements of basic seed (B) as prescribed in these Regulations; and

6.5. is under the control of the State Plant Protection Service throughout the entire period of growing and processing of the seed.

7. Certified seed (C) is seed that:

7.1. is obtained directly from basic seed (B) or if the breeder so desires, also from seed of a higher category;

7.2. conforms to the requirements of certified seed (C) as prescribed in these Regulations;

7.3. is intended for the production of beet; and

7.4. is under the control of the State Plant Protection Service throughout the entire period of growing and processing of the seed.

8. Monogerm seed (D) genetically is monogerm seed.

9. Precision seed (E) is seed, which is intended to be used in precision drills. It gives only a single seedling.

III. Requirements Prescribed for Seed Growing
10. Each seed grower may grow seed of one or several varieties and categories if there are possibilities to ensure that seed of various varieties or categories do not mix.

11. The fields for variety seed growing shall be located where suitable previous plants have been grown, so as to maintain the varietal purity and prevent the spread of diseases and pests. Beet may be grown in fields where it has not been grown in the previous three years.

12. The minimum distances between seed growing fields of different varieties are specified in Annex 1 of these Regulations.

13. The number of diseased plants permitted in beet seed growing fields is specified in Annex 2 of these Regulations. The presence of wild oats (Avena fatua, Avena sterilis), winter wild oats (Avena ludoviciana) and quarantine weeds shall not be permitted in seed growing fields.

IV. Inspection of Seed Growing Fields

14. Inspectors of the State Plant Protection Service shall conduct a field inspection in order to evaluate the overall condition of seed growing fields, the conformity thereof to the requirements prescribed in Chapter III of these Regulations, and to determine varietal purity in accordance with Annex 3 of these Regulations.

15. Each year up to 1 June, seed growers shall submit to the State Plant Protection Service an application for inspection of fields of parental beet plants and seeds, which shall contain information regarding the quality of the seed sown and the area sowed.

16. Before inspecting a field, a State Plant Protection Service inspector shall acquaint himself or herself with documents attesting to the quality of the seed.

17. Inspection of a field shall be conducted during the vegetation period at such a development stage of the cultivated plant when the morphological features of the variety are most easily visible and the varietal purity can be determined most accurately, and when disease-infected plants can be recognised. Inspection of a field for basic seed (B) shall be conducted twice — in the first year and in the year of beet seed production; for certified seed (C) — only in the year of seed production.

18. If, in conducting field inspection or examining documentation regarding the seed sown, violations of these Regulations are determined or non-conformity of the sowing field to the category of seed to be tested is determined, the category of seed shall be reduced to the conforming category (specified in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations). If it is possible to eliminate the deficiencies, field inspection shall be repeated pursuant to the instructions of the State Plant Protection Service inspector.

19. If a sowing field fails to conform to the requirements prescribed in Chapter III or Annex 3 of these Regulations, the sowing field shall be considered to be unusable for seed growing and the harvest obtained shall not be included in further seed testing.

V. Seed Quality Testing

20. The State Plant Protection Service inspector shall take a sample of each processed seed lot in order to determine seed quality.

21. A seed sample shall be taken from a homogeneous seed lot. If there is evidence that a seed lot is not sufficiently homogeneous and does not conform to the Rules of the International Seed Testing Association (ISTA), testing of the seed lot shall be refused.

22. The weight of a seed lot from which a sample is taken shall not exceed 20 000 kg. A 5% deviation is permitted from the specified maximum seed lot weight. The maximum number of seed in a lot (coated, encrusted, pelleted, in bands) may be up to 1 000 000 000 (10 000 units with 100 000 seed each). The weight of a seed lot together with the coating material may not exceed 42 000 kg (40 000 kg + 5%).
23. If a seed lot exceeds the weight specified in Paragraph 22 of these Regulations, it shall be divided into several seed lots.

