Procedures for the Calculation of the Costs of Construction, Operation and Maintenance of Amelioration Systems, the Distribution and Settling of Accounts thereof 
Issued pursuant to

Section 26, Paragraph two of 

the Amelioration Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the calculation of the costs of construction, operation and maintenance measures for common-use amelioration systems (hereinafter – system), and the distribution and settling of accounts thereof. 

2. In order to respectively divide the amount of a disbursement of a measure among the owners or legal possessors of the land, the owners, legal possessors or a person authorised thereby shall submit to the relevant regional agricultural office of the Rural Support Service (hereinafter – Office) a joint application regarding the distribution of the disbursement.

3. The Office shall distribute the amount of the disbursement of the measure in proportion with the benefit to be acquired through the relevant land properties or legal possessions from the opportunities of drainage, irrespective of the utilisation of such opportunities.

4. In order to divide the amount of disbursement of the measure amongst the owners of the land or legal possessors, the Office shall:

4.1. specify in the system report plan (M 1:10000):

4.1.1. the border of the catchment basin of the amelioration system affected by the measure;

4.1.2. the borders of the land properties or legal possessions affected by the measure;

4.1.3. the areas of the land properties or legal possessions affected by the measure;

4.1.4. the cadastral value of the land properties or legal possessions affected by the measure;

4.1.5. the contours of the differing sections of the land; and

4.2. divide the land area of each owner or legal possessor of land, which is affected by the implementation of the measure into distinct sections of the land, depending on the terrain and other indices, which characterise the effectiveness of the measure. 

5. The indicator Si of the disbursement amount shall be calculated for the owner or legal possessor of the land (S1;  S2; S3 … Sn) by utilising the following formula:
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where

F(1, 2, 3...n)  - the area (ha) of each distinct section of land; 

V(1, 2, 3...n)  - the average cadastral value of the land per hectare of each land holding or legal possession;

k – amelioration influence coefficient for each distinct section of land, k = 1.0 if the amelioration influence is high, - the relevant area is located on a low, flat terrain and the undisturbed operation of amelioration systems is restored therein after the measure, k = 0.5 if the amelioration influence is low, - the relevant area is located on a high, hilly terrain and the undisturbed operation of amelioration systems was ensured therein also prior to the implementation of the measure.

6. If a measure is being implemented in the right-of-way of a motor road, railway, in a building territory or at the border of a motorway, railway, building territory:

6.1. the average cadastral value of land per hectare of those land holdings or legal possessions shall be calculated within the borders of which the system is located, by using the following formula:
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; 

6.2. an appropriate coefficient shall be used: 

6.2.1. k1 = 2.0 – the influence of the implementation of the measure in the right-of-way zone of a motorway; 

6.2.2. k2 = 1.5 - the influence of the implementation of the measure in the right-of-way zone of a railway; and

6.2.3. k3 = 1,2 – the influence of the implementation of the measure in a building territory.

7. The costs in per cent (M1; M2; M3 … Mn) of the measure of each land owner or legal possessor shall be calculated by utilising the following formula:
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- the indicator of the amount of the costs of all of the landowners or legal possessors, which is the sum of indicators of the amount of costs for each landowner or legal possessor.
8. The Office shall, in accordance with the procedures specified in the Administrative Procedure Law, inform in writing the submitters regarding the calculations performed, and shall add to the information the payment estimate.

9. Payments with the providers of construction, maintenance and operation services shall be settled by the owners or legal possessors of the land within the borders of which the system is located or by a person authorised by the owners or legal possessors of the land.
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
