Procedures for the Determination of the Order and Amount of Payments for Out-of-Family Care Services

Issued pursuant to

Section 30, paragraph one 

of the Protection of the Rights of the Child Law 

1. Procedures for the determination of the order and amount of payments for out-of-family care services (hereinafter – service).

2. If the child is placed in a State financed childcare institution, payment for the service shall be requested by the Social Service Board ( hereinafter – Board ). If the child is placed in a local government childcare institution or with a foster family, the local government requests payment for this service.

3. Payment for the care service provided to the child shall be requested by either the Board or local government in equal amounts from both parents, who have had the right of care or custody taken away.

4. The size of the maximum payment may not exceed the State determined average cost for the maintenance of one child (without capital investment and humanitarian aid ) in a childcare institution.

5. The Board shall calculate the average cost of the maintenance of one child in a childcare institution for the time period from 1 July of the current year to 30 June of the following year, based upon the summary statement of State statistics regarding the average cost to the State of the maintenance of one child (without capital investment and humanitarian aid ) in a childcare institution specified by childcare institution operations.

6. The Board 10 days after the monthly average cost to the State for the maintenance of one child has been calculated, but not later than by 15 June of the current year shall inform the local government regarding the specified average monthly cost for the next payment period. The relevant information shall be published in the newspaper Latvijas Vēstnesis [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia].

7. The amount of payment for the service provided for a child by the childcare institution in which the child has been placed, shall be determined by the Board or the local government, based on the average monthly cost for the maintenance of one child specified in the State, but not exceeding the amount referred to in Paragraph 4 of this Regulation.

8. The amount of payment regarding childcare in a foster family shall be formed from the benefit paid by the local government for maintenance of the child and the allowance for the acquisition of clothes and soft goods.

9. The accounting period is one month. In the case of an incomplete month, in which the child has been located in out-of-family care, the accounting period shall conform to the actual number of days.

10. Payment for the services provided to the child by the childcare institution shall be paid into the State basic budget revenues, if the child was placed in a childcare institution funded by the State. Payment for the services provided to the child by the childcare institution shall be paid into the bank account of the local government, if the child was placed in a childcare institution funded by the local government or with a foster family.

11. The Board or local government shall send an invoice regarding payment for the service to the parents, within a period of 10 days after the child has been placed in a childcare institution or with a foster family.

12. If the parents, who have the right of care taken away, actively involve themselves in resolving of their problems, which were the basis for the taking away of their care rights, the Board or local government shall not request from the parents payment for the services.
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
