Regulations regarding the Procedures for Checks in the Field of Carriage by Road
Issued pursuant to

Section 14, Paragraph one, Clause 3 

of the Law on the Structure of the Cabinet

I. General Provisions

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for checks in the field of carriage by road. These Regulations shall be binding to all natural persons and legal persons that, regardless of the type of ownership, carry passengers or freights (hereinafter – carriers), and to the services that control the carriage of passengers and freight.

2. The purpose of a check is to achieve the aim that the carriage of passengers and freight (hereinafter – carriage) shall be carried out in accordance with the requirements of the regulatory enactments of the Republic of Latvia and with the international agreements binding to the Republic of Latvia and that the protection of the interests of the State, carriers and consumers shall be ensured.

3. A check shall be carried out by the following control services:

3.1. the Road Transport Administration in accordance with internal regulatory enactments issued by the Minister for Transport;

3.2. the control services of the republic city councils and district councils (hereinafter – local government) or the relevant institutions (officials) authorised by the local governments in accordance with the procedures approved by the relevant local government;

3.3. carrier control services in accordance with the internal procedures approved by the relevant carrier; and

3.4. at the border control points of the Republic of Latvia on the border of the Republic of Latvia and the Russian Federation, on the border of the Republic of Latvia and the Republic of Belarus, as well as in ports:

3.4.1. the State Border Guard shall check:

3.4.1.1. documents approving the right to drive a road vehicle of the relevant category;

3.4.1.2. a road vehicle’s registration documents ;

3.4.1.3. a road vehicle owner’s mandatory civil liability insurance documents;

3.4.1.4. authorisation for utilisation of a road vehicle, if the owner of the road vehicle is not present in the vehicle upon the vehicle’s leaving Latvia ;

3.4.1.5. technical status of a road vehicle;

3.4.1.6. regular route permits for international bus routes; and

3.4.1.7. the presence of a list of passengers (form), making a notation regarding the compliance of the actual situation with that referred to in the list of passengers (form) determined during the check, except in cases where the carriage is carried out in accordance with a permit for regular international bus routes;

3.4.2. the customs authorities shall check for:

3.4.2.1. a permit for the carriage of large dimension freights and heavy loads;

3.4.2.2. compliance with the requirements of the regulations for the securing of freight;

3.4.2.3. a vehicle’s actual mass or axle-weight and dimensions;

3.4.2.4. observance of the requirements of the regulations for carriage of dangerous goods, drawing up a checklist for the carriage of dangerous goods in three copies (Annex) for each road vehicle checked. The first copy of the checklist shall be stored by the control institution, the second copy shall be issued to the driver of the checked vehicle, and the third copy shall be sent to the Road Transport Administration;

3.4.2.5. the presence of an international transport permit (for example, for bilateral carriage, transit traffic to or from the third countries, combined carriage, single trip, multiple trips, carriage of the ro-ro type) defined in international agreements and deeds regarding carriage by road for a vehicle registered in foreign countries, the compliance of the permit with the carriage in relation to other documents and information regarding consignors and consignees; customs authorities shall also make notations in permits and register them in accordance with the instructions issued by the Minister for Finance and the Minister for Transport; and

3.4.2.6. the presence of a border crossing permit for road vehicles registered in the Republic of Latvia, a licence card for entrepreneurial activity, a self-carriage certificate, a copy of a European Community permit and a European Community driver attestation (if the driver is not a citizen of a Member State of the European Union);

3.5. The State Border Guard, in addition to the check referred to in Clause 3.4.1 of these Regulations and in accordance with the international agreements and the deeds regarding carriage binding on Latvia, shall control for the presence of international transport permits determined for road transport at the border control points on the border of the Republic of Latvia and the Republic of Estonia, as well as on the border of the Republic of Latvia and the Republic of Lithuania and shall make notations in the referred to permits if the road transport vehicle has been registered in a country other than a Member State of the European Union. 

4. Control services shall be co-ordinated and methodological management shall be organised by the Ministry of Transport.

5. When performing supervision and control, the Road Transport Administration shall, if necessary, co-operate and ensure the exchange of information with other control services of the State and local governments, the State Police, the local government police, customs authorities, the State Border Guard, the State Revenue Service and the State Labour Inspection. The relevant institutions shall mutually agree on the nature and extent of co-operation .

