Regulations for the Health Insurance of Aliens

Issued pursuant to

Section 4, Paragraph one, Clause 3 and

Paragraph six of the

Immigration Law

1. These Regulations determine the cases where an alien may enter and reside in the Republic of Latvia without a health insurance policy (hereinafter – policy), as well as prescribe the procedures for the aliens’ health insurance and receipt of health care services in the Republic of Latvia. 

2. An alien may enter and reside in the Republic of Latvia without a policy if:

2.1. he or she uses a diplomatic or service (official) passport as a travel document;

2.2. he or she has received a visa with a note “diplomatic visa” or “service visa”;

2.3. he or she is a member of a foreign delegation and who enters the Republic of Latvia in an official visit or transits the territory of the Republic of Latvia;

2.4. other mutual procedures for the provision of health care services have been provided for in international agreements that are binding to the Republic of Latvia;

2.5. he or she has received a permanent residence permit in the Republic of Latvia;

2.6. he or she is a foreign military person who enters or resides in the Republic of Latvia in accordance with international agreements that are binding to the Republic of Latvia;

2.7. he or she is a foreign seafarer, who is signed off a ship and goes to his or her place of residence; or

2.8. he or she is a subject of such an international agreement binding to the Republic of Latvia, which specifies simplified procedures for the issuance of visas to border crossers, and the parity principle is observed.

3. An insurance institution (company) that is recognised or licensed in accordance with the procedures specified in the state where the policy is issued and the conditions of the issued policy thereby comply with the provisions referred to in Paragraphs 4 and 5 of these Regulations shall insure the health of an alien.

4. A policy shall guarantee the compensation of expenses for at least the following services that are related to health care:

4.1. emergency medical assistance;

4.2. medical treatment of an exacerbation of a chronic illness;

4.3. transportation to the nearest medical treatment institution in which the services referred to in Sub-paragraphs 4.1 and 4.2 of these Regulations are provided; and

4.4. transportation for conveyance back to the state of domicile in case of serious illness or death.

5. The minimum limit of the insurer liability indicated in a policy during the insurance period may not be less than:

5.1. 15 000 lats – for medical treatment expenses;

5.2. 15 000 lats – for conveyance back to the state of domicile in case of illness; and

5.3. 5 000 lats – for conveyance back to the state of domicile in case of death.

6. The period of validity of a policy may not be less than the intended time period of residence of an alien in the Republic of Latvia.

7. If the period of validity of a policy expires when an alien still has the right to reside in the Republic of Latvia, the period of validity of the current policy shall be extended or a new policy shall be purchased.

8. An alien shall receive health care services in the Republic of Latvia upon presenting a policy in accordance with the procedures specified by regulatory enactments regulating the field of medical treatment.

9. Diplomatic and consular representations of the Republic of Latvia, the State Border Guard and the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs, in accordance with the competence thereof, shall control the presence of policies as regards aliens.

10. The State Border Guard shall not control the presence of policies for aliens who have entered the Republic of Latvia and received visas after 1 May 2003.

11. The presence of policies as regards aliens who cross the border of the Republic of Latvia shall be controlled only in exceptional cases (if there are reasonable doubts regarding the presence of policies).
