Regulations Regarding the Guaranteed Minimum Income Level 
and the Amount of the Benefit for Ensuring the 
Guaranteed Minimum Income Level
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 36, Paragraph one

of the Social Services and Social Assistance Law

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the guaranteed minimum income level and the amount of the benefit for ensuring the guaranteed minimum income level.

 

2. The guaranteed minimum income level for a person shall be 37 lats per month.

3. A local government, in which a person has registered his or her place of residence, is entitled to determine a different guaranteed minimum income level, but not less than the income level specified in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations.

 

4. The maximum amount of the benefit to be disbursed to a family for ensuring the guaranteed minimum income level shall be three times the amount of the State social security benefit that is determined on 1 January of the respective year.

5. A local government is entitled to disburse benefit, the amount of which exceeds the restriction referred to in Paragraph 4 of these Regulations, to families with children, in which all able-bodied family members fulfil the duties of participation.
