Regulations Regarding Permits for Increasing Electricity Production Capacities or the Introduction of New Production Equipment
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 22, Paragraph one of the

Electricity Market Law

 

1. These Regulations prescribe the requirements to be met so that an electricity producer (hereinafter – applicant) could receive a permit for increasing  electricity production capacities or the introduction of new production equipment (hereinafter – permit), as well as the procedures for the issuance, cancellation and extension of the permit validity period.

 

2. An applicant shall complete an application for the receipt of a permit for increasing electricity production capacities or the introduction of new production equipment (hereinafter – application) (Annex) and submit it to the ministry responsible for the energy sector (hereinafter – ministry). The following shall be appended to the application:

2.1. a copy of the applicant’s merchant’s registration certificate; and

2.2. a statement of the electricity system operator regarding the technical possibilities to accept the produced electricity in the system, to which it is intended to connect the increased or new capacity of electricity production. 

 

3. The ministry shall, within one month, examine the submitted documents and take a decision regarding the issuance of a permit.

 

4. If it is not possible to take a decision regarding the issuance of a permit within one month due to objective reasons, the ministry shall extend the term for examination of the application in accordance with the procedures specified in the Administrative Procedure Law.

 

5. An applicant is entitled to make changes to the application until the taking of the decision. The applicant shall explain the necessary changes in free form and shall submit the explanation to the ministry together with the specified application.

 

6. If the information indicated in the submitted documents is incomplete or inaccurate, the ministry shall, not later than within 20 days after receipt of the application, inform the applicant regarding the detected deficiencies in accordance with the procedures specified in the Administrative Procedure Law and specify the deadline for the elimination of deficiencies.

 

7. If the applicant does not provide all the necessary information or documents within the term specified by the ministry, the ministry shall take a decision regarding refusal to grant a permit. 

 

8. The Ministry shall cancel the issued permit if the applicant requests so or if he or she has terminated commercial activities.

 

9. The period of validity of a permit shall be:

9.1. three years if the ministry has allowed to introduce new electricity production equipment or to increase electricity production capacities by one megawatt or less; or

9.2. five years if the ministry has allowed to introduce new electricity production equipment or to increase electricity production capacities by more than one megawatt.

 

10. An applicant is entitled to request an extension of the validity period of a permit three months prior to the expiry date of the permit, providing information regarding the process of implementation of a project of increasing electricity production capacities or the introduction of new production equipment and a justification why it is not possible to implement the project within the term specified in the permit.

 

11. The ministry shall send the permits, in which it is allowed to introduce new electricity production equipment or to increase electricity production capacities by more than one megawatt, without delay to the Public Utilities Commission and the operator of the electricity transmission system.

 

12. The ministry shall aggregate the permits, in which it is allowed to introduce new electricity production equipment or to increase electricity production capacities by one megawatt or less, and once a year (by 31 March) shall send the aggregated information to the Public Utilities Commission and the operator of the electricity transmission system.
