Regulations Regarding the Boxes of the Single Administrative Document to Be Filled in Additionally and the Procedures by Which a Customs Authority Allows a Person to Submit the Single Administrative Document Prior to the Presentation of Goods
Issued pursuant to

Section 4, Paragraph three 

of the Customs Law

1. These Regulations determine the boxes of the single administrative document to be filled in additionally and the procedures by which a customs authority allows a person to submit the single administrative document prior to the presentation of goods

2. In order to apply for the customs procedure of goods – export, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 of 2 July 1993 laying down provisions for the implementation of Council Regulation (EEC) No 2913/92 establishing the Community Customs Code (hereinafter – Annex 37 of the Commission Regulations No 2454/93) the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in:  boxes 8, 14, 18 (Identity), the first and second sections of box 20, 22 (Currency), 22 (Amount), 23, 24, 29, 30, 33(5), 35, 47 (Type), 47 (Tax base), 47 (Rate), 47 (Amount), 47 (Total), 47 (MV), 48 and 49.

3. In order to perform customs warehousing of the prepaid goods, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in:  boxes 8, 14, 25, 26, 30, 33(5), 46 and 49.

4. In order to apply the customs regime – re-exportation – after the customs procedure with economic significance, which is not customs warehousing, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 2, 6, 8, 14, 18 (Identity), the first and second sections of box 20, boxes 22 (Currency), 22 (Amount), 23, 24, 29, 35 and 49.

5. In order to apply the customs regime – re-exportation – after customs warehousing, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93, the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 2, 6, 8, 14, 17a, 25, 26, 29 and 46.

6. In order to apply the customs procedure – outward processing, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93, the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 2, 6, 8, 14, the first and second sections of  box 20, boxes 22 (Currency), 22 (Amount), 23, 24, 29, 35 and 49.

7. In order to apply the customs procedure – transit, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93, the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 2, 2 (No.), 6, 8 (No.), 17, 19, 21 (Identity), 21 (Nationality), 25, 26 and 35.

8. In order to apply the customs procedure – release for free circulation, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93, the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 2, 6, 8, 12, 14, 18 (Identity), the first and second sections of box 20, boxes 23, 24, 29, 33 (5), 35, 39, 43, 48 and 49.

9. In order to apply the customs procedure with economic impact which is not outward processing and customs warehousing, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 2, 6, 8, 12, 14, 18 (Identity), the first and second sections of box 20, boxes 23, 24, 29, 33 (5), 35, 39, 43, 48 and 49.

10. In order to perform customs warehousing of goods in a warehouse of A, B, C, E and F type, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 8, 14, 15a, 33(1), 33(2), 33(3), 33(4) and 46.

11. In order to perform customs warehousing of goods in a warehouse of D type, in addition to the list of boxes to be filled in obligatory as specified in Annex 37 of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 the following boxes of the single administrative document, which are referred to in Annex 37 in the list of boxes to be filled in optionally, shall be filled in: boxes 8, 14, 15a, 22 (Currency), 33(5), 43 and 46.

12. If a person has submitted a written justification, a customs official shall allow the submitting of the single administrative document prior to the presentation of goods.

13. The time period for the presentation of goods specified by customs authorities may not exceed 31 day in the case referred to in Paragraph 12 of these Regulations.

14. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2007.
