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Regulations regarding the Criteria and Procedures for the 
Recognition of a Sports Federation

Issued pursuant to Section 10, 

Paragraph four of the
Sports Law
 

I. General Provisions
 

1. These Regulations prescribe the criteria and procedures by which a sports federation shall be granted or have removed the right to manage and co-ordinate the work in the relevant type of sports or field of activities in the State, as well as to represent the State in the relevant international sports organisation.

 

II. Criteria for the Recognition of a Sports Federation

 

2. The sports federation may be recognised and may obtain the right to manage and co-ordinate the work in the relevant type of sports or field of activities in the State, as well as to represent the State in the relevant international sports organisation, if it conforms with the following criteria:

2.1. the goal laid down in the articles of association thereof shall be the development of the relevant type of sports or field of activities in the State;

2.2. sporting competitions shall be organised in such type of sport or field of activities, which is represented by the sports federation;

2.3. there shall be at least three members in the executive body of the sports federation; and

2.4. an Internet home page has been created for the sports federation.

 

III. Procedures for the Recognition of a Sports Federation

 

3. So that the sports federation would be able to apply for the status of a recognised sports federation, it shall submit a submission to the Sports Administration. The following shall be indicated in the submission:
3.1. the name, registration number, legal address and actual address, contact telephone and the Internet home page address of the sports federation;

3.2. the type of sport or field of activities, in which the sports federation wishes to be recognised;

3.3. the number of the persons who are engaged in the relevant type of sport or are occupied with the relevant field;

3.4. the official name of the relevant international sports organisation or organisations and the translation thereof into Latvian;

3.5. competitions organised in the relevant type of sports or field of activities; and

3.6. substantiation for the necessity of recognition.

 

4. A list of members of the sports federation shall be attached to the submission. The name, registration number, legal address (for a legal person) or given name, surname, personal identity number and declared place of residence (for a natural person) of the members shall be indicated in the list.

 

5. If the international sports organisation of the relevant type of sports or field of activities has not been recognised by the International Olympic Committee or is not a member of the General Association of International Sports Federations (GAISF), the sports federation shall submit the following additional information regarding the relevant type of sports or field of activities of the international sports organisation, attaching translations of the documents into Latvian:

5.1. the name and address of the organisation;
5.2. a copy of the articles of the organisation; and

5.3. a list of the members of the organisation.

 

6. The conformity of the sports federation and the documents submitted by it with Paragraphs 2, 3, 4 and 5 of these Regulations, the results of the activity of the sports federation, the number of the members involved in the sports federation, the conditions for the admission of the members of the sports federation and other issues related to the activity of the sports federation in the field of sports shall be evaluated and a substantiated opinion regarding the recognition or refusal of recognition of the sports federation shall be provided to the Sports Administration by the Sports Federation Committee (hereinafter – Committee).

 

7. If the Committee, upon evaluation of the submitted documents, determines that not all the documents referred to in Paragraphs 3, 4 and 5 of these Regulations have been submitted or they are not prepared appropriately, the Sports Administration shall send to the relevant sports federation a written request to provide updated information. The updated information shall be provided within 10 days after the receipt of the request of the Sports Administration.

 

8. If an international sports organisation has not been developed in the relevant type of sports or field of activities or the international sports organisation has not been recognised by the International Olympic Committee, or it is not a member of the General Association of International Sports Federations, the opinion regarding the recognition of the sports federation in the relevant type of sports or field of activities shall also be provided to the Sports Administration by the Latvian National Sports Council.

 

9. If several sports federations have submitted the submission regarding the recognition in one type of sports or field of activities, in which the sports federations have not yet been recognised, the Committee shall provide a substantiated opinion regarding the recognition of one sports federation in accordance with Paragraph 6 of these Regulations, indicating the considerations of suitability.

 

10. The opinions of the Committee referred to in Paragraphs 6, 9 and 22 of these Regulations shall have a recommendatory nature.

 

11. The Sports Administration, after the receipt of the opinion of the Committee, as well as in the case referred to in Paragraph 8 of these Regulations – after the receipt of the opinion of the Latvian National Sports Council, shall take a decision regarding the recognition of the sports federation or regarding the refusal to recognise the sports federation.

 

12. The Sports Administration shall take the decision regarding the refusal to recognise the sports federation if:

12.1. a sports federation has already been recognised in the relevant type of sports or field of activities;

12.2. the sports federation does not conform to the criteria referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations;

12.3. the sports federation has not submitted the updated information even after the receipt of the request referred to in Paragraph 7 of these Regulations;

12.4. a negative opinion of the Latvian National Sports Council has been received in the case referred to in Paragraph 8 of these Regulations; or

12.5. the decision regarding the recognition of one sports federation has been taken in the case referred to in Paragraph 9 of these Regulations.

 

13. If the sports federation is recognised, the Sports Administration shall issue to it a Sports Federation Recognition Certificate (Annex).

