Procedures for Licensing General and Vocational Education Programmes

Issued pursuant to

Section 14, Clause 11 of the Education Law and

Section 4, Clause 1 of

the General Education Law

1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures by which programmes of general education, vocational basic education, vocational education, vocational secondary education, vocation-oriented education, vocational in-service and further vocational education programmes (hereinafter – education programme) are to be licensed.

2. In order to receive a licence for the implementation of an education programme, an educational institution shall submit a submission to the Ministry of Education and Science.

3. The following information shall be indicated in a submission:

3.1. the name of an educational institution;

3.2. the founder of the educational institution and the legal status of the educational institution;

3.3. the legal address and telephone number of the educational institution;

3.4. the registration certificate number of the educational institution, issued by the Ministry of Education and Science;

3.5. the name of the education programme;

3.6. the name of an education sub-programme (for vocation-oriented music education programmes);

3.7. the code of the education programme;

3.8. for vocational education programmes – the type of education programme;

3.9. the duration or scope of implementation of the education programme (except general education programmes);

3.10. for general education programmes – the number of students in the education programme; and

3.11. the given name and surname of the head of the educational institution, the given name, surname and position of such person whom the educational institution has authorised to deal with matters of licensing.

4. The following documents shall be appended to a submission:

4.1. an education programme that has been developed in accordance with the requirements specified in the Education Law (co-ordination with the Ministry of Culture shall be required for vocation-oriented music, art and culture education programmes; co-ordination with the State Police – for education programmes, upon the completion of which and the passing of a qualification examination a security guard certificate specified in the Security Guard Activities Law is issued; co-ordination with the State Firefighting and Rescue Service – for the vocational education programme in fire safety, firefighting and civil protection; and co-ordination with the State Border Guard – for vocational education programmes in the field of State border security);

4.2. a statement issued by the founder of an educational institution regarding the provision of premises and material and technical facilities for the implementation of the relevant education programme;

4.3. the opinions of the State Agency Public Health Agency, the State Firefighting and Rescue Service and the State Labour Inspection regarding the compliance of the educational institution with hygiene requirements, the norms of civil protection, fire safety and labour protection (copies). The period of validity of the opinions shall be one year;

4.4. an opinion of the Education State Inspectorate regarding the compliance of the education programme with the requirements of the Education Law – for general education programmes; and

4.5. the opinions of professional associations regarding the compliance of the education programme with labour market requirements – for programmes of vocational basic education, vocational education, vocational secondary education and further vocational education, if no standard of profession has been developed.

5. A decision regarding the issuance of a licence, the refusal to issue a licence or the cancellation of a licence shall be taken by the Commission for Licensing General Education Programmes, the Commission for Licensing Vocational Education Programmes or the Commission for Licensing Vocation-oriented Sports Education Programmes (hereinafter – Commission). The Minister for Education and Science shall approve the personnel of Commissions.

6. A Commission shall consist of not fewer than five members – representatives of the Ministry of Education and Science and the institutions subordinate thereto. The chairperson of a Commission shall be an official of the Ministry of Education and Science. In accordance with the type of the relevant education programme, representatives of other ministries, local governments, employers and professional organisations or sports federations shall be included in a Commission.
7. The Commission for Licensing Vocation-oriented Sports Education Programmes shall examine a submission and the documents appended thereto, request the relevant sports federation to provide an opinion regarding the education programme and within a period of one month after the receipt of the submission shall take a decision regarding the issuance of a licence or a justified refusal to issue a licence, if the education programme does not comply with the requirements specified in these Regulations.

8. The Commission for Licensing General Education Programmes or the Commission for Licensing Vocational Education Programmes shall examine a submission and the documents appended thereto and within a period of one month after the receipt thereof shall take a decision regarding the issuance of a licence or a justified refusal to issue a licence, if the education programme does not comply with the requirements specified in these Regulations.

9. A licence shall be issued for a time period of up to 10 years, but a licence for vocational in-service education programmes – for a time period of up to six years.

10. If a Commission takes a decision to refuse to issue a licence, an educational institution may re-submit a submission regarding the issuance of a licence for the implementation of the relevant education programme not earlier than one month after the submission of the previous submission.

11. If insufficient information is provided in the documents submitted for the receipt of a licence, in order to decide regarding the issue, a Commission is entitled to request additional information. Within a period of seven days after the Commission meeting, a notice in which the necessary information or documents are requested shall be sent to an educational institution. The educational institution shall provide the additional information or documents within a period of 15 days after the receipt of the notice. Within a period of one month after the receipt of the additional information or documents, the Commission shall take a decision to issue a licence or a justified refusal to issue a licence.
12. In accordance with the decision of a Commission, an educational institution shall be issued a licence of a vocational education programme (Annex 1), a licence of a general education programme (Annex 2) or a licence of a vocation-oriented sports education programme (Annex 3) signed by the State Secretary of the Ministry of Education and Science.

13. The period of validity of a licence shall begin with the day when the decision regarding the issuance of the licence was announced to an educational institution.

14. If amendments have been made to the documents that were the basis for the receipt of a licence, the holder of the licence has a duty to inform the Ministry of Education and Science thereof in writing not later than one month after the making of the relevant amendments.

15. Upon the expiration of the period of validity of a licence, the holder of the licence shall submit to the Ministry of Education and Science a submission and the documents referred to in Paragraph 4 of these Regulations for the re-licensing of an education programme.

16. A Commission has the right to cancel a licence in the following cases:

16.1. false or misleading information has been knowingly provided;

16.2. within a period of one year after the receipt of the licence, the holder of the licence has not commenced the implementation of the licensed education programme;

16.3. the education programme or the educational institution is not accredited (if accreditation is required in accordance with regulatory enactments); or

16.4. substantial violations of regulatory enactments have been determined in the activities of the educational institution or in the implementation of the licensed education programme, which have been recorded in the inspection statements of the State Firefighting and Rescue Service, the State Agency Public Health Agency, the State Labour Inspection or the Education State Inspectorate.

17. The chairperson of a Commission shall sign a decision regarding the refusal to issue a licence or to cancel a licence and shall inform in writing the educational institution or the holder of the licence, respectively, regarding such decision not later than within a period of seven days after the taking of the decision.

18. A decision of a Commission regarding a refusal to issue a licence or to cancel a licence may be appealed to the Ministry of Education and Science. The decision of the Ministry of Education and Science may be appealed to a court.

19. The costs related to licensing shall be covered from the State budget resources allocated to the Ministry of Education and Science.

20. Cabinet Regulation No. 4 of 3 January 2002, Procedures for the Registration of General and Vocational Education Programmes (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2002, No. 3), is repealed.
