Forest Land Transformation Regulations

Issued pursuant to

Section 42, Paragraph two of

the Law on Forests,

Section 4, Clause 4 of

the Gauja National Park Law and

Section 36, Paragraph four, Clause 2 of

the Protection Zone Law

I. General Provisions

 

1. These Regulations prescribe:

1.1. the conditions for forest land transformation (hereinafter – transformation);

1.2. the procedures for submission and examination of an application for transformation and obtaining permits for forest land transformation; and

1.3. the procedures for calculation and compensation of the losses caused to the State due to transformation (hereinafter – losses).

 

2. Transformation may be initiated by:

2.1. the owner of the forest land;

2.2. the lawful possessor of the forest land (hereinafter – lawful possessor);

2.3. another person pursuant to power of attorney or an authorisation contract certified by the owner of the forest land or the lawful possessor in accordance with the procedures specified in the regulatory enactments; or

2.4. builder (establisher) of infrastructure facilities – pursuant to a contract which has been entered into by the owner of the forest land, the lawful possessor or authorised person thereof.

 

3. If required, transformation may be carried out:

3.1. for the construction of buildings and structures, including infrastructure facilities (except for roads of undertakings (forestries), block rides (not wider than five metres), mineralised strips, water supply points provided for forest fire-fighting (not larger than 300 square metres) and amelioration systems;

3.2. for establishment of quarries, water reservoirs and cemeteries;

3.3. for establishment of forest plant material nursery and land for agricultural use;

3.4. for the renewal of specially protected biotopes; or

3.5. for establishment of sports and cultural facilities, as well as territory development.

 

II. Conditions for Transformation

 

4. Transformation shall be allowed for performance of the activities referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations, taking into account the restrictions specified in the regulatory enactments regarding nature and environmental protection and pursuant to the spatial planning of the local government.

 

5. If transformation is carried out in towns, villages, the protection zone of coastal dunes of the Baltic Sea and the Gulf of Riga or special areas of conservation and if it is indicated in the application for transformation that tree felling is necessary, the state regional forest office of the State Forest Service (hereinafter – regional forest office) shall establish a commission prior to the issuance of the permit for transformation in order to evaluate the necessity of tree felling and to specify the amount of tree felling. The composition of the commission shall include representatives of the regional forest office, the local government and regional environmental board, as well as – if tree felling is intended in a special area of conservation – a representative of the administration of the special area of conservation (if such has been established) or the Nature Protection Board. The initiator of the transformation shall also be invited to participate in the work of the commission.

 

6. A representative of the regional forest office shall draw up a deed regarding the amount of tree felling in the cases referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations. The deed shall be signed by all members of the commission and the initiator of the transformation. The number and amount of trees to be felled in cubic metres shall be indicated in the deed in the division according to tree species. The representative of the regional forest office shall mark the trees on site by painting a light coloured line on the trunk 1.3 metres from the root collar or by tying a light coloured plastic ribbon around the trunk.

 

7. The initiator of the transformation shall indicate the amount of trees to be felled in the submission for the receipt of certification of tree felling in accordance with the deed referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations.

 

8. The initiator of the transformation shall commence the planned activities indicated in the application for transformation (Annex 1) on site if:

8.1. the performer of cadastral survey of land (land surveyor) has surveyed the land boundaries of the forest land to be transformed in the Latvian Geodesic Co-ordinate System LKS-92 and marked them in the area with temporary marks and has made a site plan of the forest land to be transformed;

8.2. a permit for transformation has been received (Annex 2); and

8.3. a certification for tree felling has been received (where tree felling is necessary).
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9. The term of validity of a permit for transformation shall be two years. If within the term of validity of the permit for transformation the planned activities indicated in the application for transformation:

9.1. have not been started, the permit shall cease to be effective (tree felling shall not be regarded as starting of the planned activity); or

9.2. have been started, but the type of land use does not conform to the type of land use indicated in the permit for transformation, the issuer of the permit for transformation shall extend the term of validity thereof for another two years upon the request of the recipient of the permit for transformation.

 

10. The regional forest office shall send a copy of the permit for transformation and the document referred to in Sub-paragraph 21.4 of these Regulations to the regional office of the State Land Service and the respective local government within 10 days after issuance of the permit for transformation.

 

11. The initiator of the transformation shall inform the respective local government and the regional forest office about termination of the planned activities indicated in the application for transformation within 30 days after termination thereof (but not later than within 30 days after the end of the term of validity of the permit for transformation).

