Regulations Regarding the Receipt of a Guarantee of Origin for Electricity, Which Has Been Produced, Using Renewable Energy Sources
Issued pursuant to

Section 29, Paragraph five,

Section 29.1, Paragraph five and Section 29.2
of the Electricity Market Law
1. This Regulation prescribes:
1.1. the procedure, by which an electricity producer (hereinafter – producer), which uses renewable energy sources for producing electricity, may receive a guarantee of origin, for the volume of electricity produced, expressed as megawatt hours (MWh);
1.2. the procedure, by which a producer, which uses renewable energy sources for producing electricity, may receive a guarantee of origin for the electricity produced;
1.3. the procedure, by which a producer, which uses biomass or biogas for producing electricity, may receive a guarantee of origin for the electricity produced;
1.4. the information that shall be included in the guarantee of origin; and
1.5. the authorised institution, which shall issue the guarantee of origin.
2. The guarantee of origin for electricity produced referred to in Sub-paragraphs 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 of this Regulation (hereinafter – guarantee of origin) may be received by a producer, which owns or has the use of a power plant, which produces electricity by using renewable sources. A producer may receive one or more guarantees of origin.
3. The Ministry of Economics (hereinafter – the Ministry) shall issue and record electronically the guarantee of origin referred to in Paragraph two of this Regulation.
4. In order to receive a guarantee of origin, a producer shall file to the Ministry in a hard copy or in the form of an electronic document a submission for the receipt of a guarantee of origin (Annex) (hereinafter – submission). The data referred to in Clause 7 of the submission shall be certified by such system operator, to the electricity network of which the power plant is connected.
5. The Ministry shall examine the submission and shall issue a guarantee of origin within a period of one month following the day of receipt of the submission.
6. If a submission does not contain all the information specified in the Annex to this Regulation, the Ministry shall take a decision to refuse to issue a guarantee of origin and shall inform the producer about the relevant decision.
7. If a submission contains all the necessary information and the producer complies with the requirements of this Regulation, the Ministry shall take a decision to issue the producer with a guarantee of origin, shall inform the producer about the relevant decision and issue them a guarantee of origin. All the information referred to in the Section “Information Regarding the Power Plant, in Which Renewable Energy Sources Are Used for the Production of Electricity” of the Annex to this Regulation shall be indicated in the guarantee of origin.
8. The Ministry shall publish on its website and at least once a month updated information regarding the issued guarantees of origin.
9. A producer may receive a guarantee of origin for a period of time, which is not less than three months and not longer than a calendar year.
10. The total volume of electricity indicated for one producer in one or more issued guarantees of origin for the relevant time period shall not in the same time period exceed the electricity volume produced from renewable energy sources and sold to electricity market participants.
11. A producer has a duty to inform (in hard copy or in the form of an electronic document) the Ministry regarding the transfer of a guarantee of origin to the electricity market participants. 
12. A guarantee of origin shall only be valid for 12 months after the electricity volume indicated in the relevant guarantee of origin has been produced, or until the day when the producer which received the guarantee of origin, has informed the Ministry regarding the transfer of the relevant guarantee of origin to the electricity market participant.
13. Not more than one guarantee of origin shall be issued for one unit of electricity produced. A producer has the right to request several guarantees of origin in one submission.
14. A producer may appeal against the decision of the Ministry regarding refusal to issue a guarantee of origin in accordance with the procedures specified in the Administrative Procedure Law.

This Regulation contains legal norms arising from Directive 2009/28/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 23 April 2009 on the promotion of the use of energy from renewable sources and amending and subsequently repealing Directives 2001/77/EC and 2003/30/EC.
