Regulations regarding Payments for Activities of State Supervision and Control Performed by the Food and Veterinary Service

Issued pursuant to

Section 20, Paragraph two and Section 21.1, Paragraph nine

of the Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food,

Section 12, Section 51 and Section 53, Paragraph one,

Clause 5 of the Veterinary Medicine Law and 

Section 5, Paragraph nine of the

Law On Budget and Financial Management

1. These Regulations prescribe:

1.1. the procedures, by which payment for State supervision and control activities specified in the Law On the Supervision of the Handling of Food is made;

1.2. the procedures, by which payment for State supervision and control activities specified in the Veterinary Medicine Law is made;

1.3. the types of paid services provided by the Food and Veterinary Service;

1.4. the procedures, by which payment for veterinary expert-examination and regular veterinary supervision is made;

1.5. the procedures, by which payment for veterinary control is made;

1.6. the amount of payment for the expert-examination of documents performed by the Food and Veterinary Service for registration of food supplements; and

1.7. the amount of payment for assessment of dietary food in order to specify the conformity thereof to the requirements of the regulatory enactments regarding dietary food.

 

2. The Food and Veterinary Service (hereinafter – Service) in accordance with Regulation (EC) No. 882/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 29 April 2004 on official controls performed to ensure the verification of compliance with feed and food law, animal health and animal welfare rules (hereinafter – Regulation No. 882/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council) shall collect payment for:

2.1. State supervision and control of the slaughter of animals, meat cutting plants, game processing establishments, as well as fishery and aquaculture products;

2.2. State supervision and control of live animals and meat, including meat products, poultry, wild game, rabbits, farmed game meat, as well as by-products, feedstuff of animal origin and fishery products, if they are imported from states that are not European Union Member States; and

2.3. State supervision and control of live animals and meat, including meat products, poultry, wild game, rabbits, farmed game meat, as well as by-products, feedstuff of animal origin and fishery products, if they are transported in transit through European Union Member States.

 

3. The Service shall calculate and apply the payment for the State supervision and control referred to in Sub-paragraphs 2.2 and 2.3 of these Regulations and in Annex V to Regulation No. 882/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council in lats pursuant to the currency exchange rate specified by the Bank of Latvia on the day when the respective control (conformity examination) is performed by converting with an accuracy of up to two decimal places.

 

4. The Service shall collect the payment for State supervision and control referred to in Sub-paragraph 2.1 of these Regulations, taking into account the actual costs of control in conformity with Article 27(4) and Annex VI to Regulation No. 882/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council.

 

5. The State Service shall collect the payment for supervision and control of harmlessness of food, non-food products and animal feed of plant origin if it is being imported from states, which are not European Union Member States, in conformity with Annex 1 to these Regulations.

 

6. The Service shall collect the payment, which is referred to in Annex V to Regulation No. 882/2004 of the European Parliament and of the Council, and the payment, which is referred to in Paragraph 5 of these Regulations, pursuant to the net weight of the goods.

 

7. The Service shall collect the payment for the preparation and issuance of a veterinary (health) certificate, a conformity certificate, certificates and other confirmations related to supervision and control, certificates and statements, the issuance of a permit, the issuance of a certificate for approval and registration of food establishments, the issuance of a certificate for recognition of a control institution, the expert-examination and inclusion of documents of food supplements in the register of food supplements and the evaluation of dietary food in order to specify the conformity thereof to the requirements of the regulatory enactments regarding dietary food in conformity with Annex 2 to these Regulations.

 

8. The Service shall provide the following types of paid services for State supervision and control activities:

8.1. laboratory services;

8.2. the preparation and issuance of a veterinary (health) certificate, a conformity certificate, certificates and other confirmations related to supervision and control, certificates and statements;

8.3. the issuance of permits;

8.4. the issuance of a certificate for recognition of a control institution and the issuance of a certificate for approval or registration of food establishments;

8.5. the registration of fishing vessels;

8.6. food and veterinary expert-examination;

8.7. the registration and re-registration of veterinary medicinal products and veterinary pharmaceutical products;

8.8. the licensing of veterinary pharmaceutical activities;

8.9. veterinary control of goods and products, phytosanitary control and the control of conformity with the mandatory requirements of harmlessness and safety;

8.10. expert-examination of food supplements and inclusion thereof in the register of food supplements; and

8.11. assessment of dietary food in order to specify the conformity thereof to the requirements of regulatory enactments regarding dietary food.

 

9. Cabinet Regulation No. 144 of 18 March 2004, Regulations regarding the Paid Services of the Food and Veterinary Service and Payment for State Supervision and Control Activities (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2004, No. 68) is repealed.

 

10. These Regulations shall come into force on 1 January 2008.

 

11. Chapters V and VI of Annex 2 to these Regulations shall come into force on 1 February 2008.
