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Regulation No. 923
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Procedures by Which State Energy End-use Savings Shall Be Measured and the Operation of the Energy Efficiency Monitoring System Shall Be Ensured
Issued pursuant to

Section 4, Paragraph three

and Section 5, Paragraph one
of the Energy End-use Efficiency Law
I. General Provisions
1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures by which State energy end-use savings shall be measured for the achievement of the general national indicative target for energy savings and the procedure for the operation of the energy efficiency monitoring system.
2. Terms used in this Regulation:
2.1. general energy efficiency indicators – the characteristic dimensions of each energy end-use sector, the variation of which is dependent upon the general information included in the report regarding the object – location, where the energy efficiency measures are implemented or energy services are provided, – and from specific energy efficiency indicators; 
2.2. specific energy efficiency indicators – the characteristic energy efficiency variable dimensions of each energy end-use sector for each object – at the location, where the energy efficiency measures are implemented or energy services are provided.
3. Measuring of the total energy savings and operation of the energy efficiency monitoring system shall be ensured by the Ministry of Economics.
II. Measuring of the State Energy End-use Savings
4. Energy savings shall be measured for each energy efficiency measure in each energy end-use sector (household, service, industrial, transport, State and local government sector).
5. The measured energy savings shall be expressed in megawatt hours (MWh). Information regarding investments made for implementation of energy efficiency improvement measures shall be included in reports on energy savings.
6. The energy savings report in accordance with the form referred to in Annex 1 to this Regulation shall be completed by the following information submitters:
6.1. the responsible institution, which has granted a direct payment from the State or local government budget for implementing the energy efficiency improvement project; 
6.2. the responsible institution, which has granted a State or local government guarantee for implementing the energy efficiency improvement project; 
6.3. the responsible institution, which complies with the conditions of Section 1, Clause 1 of the Law On Management of European Union Structural Funds and the Cohesion Fund; 
6.4. the responsible institution, which has granted a credit interest rate subsidies from State or local government resources for implementing the energy efficiency improvement project; 
6.5. the responsible institution, which has granted or provided another financial aid from State or local government resources for implementing the energy efficiency improvement project.
7. The information submitter of the energy savings report shall include information regarding the general and specific energy efficiency indicators in accordance with the sample form included in the aid receipt contract.
8. The information submitters referred to in Paragraph 6 of this Regulation shall by 1 March of each year send the energy saving reports to the Ministry of Economics regarding the results of the implemented energy efficiency projects for the previous calendar year.
9. The implementers of energy efficiency improvement projects, which are not referred to in Paragraph 6 of this Regulation, shall inform the Ministry of Economics about the energy savings achieved by the energy efficiency project of the implementer, utilising the savings report forms specified in Annexes 2, 3, 4 and 5 to this Regulation, anytime, when they have become aware of such a possibility. 
10. In order that the information included in the energy savings reports is reliable and that the energy savings can be checked and evaluated, the information submitter, when completing the forms referred to in the Annexes to this Regulation, shall only utilise documented information (heating and electricity accounts, project reports, notifications, energy audit reports, other documents).
III. Operation of the Energy Efficiency Monitoring System
11. In order to ensure the operation of the energy efficiency monitoring system, the Ministry of Economics shall by 1 May of each year compile information regarding the energy savings achieved in the State in each of the end-use sectors, linking and adding thereto the following information:
11.1. energy efficiency policy matters;
11.2. energy efficiency improvement programmes.
12. Energy efficiency monitoring results shall include:
12.1. energy savings in each energy end-use sector and for the entire State;
12.2. changes in specific and general indicators and their evaluation in each energy end-use sector and for the entire State;
12.3. proposals regarding development possibilities regarding current and new energy efficiency improvement measures and energy services;
12.4. proposals for improving energy efficiency in each energy end-use sector.
13. The Ministry of Economics shall by 1 July of each year place information on its Internet home page regarding the monitoring results for energy efficiency achieved in the previous calendar year.
Informative Reference to the European Union Directive
This Regulation contains legal norms arising from Directive 2006/32/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 5 April 2006 on energy end-use efficiency and energy services and repealing Council Directive 93/76/EEC (Text with EEA relevance).

Energy consumption PRIOR to the implementation of the energy efficiency measures referred to in this form in compliance with the specific nature of each measure shall be indicated, for example, if insulation of the end walls of a building was performed, then in accordance with this measure this column shall indicate the thermal energy consumed. 
5. Energy consumption AFTER implementation of the energy efficiency measures referred to in this form in compliance with the specific nature of each measure shall be indicated, for example, if insulation of the end walls of a building was performed, then in accordance with this measure this column shall indicate the thermal energy consumed. 
6. In order to calculate energy consumption and achieved energy savings MWh, the unit of measurement conversion coefficients which have been specified in Annex 6 shall be utilised.
7. The detail of the document “signature” shall not be completed if the electronic document has been prepared in compliance with the regulatory enactments regarding the drawing up of electronic documents.
