Adopted 9 March 1999
Regulations on the Control of Radioactive

Contamination of Animal Feed

Issued pursuant to Section 27, Paragraph one of the Law 

On Radiation Protection and Nuclear Safety
1. These Regulations determine the maximum permissible level of radioactive contamination in animal feed, as well as the procedures for the control of radioactive contamination, in order not to permit human and animal radioactive exposure that may be caused by animal feed with increased radioactive contamination, and to ensure free circulation of animal feed between Latvia and other states.
2. If radioactive contamination in the animal feed exceeds the maximum permissible level of contamination specified in the Annex to these Regulations, the circulation of the relevant animal feed is prohibited.
3. The manufacturer and distributor of the animal feed shall be responsible for ensuring that the radioactive contamination in the animal feed does not exceed the maximum permissible level of contamination specified in the Annex to these Regulations.
4. The radioactive contamination of animal feed shall be controlled by the State Veterinary Service, the Sanitary Border Inspection, the State Border Guard and other institutions authorised by the Cabinet.
5. If it is determined that radioactive contamination in the animal feed exceeds the maximum permissible level specified in the Annex to these Regulations, the manufacturers of animal feed shall:
5.1. carry out an investigation and analysis of the situation at the place of the manufacture of the animal feed;
5.2. eliminate the causes of radioactive contamination;
5.3. if necessary, ensure processing of the relevant animal feed in order to reduce the radioactive contamination to the maximum permissible level; and
5.4. if it is not possible to reduce the radioactive contamination of the animal feed, withdraw the relevant animal feed from circulation.

Note. If animal feed is found to contain other radionuclides the period of half-decay for which exceeds 10 days, the maximum permissible level of contamination, caused by such, in the animal feed intended for all species of animals in a normal situation and starting from the fourth month after a nuclear accident may not exceed 250 Bq/kg, but within the time period not exceeding three months after a nuclear accident, may not exceed 1250 Bq/kg.
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
