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Types of Special Means Permitted for the State Revenue Service Finance Police and the Procedures for Storing, Carrying and Use Thereof

Issued pursuant to

Section 16.1, Paragraph three of

the Law On the State Revenue Service

1. This Regulation prescribes the types of special means permitted for the State Revenue Service Finance Police and the procedures for storing, carrying and use thereof.

2. Civil servants (employees) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police are permitted the following types of special means:

2.1. individual means of protection:

2.1.1. helmets;

2.1.2. armoured vests, bulletproof vests;

2.1.3. protective gloves;

2.2. means for active protection and securing safety:

2.2.1. means of binding;

2.2.2. handcuffs, wrist straps;

2.2.3. truncheons;

2.2.4. gas pistols (revolvers);

2.2.5. tear-inducing substances in gas cylinders;

2.2.6. electric shock devices;

2.3. means for ensuring special operations:

2.3.1. loudspeakers;

2.3.2. searchlights;

2.3.3. devices for forced stopping of a vehicle.

3. Civil servants (employees) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police are permitted to carry special means during fulfilling service duties.

4. The special means referred to in Sub-paragraphs 2.2 and 2.3.3 of this Regulation shall be issued for carrying and use only to appropriately trained and prepared civil servants (employees) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police.

5. The procedures by which special means shall be issued civil servants (employees) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police shall be determined by the Director General of the State Revenue Service.

6. The responsible person appointed by the director of the Finance Police Department of the State Revenue Service shall be responsible for the registration, storage and issuing of special means of the State Revenue Service Finance Police.

7. A civil servant (employee) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police who has been issued special means may not allow their getting at the disposal of other persons.

8. A rubber truncheon shall be carried on the belt, if necessary – in hand.

9. Handcuffs, tear-inducing substances in gas cylinders, electric shock devices shall be carried on the belt so that they would not attract (as much as possible) the attention of other persons.

10. A civil servant (employee) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police who is responsible for guarding a specific guarding object or the course of a specific event or the safety of the people involved therein, shall take an independent decision on the use of the special means at his or her disposal.

11. The means of binding and handcuffs shall be used in order to restrict physical resistance of an offender, to detain or convoy a person. In convoying a person in a vehicle, hands shall be cuffed in handcuffs in front, but when convoying a person on foot – from behind.

12. Handcuffs or wrist straps shall be removed from a person:

12.1. during meals;

12.2. during court;

12.3. during a visit to the toilet;

12.4. during provision of medical aid;

12.5. during natural or technological disasters when the person’s life is endangered;

12.6. in case of a serious illness, if a written statement of a medical treatment institution certifying the illness has been received.

13. It is not permitted to hold the hands of a person in handcuffs or wrist straps for more than two hours in succession. They must be removed for 15 minutes after every two hours.

14. In convoying a person on an aircraft, handcuffs or wrist straps shall not be removed throughout the flight.

15. In convoying a person on foot, if the air temperature is less than 0°C, handcuffs or wrist straps may be used for not longer than:

15.1. one hour, if the air temperature is not less than -20°C; or

15.2. half an hour, if the air temperature is less than -20°C.

16. A truncheon shall be used in order to deflect an attack of an offender or to discontinue his or her intentional non-compliance with lawful requests issued by civil servants (employees) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police upon fulfilling service duties. It is prohibited to use a truncheon if the intentional non-compliance with a civil servant (employee) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police manifests as failure to act. It is prohibited to use a truncheon for intentional hitting the head, neck, abdomen or groin.

17. A civil servant (employee) of the State Revenue Service Finance Police shall use the special means referred to in Sub-paragraphs 2.2.4, 2.2.5, 2.2.6, 2.3.1, 2.3.2, 2.3.3 of this Regulation in conformity with the requirements of the instruction for use (operation) of special means drawn up by the manufacturer of special means.

18. Special means shall be stored in a locked table drawer, cabinet or room, ensuring such storage conditions which do not allow the getting of special means at the disposal of other persons.
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
