Procedures for Reporting the Use of Goods – Re-exportation 
of Goods – Recognised by the Customs Rules
Issued pursuant to Section 4, 
Paragraph three of the Customs Law
1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures by which the use of goods – re-exportation of goods – recognised by the customs rules (hereinafter – re-exportation of goods) shall be reported.
2. Re-exportation of goods shall be reported in accordance with Article 182 of the Council Regulation (EEC) No 2913/92 of 12 October 1992 establishing the Community Customs Code and Articles 841 and 841.a of the Commission Regulation (EEC) No 2454/93 of 2 July 1993 laying down provisions for the implementation of Council Regulation (EEC) No 2913/92 establishing the Community Customs Code (hereinafter – Regulation No 2454/93). 

3. A notification on re-exportation of goods shall be submitted in the cases referred to in Article 841.a (2) of the Regulation No 2454/93. 

4. In order to report the re-exportation of goods, a person shall, prior to re-exportation of goods, submit a notification on re-exportation to the customs authority which controls the goods to be re-exported. The notification shall specify the following information: 

4.1. the given name, surname and personal identity number (for a natural person) or the firm name and registration number of the merchant in the Commercial Register (for a legal person); 
4.2. the unified registration and identification number (EORI) or a temporary number (ad hoc) of the economic operator of the European Union; 
4.3. description (name) of those goods to which re-exportation of goods is applied, the code of the Combined Nomenclature, the quantity of goods and the number of places for freight packages specified in the shipping document; 
4.4. the date and time of the re-exportation of goods; 
4.5. the type and number of the vehicle with which it is intended to bring out the goods from the territory of the European Community; 
4.6. the type (for example, entry summary declaration, manifest, international waybill for goods), number and date of the previous document submitted to the customs authority (containing the data necessary for the identification of goods); and 
4.7. information regarding the anticipated place of unloading of goods (in the state other the European Union Member State).
5. A document which contains all the information referred to in Paragraph 4 of this Regulation necessary for the identification of goods may be used as a notification on re-exportation of goods.
6. Cabinet Regulation No. 511 of 27 June 2006, Procedures for Application of Customs Regime – Re-exportation of Goods (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2006, No. 101) is repealed.
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
