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1. These Regulations prescribe the procedures for the issuance and annulment of temporary travel documents, the period of validity and the information to be included in the temporary travel documents. 

 

2. A temporary travel document shall be issued to the person referred to in Section 4.2, Paragraph one of the Personal Identification Documents Law (hereinafter – person) by the diplomatic or consular representation of the Republic of Latvia (hereinafter – representation). 

 

3. In order to request a temporary travel document, a person shall submit the following to the representation in person or by post: 

3.1. a completed and signed application for the issuance of a temporary travel document (Annex 1) (hereinafter - application). An application shall be completed and signed on behalf of minor, if he or she is not travelling independently, by one of the parents, a guardian or an authorised accompanying person;

3.2. two photographs (35 x 45 mm);

3.3. the reply of a police authority to the application of a person (or a copy thereof), if the passport has been stolen or robbed;

3.4. the travel document invalid for use or other documents which certify the identity of the person, or copies thereof.

 

4. The representation shall send copies of the documents referred to in Paragraph 3 of these Regulations electronically to the competent authority of the State of citizenship of the person within a period of one working day.

 

Following harmonisation with the competent authority, the representation may also issue a temporary travel document if any of the requirements referred to in Sub-paragraphs 3.3 and 3.4 of these Regulations have not been fulfilled.

6. The representation shall issue a temporary travel document within one working day following the receipt of the permit from the competent authority. 

 

7. Two copies shall be prepared for a temporary travel document. One copy shall be kept by the representation which has issued the temporary travel document and the other copy shall be sent to the competent authority.

 

8. The temporary travel document shall be completed in English or French.

 

9. The following information shall be included in the temporary travel document:

9.1. the name of the representation;

9.2. surname;

9.3. the given name (names);

9.4. date of birth;

9.5. place of birth;

9.6. height (cm);

9.7. citizenship;

9.8. the signature of the document holder (if the person is not able to sign due to physical deficiencies, medical reasons or inability to write, the person shall not sign and the field for signature shall not be completed).

9.9. the anticipated State of return and the anticipated States to be crossed in transit;

9.10. term of validity;

9.11. date of issuance;

9.12. registration number; and

9.13. signature of the official.

 

10. A photograph of the person shall be attached in the place indicated in the temporary travel document. The photograph shall be approved by the seal of the issuer of the temporary travel document.

 

The period of validity of the temporary travel document shall not exceed 30 days.

 

12. The invalid temporary travel documents at the disposal of the representation shall be annulled by making the mark “Cancelled” thereon. Cancelled temporary travel documents and damaged temporary travel document forms shall be destroyed by the representation, preparing a statement regarding this (Annex 2).
