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1. This Regulation prescribes the procedures by which a minor asylum seeker (hereinafter – asylum seeker) shall be provided with opportunities for acquiring education.
 

2. An asylum seeker shall be provided with the preparation for the acquisition of basic education from the age of five years, the opportunity to acquire basic education and general secondary education (hereinafter – general education) in accordance with the procedures specified in regulatory enactments. 

 

3. The commencement of the acquisition of general education shall be ensured for an asylum seeker within three months from the day when an application regarding granting of the status of refugee or alternative status is submitted. According to the opinion of the State Pedagogical Medical Commission an asylum seeker with special needs shall be ensured with opportunities for the acquisition of general education in special educational institutions or in general educational institutions implementing a licensed special education programme.
 

4. The Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs or the State Border Guard, if an asylum seeker has been accommodated in the territorial structural unit of the State Border Guard, shall, not later than within one month from the day when an application regarding the granting of the status of refugee or alternative status is submitted, inform the Ministry of Education and Science (hereinafter – Ministry) in writing regarding the place of accommodation of the asylum seeker, as well as regarding the change of the place of accommodation.
5. General education shall be ensured for an asylum seeker according to his or her place of accommodation – in accredited educational institutions, which implement licensed educational programmes in the relevant level of general education, in the neighbourhood of the accommodation centre or the place of residence of the asylum seeker, the place of residence of a guardian appointed by the Orphan’s court, a child care institution or a territorial structural unit of the State Border Guard.
 

6. Those educational institutions which provide the opportunities for the acquisition of general education for asylum seekers shall be determined by the Ministry, co-ordinating it with the founder of educational institution. Co-ordination with the founder shall not be necessary if general education is provided by a State educational institution. 

 

7. The Ministry shall organise the development and issuance of training aids suitable for educational programmes for the acquisition of Latvian in order to provide an asylum seeker with the opportunities of the acquisition of general education.
8. The remuneration of teachers for the provision of the acquisition of general education for asylum seekers and study literature approved by the Ministry and to be used in the training process (hereinafter – the list of study literature) for the acquisition of general education programmes shall be financed from the State budget resources intended for the current year in the basic budget of the Ministry. 

 

9. In order to ensure general education for an asylum seeker, the educational institution shall enter into an agreement with the Ministry regarding granting of financing. An estimate of expenditure regarding expenditure items for the provision of remuneration for teachers and the list of study literature approved by the head of the educational institution shall be appended to the agreement. 

 

10. An asylum seeker shall be provided with an opportunity to finish the commenced acquisition of general education also after reaching the age of 18 years. 

 

11. In order to register an asylum seeker for the acquisition of general education, the parents, a representative authorised by the Orphan’s court or the head of the child care institution shall submit a relevant submission, a copy of the personal identification document of the asylum seeker and documents attesting education of the asylum seeker (if any) to the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs or the State Border Guard. After receipt of the submission and the documents appended thereto the Office of Citizenship and Migration Affairs or the State Border Guard shall notify the Ministry thereof in writing.
 

12. The Ministry shall, within one month after receipt of the submission referred to in Paragraph 11 of this Regulation, inform the submitter of the submission in writing regarding the educational institution which will provide the acquisition of general education for the asylum seeker. 

 

13. The parents of an asylum seeker or a representative authorised by the Orphan's court, on the basis of the educational institution indicated by the Ministry for the acquisition of general education of the asylum seeker, shall submit the relevant submission to the head of the educational institution regarding admission of the asylum seeker in the educational institution within one month after the receipt of the information referred to in Paragraph 12 of this Regulation. 
 

14. The head of the educational institution shall evaluate the submission referred to in Paragraph 13 of this Regulation, the compliance of education acquired by the asylum seeker with the requirements of general education programmes of Latvia, if necessary, inviting the asylum seeker, teachers of subjects, the parents of the asylum seeker or a representative authorised by the Orphan’s court. 

 

15. The educational institution shall, within one month, develop an in-depth plan for the acquisition of subjects by the asylum seeker for a period of time which is determined in the agreement referred to in Paragraph 9 of this Regulation regarding granting of financing.
