Regulations Regarding the Trade Restrictions for Laundry Detergents Containing Phosphates 
 

Issued pursuant to

Section 16 of the 
Law On Chemical Substances and Chemical Products

 

1. This Regulation prescribes special restrictions for activities involving laundry detergents containing phosphates.

 

2. It is prohibited to place on the market and distribute in Latvia such laundry detergents, the phosphate content of which exceeds 0.5 percent (according to phosphorus content) of the product mass.

 

3. The observance of this Regulation shall be controlled by the Health Inspectorate according to the competence thereof, performing the market supervision of detergents.

 

4. It shall be permitted to place on the market and distribute such laundry detergents, the phosphate content of which exceeds 0.5 percent (according to phosphorus content) of the product mass, until the expiry date thereof, if they have been brought in the Republic of Latvia until the day of the coming into force of this Regulation.

 

5. The requirements of this Regulation shall not apply to laundry detergents to be used for industrial and institutional needs.

 

This Regulation shall come into force on 1 June 2010.