24. An average sample shall be taken from a seed lot the weight of which shall not be less than 1100 g and it shall be used as follows:

24.1. for determination of seed quality characteristics — 500 g;

24.2. for post-control of seed — 500 g; and

24.3. for determination of moisture and pest infestation — 100 g (placed in hermetically sealed packaging).

25. The remaining portion of the sample for the determination of the seed quality characteristics shall be stored for at least a year. The remaining portion of the post-control seed sample shall be stored long enough to fully ensure testing of the sample.

26. The quality requirements for beet seed are set out in Annex 4 of these Regulations.

27. If the germination of seed from a seed lot of pre-basic (PB) or basic (B) category as determined by analysis does not conform to the minimum seed germination specified in Annex 4 of these Regulations, after receipt of a permit from the State Plant Protection Service, seed with reduced germination may be certified. A special label shall specify the seed germination, the seed lot number, as well as the surname of the trader (name for a legal person) and address.

VI. Packaging of Seed

28. Beet seed shall be marketed packaged. Seed packages shall be sealed or repackaged under the supervision of the State Plant Protection Service. The packer of seed shall guarantee the seed quality.

29. The weight of seed in one package shall not exceed 20 kg but upon a written request from a purchaser the weight of seed may be also larger. Packaging material shall be selected such as to ensure the preservation of seed quality and weight and prevent the mixing of seed.

30. In small packages monogerm or precision seed of certified seed (C) category shall not exceed 100 000 clusters or 2.5 kg of net weight, other seed – 10 kg of net weight.

31. In sealing the seed packages there shall be a label attached on the outside of the package the colour and the size of which label conforms to the requirements prescribed in Annex 5 of these Regulations.

VII. Labelling of Seed Packages

32. Labels may be with a string-hole, adhesive, or for sewing on. A label may be replaced with a seal that contains the content of the label. If the seed packaging is transparent, the label may be placed inside, ensuring that the label is legible. If adhesive or non-tear labels or seals are not used, a document (Annex 6) in the colour of the label shall be inserted in the package. The typographic presentation of the document shall differ from the label so as not to confuse them.
33. If a label is used with a string-hole, the attachment of the label shall have a seal placed on it.

34. Packaging for seed which conforms to pre-basic (PB), basic (B) and certified (C) seed categories (except small seed packages of the certified seed (C) category) shall be labelled (also repeatedly) under the supervision of the State Plant Protection Service. The information to be included on the label is specified in Annex 6 of these Regulations.

35. A packer’s label shall be attached to small seed packages of the certified seed (C) category (Annex 7).

36. Seed which has not been finally certified, but which has been harvested:

36.1. in another state and meets the requirements of the Seed Circulation Law shall undergo final certification in Latvia. Seed shall be packaged and labelled in accordance with the requirements of the Seed Circulation Law and Chapters VI and VII of these Regulations. An appropriate label and accompanying documents shall be attached to seed packages (Annex 8); or
36.2. in Latvia and is intended to be certified in another state shall be packaged under supervision of the State Plant Protection Service. Seed shall be packaged and labelled in accordance with the requirements of the Seed Circulation Law and Chapters VI and VII of these Regulations. An appropriate label and accompanying documents shall be attached to seed packages (Annex 8).
37. If the quality of a seed lot fails to meet the requirements specified and may not be attested with a seed certificate, lot labels for seed of pre-basic (PB), basic (B) and certified (C) seed categories (except seed of certified seed (C) category in small packages) shall be destroyed under the supervision of the State Plant Protection Service.

38. If seed has been treated with biological agents, plant protection products or chemicals, this shall be indicated on the label.

39. If a beet variety has been genetically modified, it shall be indicated on the label, as well as in the seed documentation.

VIII. Marketing of Seed

40. Marketing of seed shall be permitted after it has been recognised as pre-basic (PB), basic (B) or certified (C) seed.

41. The purchaser loses the right to raise objections against the seed trader if he or she:

41.1. has acquired seed without a label conforming to these Regulations;

41.2. has changed or damaged the seed packaging; or

41.3. has not complied with the seed storage requirements specified in these Regulations.