6. When performing a check, the control services of the State and local governments and the institutions (officials) authorised by the local governments shall, if necessary, co-operate with the State Border Guard, customs authorities, the State Revenue Service and the State Labour Inspection.

7. Employees of the control services referred to in Sub-paragraphs 3.1, 3.2 and 3.3 (hereinafter – a controller) shall, when performing the duties of their office, have a controller’s certificate of an official form. The form of the certificate shall be approved by the Minister for Transport, the relevant local government or the head of the carrier’s control service. A controller’s certificate shall include:
7.1. the name of the institution;

7.2. the certificate number;

7.3. the official’s position, given name and surname;

7.4. the certificate’s term of validity;

7.5. the controller’s rights, referred to in Paragraph 18 of these Regulations; and

7.6. the official’s photograph.

8. A controller shall be in uniform and, when starting the check, he or she shall announce his or her position, given name and surname. The controller’s certificate shall be presented upon the request of the person being checked. 
9. Control services may employ controllers only after the health and life thereof has been insured.

II. Procedures for Checks

10. The Road Transport Administration shall check the following in the territory of the State:

10.1. compliance with the provisions for the carriage of passengers (regular and irregular international and long-distance carriage);

10.2. compliance with the provisions for the carriage of freight, as well as compliance with the provisions for the carriage of dangerous goods. A checklist for carriage of dangerous goods shall be drawn up in two copies for each road vehicle checked. The first copy of the checklist shall be kept by the control institution, the second shall be issued to the driver of the checked road vehicle;
10.3. compliance with the provisions for the work and rest periods specified for drivers and the provisions for the utilisation of the equipment intended for the registration of these periods; annual checks shall be organised in such a way that: 

10.3.1. each year they cover not less than 1 per cent of the days worked by drivers of the vehicles to which the conditions for the work and rest regime apply; and

10.3.2. not less than 15 per cent of the total number of checked working days worked by vehicle drivers shall be checked at the roadside and 25 per cent – on the premises of an undertaking; 

10.4. the status and operation of bus stations and other bus line buildings if they are utilised for the servicing of international and long-distance carriage by road; and

10.5. compliance with the provisions for self-carriage of passengers and freight. 

11. The Road Transport Administration shall review infringements in the field of international transport by road, based on the documents, which have been received from foreign control institutions.

12. Upon agreement with the control service of the relevant local government and carriers, the Road Transport Direction has the right to perform the functions of the referred to service.

13. The republic city councils and district councils have the right to establish or authorise the relevant institutions (officials) to establish road transport control services which shall control the following in the administrative territory thereof:

13.1. compliance with the provisions for carriage of passengers from towns or districts (regular and irregular carriage);

13.2. compliance with the provisions for carriage by taxi;

13.3. compliance with the provisions for the work and rest periods determined for drivers and for the utilisation of the equipment intended for the registration of these periods; and

13.4. the status and operation of bus stations and other bus line buildings.

14. Upon agreement with the Road Transport Administration, the control services of local governments have the right to control compliance with the provisions for carriage referred to in Paragraph 10 of these Regulations in the local government’s territory, except for the provisions for international carriage.

15. Carrier control services have the right to control only the carriage conducted by their own undertaking.

16. A carrier, in accordance with a contract or agreement, has the right to co-operate with other control institutions when performing control functions.

17. Road vehicles shall usually be controlled while they are stopped at bus stations, stops, and at places where freight is loaded and issued, but for carriage of passengers – also while road vehicles are in operation. Control of international freight carriage shall usually be carried out at border crossing points, customs warehouses, ports, railway stations, and places where freight is loaded and issued.

III. Duties and Rights of Controllers

18. A controller has the right to:

18.1. request that a driver present the documents specified in the regulations for carriage;

18.2. seize a driver’s licence card, copy of the European Community permit, European Community driver attestation, self-carriage certificate, route permission, permit for carriage of large dimension freights and heavy loads, and the documents necessary for the carriage of dangerous goods, if the conditions for utilisation of these documents have been violated;

18.3. to be present in the territory of the undertaking to be controlled when controlling conformity with the regulations for carriage; and

18.4. to be present free of charge in an operating road vehicle during a check (except passenger and route taxis).

19. Upon the detection of an infringement, a controller shall evaluate the situation and determine the nature of the infringement, and shall make a decision to stop the illegal activity and punish the offender or draw up the relevant document regarding the infringement and shall send it in accordance with his or her jurisdiction.