 

14. If the decision regarding the refusal to recognise a sports federation has been taken, a new submission regarding the recognition of the sports federation may be submitted not sooner than within three months from the date when the decision regarding the refusal to recognise the sports federation has come into force.

 

15. The Sports Administration shall organise and manage the activity of the register of the recognised sports federations (hereinafter – register). The register shall be the State information system. The following information shall be included in the register: 

15.1. name of the sports federation;

15.2. legal address of the sports federation;

15.3. type of sport or field of activities, in which the sports federation has been recognised;

15.4. date of recognition of the sports federation and the number of the recognition certificate;

15.5. name of the international sports federation in which the sports federation is represented; and

15.6. e-mail address, Internet home page, contact telephone and actual address of the sports federation.

 

16. The register shall be available to the public on the Internet home page of the Sports Administration.

 

17. The Sports Administration shall appoint the Committee, composed of seven people. Two representatives from the Sports Administration and one member from the Ministry of Education and Science, the Register of Enterprises, the association “Latvian Olympic Committee”, the association “Latvian Paralympic Committee” and the association “Latvian Sports Federations Council” shall be included in the Committee. The chair of the Committee shall be a representative of the Sports Administration. The Committee, performing its duties, has the right to invite experts.

 

18. The Committee shall have a quorum if more than a half of the Committee members are present in the meeting. Minutes shall be taken at the Committee meetings.
 

The Committee shall take decisions by open vote. Decisions shall be taken by a simple majority vote. In the event of a tied vote, the vote of the chair of the Committee shall prevail.
 

20. The Sports Administration shall technically ensure the work of the Committee.

 

IV. Loss of the Status of a Recognised Sports Federation

 

21. A recognised sports federation may lose the status of a recognised sports federation and the right to manage and co-ordinate the work in the relevant type of sports or field of activities, as well as to represent the State in the relevant international organisation, if:

21.1. the activity of a recognised sports federation does not conform with the regulatory enactments in the field of sports, the articles of the sports federation or ethical standards of sports;

21.2. the recognised sports federation has not observed the principle of equality, fair game or safety in the sports events organised or supported thereof;

21.3. the recognised sports federation has not informed the Sports Administration regarding the fact that the actual address, telephone, fax number or e-mail address of the sports federation has changed; or

21.4. the recognised sports federation, upon the request of the Ministry of Education and Science or Sports Administration, has not provided information that is related to the activity of the sports federation, including the implementation of programmes, information regarding young talented athletes and other activities of or events organised or supported by the recognised sports federation.

 

22. If the Sports Administration receives a submission and determines that the recognised sports federation has not observed any of the conditions referred to in Paragraph 21 of these Regulations, the Sports Administration shall evaluate it and, if necessary, shall transfer the relevant information for the evaluation and for the provision of an opinion to the Committee.

 

23. If the Sports Administration determines that the recognised sports federation has not observed any of the conditions referred to in Paragraph 21 of these Regulations, the Sports Administration shall take one of the following decisions, depending on the determined violation:

23.1. shall charge the executive body of the recognised sports federation with the task of preventing the determined violation or non-conformity within a specified term;

23.2. shall determine for the recognised sports federation a trial period, not longer than for six months, for the prevention of the determined violations or irregularities; or

23.3. shall revoke the status of a recognised sports federation to the relevant sports federation.

 

24. If in relation to the recognised sports federation the decision referred to in Sub-paragraph 23.1 of these Regulations has been taken but it has not prevented the determined violations or irregularities within the specified term, the Sports Administration shall take a decision regarding the determination of a trial period of up to six months or regarding the revocation of the status of a recognised sports federation.

 

25. If in relation to the recognised sports federation the decision referred to in Sub-paragraph 23.2 of these Regulations has been taken but it has not prevented the violation or irregularity during the trial period, the Sports Administration shall take a decision regarding the revocation of the status of a recognised sports federation.

 

26. After the taking of the decisions referred to in Paragraphs 23, 24 and 25 of these Regulations, the Sports Administration shall inform in writing the Ministry of Education and Science, the association “Latvian Sports Federations Council”, the association “Latvian Olympic Committee” (if the sports federation represents an Olympic type of sports) and the association “Latvian Paralympic Committee” (if the sports federation represents the Paralympic field of activities), as well as such international sports organisation, the member of which the relevant sports federation is, if the status of a recognised sports federation is revoked.

 

27. A repeated submission regarding the recognition of the sports federation may be submitted not sooner than after a year, counting from the day when the decision of the State Administration regarding the revocation of the status of a recognised sports federation has come into force.

 

V. Closing Provisions
 

28. The sports federations which have been recognised until the date of coming into force of these Regulations shall maintain the status thereof.

 

29. After 31 December 2009, the Sports Administration shall evaluate the conformity of the federations referred to in Paragraph 28 of these Regulations with the criteria referred to in Paragraph 2 of these Regulations and shall take a decision regarding the revocation of the status of a recognised federation for those federations which do not conform with the requirements of these Regulations.