 

12. Representatives of the regional forest office and the local government of the locale shall jointly inspect the forest land areas to be transformed on site within 10 days after receipt of the information referred to in Paragraph 11 of these Regulations or after the end of the term for the submission of information.

 

13. A representative of the regional forest office shall draw up a deed regarding the inspection referred to in Paragraph 12 of these Regulations. Information regarding conformity of the forest land to be transformed to the type of land use indicated in the permit for transformation shall be included in the deed. The deed shall be also signed by a representative of the local government.

 

14. Forest land transformation in other types of use of land shall be regarded arbitrary if transformation is performed without permission or the type of land use does not conform to the one indicated in the permit for transformation. 

 

15. If transformation is performed without permission, the State Forest Service shall impose a compensation of losses in triple amount from the owner of the forest land or the legal possessor for the benefit of the State.

 

16. Upon an order of the initiator of the transformation, the performer of cadastral survey of land (land surveyor) shall prepare an updated situation plan for the owner of the land or legal possessor.

17. Transformation shall be deemed terminated if the regional office of the State Land Service has made changes in the information system of the State Cadastre of Immovable Property on the basis of the deed referred to in Paragraph 13 of these Regulations and the updated situation plan referred to in Paragraph 16 of these Regulations.

18. The regional office of the State Land Service shall inform the regional forest office and the local government regarding changes in the information system of the State Cadastre of Immovable Property in writing.

19. The regional forest office shall make changes in the State Register of Forests on the basis of the deed referred to in Paragraph 13 of these Regulations and the information received from the State Land Service.

 

III. Procedures for Submission and Examination of an Application for Transformation and Obtaining Permits for Forest Land Transformation

 

20. The initiator of transformation shall submit an application for transformation to the regional forest office, in the monitoring area of which the forest land to be transformed is located.

 

21. The following documents shall be appended to an application for transformation:

21.1. if transformation is initiated by the person referred to in Sub-paragraph 2.1, 2.2 or 2.3 of these Regulations, – a document confirming the ownership rights – a copy of the Land Register certificate or the deed (presenting the original) or a copy of a document confirming the rights of the legal possessor; 

21.2. the person referred to in Sub-paragraph 2.3 of these Regulations – a power of attorney or an authorisation contract (copy) certified in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments, which has been entered into with the owner of the forest land or the legal possessor;

21.3. the person referred to in Sub-paragraph 2.4 of these Regulations – a contract (copy), which has been entered into with the owner of the forest land, the legal possessor or the authorised person thereof;

21.4. the land boundary plan and/or the situation plan (copy), in which the boundary and area of the forest land to be transformed is indicated;

21.5. a fragment of the forest land plan (copy), in which the area of the forest land to be transformed is indicated;

21.6. if transformation is necessary for construction of buildings and structures:

21.6.1. a topographical plan (copy), in which the instrumentally surveyed area of the forest land to be transformed is marked; and

21.6.2. a draft design (copy) or a technical project (copy) coordinated at the building authority. In the case referred to in Sub-paragraph 2.4 of these Regulations the copy of the draft design or the copy of the technical project shall be co-ordinated with the owner of the forest land, the legal possessor or authorised person thereof;

21.7. the indicators characterising the section of the forest land to be transformed in accordance with the regulatory enactments determining the procedures for forest inventory; and

21.8. technical provisions (copy) of the regional environmental board for forest land transformation or an opinion (copy) of the State Environmental Impact Assessment Bureau regarding the final report of the environmental impact assessment of the intended activity.

 

22. A regional forest office shall send the copies of the application for transformation and the documents referred to in Paragraph 21 of these Regulations for provision of an opinion:

22.1. to the town (county) council or parish council;

22.2. to the administration of special area of conservation (where such is established) if the forest land to be transformed is located in a special area of conservation; or

22.3. the regional environmental board if the transformation is intended for the renewal of specially protected biotopes.

 

23. A town (county) council or a parish council shall provide an opinion regarding justification of transformation and regarding the conformity of the planned activity indicated in the application and the planned objective of the use of immovable property to the utilisation and detail plan of the territory allowed (planned) by the respective local government spatial planning. If the forest land is transformed using local government co-financing, the town (county) council or the parish council shall indicate information regarding the amount of local government co-financing for implementation of the respective project in the opinion.

 

24. Administration of a special area of conservation shall provide an opinion regarding conformity of the planned transformation to the regulatory enactments regulating protection and utilisation of the respective territory.