42. The seed trader, at the request of a purchaser, shall present the documents referred to in Paragraph 48 of these Regulations, which show the term of validity.

IX. Registration of Seed Growers, Seed Processors, Packers and Traders

43. The State Plant Protection Service shall register seed growers, seed processors, packers and traders, and shall issue seed grower and seed trader registration certificates.

44. In order to register in the Register of Seed Growers and Seed Traders, a seed grower, seed processor, packer or trader shall submit to the State Plant Protection Service an appropriate submission (Annex 9) and a description of the material and technical facilities of the seed processing, packing and trading (hereinafter — description), specifying the ownership thereof, as well as the plans and the area (ha) of fields intended for seed growing.

45. The State Plant Protection Service shall within 10 working days evaluate the submitted submission and description, take a decision regarding registration of a seed grower, seed processor, packer or trader in the Register of Seed Growers and Seed Traders or refusal of registration. If a decision regarding registration in the Register of Seed Growers and Seed Traders is taken, the State Plant Protection Service shall issue the seed grower, seed processor, packer or wholesaler a registration certificate (Annex 10) and assign a specific code. The first two digits of the code shall indicate the address of the seed grower (first two digits of the district postal code), the other digits — the sequential number of the seed grower.
46. If the State Plant Protection Service has received a written submission from a seed grower, seed processor, packer or trader regarding removal from the Register, or has determined that the requirements specified in these Regulations have not been observed, and a report has been drawn up in respect thereof, the registration shall be annulled within a period of two weeks from receipt of the submission or drawing up of a report. The decision regarding annulment of registration shall be notified to the seed grower, seed processor, packer or trader within five working days.

X. Seed Documentation

47. The State Plant Protection Service, based on the results of field inspection and testing of seed samples, shall issue to seed growers, seed processors, packers and traders registered in the Register of Seed Growers and Seed Traders a document attesting to the seed quality.

48. A seed certificate shall be issued if the seed quality conforms to the requirements specified for the relevant seed category and inspection of seed growing fields has been performed.

49. A seed certificate (Annex 11) is a document attesting to seed quality. If the quality of seed does not conform to the requirements of these Regulations, the State Plant Protection Service shall issue a report regarding the seed testing results (Annex 12). The seed certificate or the report referred to shall be issued within three working days after the testing of a seed sample has been completed.
50. If any one indicator obtained from a full testing of a seed lot fails to conform to the requirements specified for the relevant seed category, as well as if only separate indicators have been tested, a report regarding seed testing results shall be issued. The report referred to may also indicate the possibilities for improving seed quality (if there are such possibilities).

51. The term of validity for a seed certificate, from the day the analysis of seed germination is completed, shall be:

51.1. eight months — for all seed; and

51.2. three months — for seed contaminated with ticks and other live pests (seed in which ticks or other live pests have spread) which damage seed during storage.

52. If it is desired to extend the term of validity of seed certificate, the State Plant Protection Service shall perform a repeat inspection of the seed prior to the expiry of the seed certificate term of validity for the determination of germination and pest contamination.

53. If the seed germination indicator, determined in a repeat analysis prior to the expiry of the seed certificate term of validity, conforms to the requirements of the previously determined seed category, the State Plant Protection Service shall issue an annex (Annex 13) to the seed certificate, which shall state the new term of validity for the seed certificate.

54. Seed growers and traders shall maintain a seed stock register. In the register seed processing operations and types of usage of all relevant seed varieties shall be recorded, stating the amount of seed (in kilograms) utilised for each activity. The accuracy of entries shall be attested by the signature of the seed owner or a person authorised by him or her. For commercial transactions, the purchaser shall also be recorded.
55. A seed trader shall attest to the seed quality with a copy of the seed certificate, on which the amount of seed sold to the particular purchaser shall be written. If the seed certificate has been issued by the State Plant Protection Service, the seed trader shall attest to the seed quality with a copy of the seed certificate. Each year by 1 June the seed trader shall submit information regarding the issued copies of the seed certificate to the State Plant Protection Service.
XI. Post-control of Seed in Field Plots

56. In order to confirm that varietal identity and purity during the seed propagation process has been ensured and retained, post-control of seed shall be performed in field plots.