 

25. The regional environmental board shall provide an opinion regarding the suitability and justification of the transformation for the renewal of the specially protected biotopes.

 

26. A town (county) council or a parish council, administration of a special area of conservation, as well as the regional environmental board shall provide the opinion referred to in Paragraphs 23, 24 and 25 of these Regulations within 15 days after receipt of the application and copies of the documents referred to in Paragraph 21 of these Regulations.

 

27. A regional forest office shall evaluate the received documents within the period of time specified in the regulatory enactments regarding administrative procedure (except the case specified in Paragraph 28 of these Regulations) and, if transformation conforms to the requirements of regulatory enactments and the opinions referred to in Paragraphs 23, 24 and 25 of these Regulations are positive, inform the initiator of the transformation in writing regarding agreement to transformation, as well as calculate the losses and issue him or her a calculation of losses.

 

28. If it is permitted to perform transformation only by a Cabinet order, issued each time, a regional forest office shall:

28.1. evaluate the submitted documents within 30 days from the day of receipt of the application and, if the transformation conforms to the requirements of the regulatory enactments and the opinions referred to in Paragraphs 23, 24 and 25 of these Regulations are positive, inform the initiator of transformation regarding the necessity of a Cabinet order;

28.2. submit a copy of the application, copies of the documents referred to in Paragraph 21 of these Regulations, copies of the opinions referred to in Paragraphs 23, 24 and 25 of these Regulations and a copy of the deed referred to in Paragraph 6 of these Regulations to the Ministry of Agriculture within 30 days from the day of receipt of application; and

28.3. calculate losses and issue a calculation of losses to the initiator of the transformation within five days after publication of the respective Cabinet order in the newspaper “Latvijas Vēstnesis” [the official Gazette of the Government of Latvia].

 

29. The Ministry of Agriculture shall prepare a draft Cabinet order regarding the transformation and the permissible amount of forest felling within 15 days after receipt of the documents referred to in Sub-paragraph 28.2 of these Regulations and submit it for consideration to the Cabinet in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments.

 

30. A regional forest office shall issue a permit to the initiator of the transformation within five days after receipt of the document referred to in Paragraph 36 of these Regulations.

 

31. Expenditures for issuing a permit for transformation shall be covered by the initiator of the transformation.

 

32. A regional forest office shall provide a justified refusal (Annex 3) to the initiator of the transformation if:

32.1. it is detected that transformation does not conform to the requirements of regulatory enactments;

32.2. any of the opinions referred to in Paragraph 23, 24 or 25 of these Regulations is negative;

32.3. the initiator of the transformation has not submitted a document confirming compensation of losses to the regional forest office within a time period of 10 days after receipt of calculation of losses; or

32.4. the Cabinet has rejected the transformation.

 

33. If the Cabinet has rejected the transformation:

33.1. the Ministry of Agriculture, within five days, shall notify in writing the regional forest office about it; and

33.2. the regional forest office shall issue a refusal of transformation to the initiator of the transformation within five days after receipt of the information referred to in Sub-paragraph 33.1 of these Regulations.

 

34. After issuance of the permit the regional forest office shall issue a certification for tree felling in accordance with the procedures for the issuance of certification specified in regulatory enactments if tree felling is necessary.

 

IV. Procedures for Calculation and Compensation of Losses

 

35. Losses shall be calculated, using the following formula:

 

Z = S x R tv x Dmin. x K1 x K2, where

 

Z – losses caused to the State (LVL);

S – area of the forest land to be transformed (ha);

R tv – relative value of one hectare of the natural forest environment depending on the type of forest growing conditions (ha-1) (Annex 1);

Dmin. – the minimum monthly salary determined in the State (LVL);

K1 – coefficient depending on the limitations on economic activity of the forest land (Annex 5); and

K2 – coefficient depending on the purpose of transformation (Annex 5).

 

36. The initiator of transformation shall submit a document confirming compensation of losses to the regional forest office within 10 days after receipt of calculation of losses.

 

V. Closing Provisions

37. Cabinet Regulation No. 94 of 27 February 2001, Forest Land Transformation Procedures (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2001, No. 35) is repealed.

38. Within the meaning of these Regulations a performer of cadastral survey of land (land surveyor) is a person who has received a respective certificate for performance of cadastral survey of land (land surveying work). A licensed merchant who has a licence issued in accordance with the procedures specified in the regulatory enactments regarding cadastral survey of land is also entitled to perform cadastral survey of land (land surveying work) until 31 December 2010.