57. Post-control of seed shall be performed in accordance with Section 10 of the Seed Circulation Law.

58. Post-control shall be performed on the following categories of seed cultivated in the State:

58.1. all pre-basic seed (PB) and basic seed (B); and

58.2. not less than 30% of certified seed (C).

59. The results of post-control of seed performed by the State Plant Protection Service shall be made public. If during post-control it is determined that any seed lot does not meet the varietal identity and varietal purity requirements, the State Plant Protection Service may cancel the certificate of the relevant seed lot. The State Plant Protection Service shall notify the seed grower, seed processor, packer or trader of the decision taken within five working days.
XII. Closing Provisions

60. Annex 6, Part A, Paragraph 1 and Annex 7, Paragraph 1 shall come into force on 1 May 2004.

61. Cabinet Regulation No. 467 of 5 December 2000, Regulations on Growing and Marketing of Beet Seed (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2001, No. 2) is repealed.

Cabinet Regulation No. 646

Minimum Distances Between Seed Growing Fields of Individual Varieties

1. The minimum distance between seed growing fields of sugar beet and fodder beet or other type of beet (Beta vulgaris L.) shall be the following:

1.1. if sowing basic seed (B) – 1000 m; and

1.2. if sowing certified seed (C) – 1000 m.

2. The minimum distance between sugar beet seed growing fields shall be the following:

2.1. if sowing basic seed (B) – 1000 m;

2.2. if sowing certified seed (C):

2.2.1. for diploid, as well as tetraploid sugar beet pollen sources – 600 m;

2.2.2. for diploid, as well as diploid sugar beet pollen sources – 300 m;

2.2.3. for tetraploid, as well as tetraploid sugar beet pollen sources – 300 m;

2.2.4. for tetraploid, as well as diploid sugar beet pollen sources – 600 m;

2.2.5. for sugar beet without using sterilisation of male plants – 300 m; and

2.2.6. for other seed not included in Sub-paragraphs 2.2.1, 2.2.2, 2.2.3, 2.2.4 and 2.2.5 of this Annex – 1000 m.

3. The minimum distance between fodder beet seed growing fields shall be the following:

3.1. if sowing basic seed (B) – 1000 m;

3.2. if sowing certified seed (C):

3.2.1. for diploid, as well as tetraploid fodder beet pollen sources – 600 m;

3.2.2. for diploid, as well as diploid fodder beet pollen sources – 300 m;

3.2.3. for tetraploid, as well as tetraploid fodder beet pollen sources – 300 m;

3.2.4. for tetraploid, as well as diploid fodder beet pollen sources – 600 m;

3.2.5. for fodder beet without using sterilisation of male plants – 300 m; and

3.2.6. for other seed not included in Sub-paragraphs 3.2.1, 3.2.2, 3.2.3, 3.2.4 and 3.2.5 of this Annex – 1000 m.

4. The minimum distance between beet seed growing fields with unknown diploidy is 600 m. Diploidy is considered to be unknown also if in the Latvian catalogue of plant varieties diploidy is not specified.

5. The minimum distances specified in Paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this Annex may be disregarded if there is sufficient protection against undesired foreign pollination.

6. The minimum distances specified in Paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this Annex shall also apply to isolation from fields growing beet for root production and Chenopodiaceae plants which flower at the same time as the seed growing fields.

7. Isolation shall not be necessary if one and the same pollinator is used in beet seed fields.

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Beet Seed Quality Requirements

I. Sugar beet
1. Monogerm seed:

1.1. minimum germination for pure seed — 80%;

1.2. minimum purity — 97%;

1.3. maximum admixture of seed of other plant species — 0.3%;

1.4. moisture content – not more than 15.0 %;

1.5. at least 90% of the germinated clusters shall give single seedlings; and

1.6. the number of clusters giving three or more seedlings may not exceed 5% of the germinated clusters.

2. Precision seed:

2.1. minimum germination for pure seed — 75%;

2.2. minimum purity — 97%;

2.3. maximum admixture of seed of other plant species — 0.3%;

2.4. moisture content – not more than 15.0%;

2.5. at least 70% of the germinated clusters shall give single seedlings; and

2.6. the number of clusters giving three or more seedlings may not exceed 5% of the germinated clusters.

3. Multigerm seed with diploidy exceeding 85%:

3.1. minimum germination for pure seed — 73%;

3.2. minimum purity — 97%;

3.3. maximum admixture of seed of other plant species — 0.3%; and

3.4. moisture content – not more than 15.0%.

4. Other seed:

4.1. minimum germination for pure seed — 68%;

4.2. minimum purity — 97%;

4.3. maximum admixture of seed of other plant species — 0.3 %; and

4.4. moisture content – not more than 15.0 %.

5. Inert admixture* may not exceed:

5.1. basic seed (B) — 1.0%; and

5.2. certified seed (C) — 0.5%.

II. Fodder Beet
6. Multigerm seed with diploidy exceeding 85%, monogerm seed and precision seed:

6.1. minimum germination for pure seed — 73%;

6.2. minimum purity — 97%;

6.3. maximum admixture of seed of other plant species — 0.3%;

6.4. moisture content – not more than 15.0%;

6.5. for monogerm seed at least 90% of the germinated clusters shall give single seedlings;

6.6. for precision seed:

6.6.1. with diploidy exceeding 85%, at least 58% of the germinated clusters shall give single seedlings;

6.6.2. for other seed at least 63% of the germinated clusters shall give single seedlings; and

6.7. for monogerm and precision seed the number clusters giving three and more seedlings shall not exceed 5% of the germinated clusters.

7. Other seed:

7.1. minimum germination for pure seed — 68%;

7.2. minimum purity — 97%;

7.3. maximum admixture of seed of other plant species — 0.3%; and

7.4. moisture content – not more than 15.0%.

8. Inert admixture* may not exceed:

8.1. basic seed (B) — 1.0%; and

8.2. certified seed (C) — 0.5%.

Note. *A sample from pelleted basic seed (B) and certified seed (C) shall be taken when they are not yet pelleted.

6. Declared net or gross weight of seed or number of pure seeds or clusters.

7. Species (indicate at least the botanical name (may be in abridged form) in roman characters).

8. Species (indicate in roman characters) and indication “cukurbietes” [sugar beet] or “lopbaribas bietes” [fodder beet].

9. Category.

10. Month and year packaged, or month and year of last sampling.

11. If weight is indicated and granulated plant protection means, pelleting materials or other solid additives are used, the name of the additive, as well as the approximate ratio between the weight of seeds or clusters and the total weight shall be specified.

12. If germination of seed has been retested, the authority which performed the testing, as well as an indication “Atkārtoti novērtēts (mēnesis un gads)” [Restested (month and year)] shall be specified. Such information may be given on a sticker, which shall be attached to the official label.

13. Indication:

13.1. for monogerm seed – “viendīgsta” [monogerm]; and

13.2. for precision seed – “kalibrēta” [precision].

B. Content of the Document

1. Seed lot number.

2. Species (indicate at least the botanical name (may be in abridged form) in roman characters).

3. Species (indicate in roman characters) and indication “cukurbietes” [sugar beet] or “lopbaribas bietes” [fodder beet].

4. Indication:

4.1. for monogerm seed – “viendīgsta” [monogerm]; and

4.2. for precision seed – “kalibrēta” [precision].

10. If weight is indicated and granulated plant protection means, pelleting substances or other solid additives are used, the name of the additives, as well as the approximate ratio between the weight of seeds and clusters and the total weight shall be indicated.

11. Indication:

11.1. for monogerm seed – “viendīgsta” [monogerm]; and

11.2. for precision seed – “kalibrēta” [precision].
